Robbing stores, stealing cars
for thrills and for money, bashing
people for "the hell of it", wild par-
ties, --these things put me behind
bars, --almost for lifel

As a youngster, 1 used to go to
ges gangster pictures or read them in
the magazines, Later I could see
them right in my own home on TV,

Life was cheap in thoge dramas
and it moulded quite a bloodthicsty -
dea of life tn my young mind.

Looking about mie during m¥
growing years the only public images
around for meto worship were people
like Jackie Robinson, the ballplayer,
Louis Armstrong, the band leader,
and thut type--or gangsters, 1 chose

Stormtrooper Comrades will have oo trouble identifying

the author of this inspiring confession of faith. {I

the gangsters and patterned my habits
after theirs. A mature mind can see
them as repulsive, but lo me, then,
they were the only symbol of masca-
lintty around. They were tough and
sirong, even courageous. If somebody
gave them some lip they killed the
creepon the spot. 1 admired our fore-
fathers aa a pretty rough bunch to
have whipped the savage Indians and
bullt a civilizatlon out of néar jun-
eles,

Ag 1 grew op T began to live the
roles I had come to idolize in the
gangster movies, My fifst brush with
thelaw came when | was 15 yearsold,
My buddy and 1 kidded about taking his
old man's car for a joy ride. All of a
gadden it was no longer a joke o me
--1 liked the tdea a whole lot. My



buddy dida't. He gald "Mol™. 1 got
mad. 1 jabbed him guick on the side
of the head, brought my knee up in
hig groin and then brought my arms
down on hi# head with a crash. He
slumped over like a sack of potatoes

I pushed him aside, grabbed the
keys, slid in behind the wheel and
started the engine. I drove oul of the
driveway feeling like a newly-crowmed
king on a throne. That was my [irst
real feeling of power| Man, I lHked
it! T pressed down hard on the accel=
erator. The blood rushed te my head
and made me feel warm and good all
over! I was Uvingl To hell with the
regt of the world and pity the man whe
tried to stop mel

I picked up some girls and went
joy riding around town with one hand
exploring the broad’s aratomy. Things
were going greal when I misjudged a
curve and emashed upthe car, It was
a wreck. I cursed the manofactorer
for turping out such a cheap product,
gave the girla a final thrill and took
off to the wonds.

I got caughtand faced action be=
fore the Juvenile Authorities.

As the creep behind the desk
with the horn-rimmed glisses was
Iecturing me some mumbo=jombo a-
bout "debts o soclely™ and "Christian
morals", I was apologetically nodding
my head "yes"--but actuwally I was a
thowsand miles away, dreaming of my
next adventore,

The whole next year wag o wild
one, I always had money in my poc-
kets and was starting to dress nicer,
Girls notice such things. They always
crowded around me. This was like a
eteady shot of adrenalin.

But my luck ran out and one
nlght I was pleked uwp in a stolen car,
I was given probation with the stipu-
lation that I join the Service. I went
off to the Army, whichl regarded ag
2 new adventure, and & worthwhile
one at that. I was filled with a patri-
ote fervor.

Thinking my life was straight-
ened oul, I married & hometown girl,
my childhood sweetheart,

The Army was the higgest dis-
appointment of my life. Agaln [ was
confronted with the same repulsive
things that had originally led me to
gangster worship, I couldn't stomach
taking orders from panty-waist offi=-
rerg, and Negro sergeants. For the
first tme | was really beginning i
locok at the Negro as a Negro, 1 was
white and they were black. In the
world outside I was on top, bul here
they had a little authority, and they
never let you forget i)

There was no spirit of patrictiem
anywhere in the Army. Ewverything
wias 4 scheme to siveid having to do
anything. If you went out of your way
to do anything extra, you were"Gung-
Hoor "waving the flag”. Morale was
terribly low, The Truman“police ac-
tion™ in Korea had just made a“paper
tiger" oot of Uncle Sam, The reper-
cussiona were reflectedin the morale
and attitwie of the men, The whole
feeling was coe of “what's in It for
me?".

Gure, I had been a hood before,
but despite the wine, woman and song
I waan't happy at it. 1 had entered the
Army believing that it would add por-
pose to my lfe something I had been
living without, Instead it was a super-
ghirking scene, where gold-bricking
was glorified and everybody was out
to clip the "mooch” and the "mooch”
in this case, was my country, Amer-
ica. "Officers" were a laugh! No-
body respected them. They dido"t
have any gutst

The whole thing mide me sick.
Ome night T decided I had had enough.

My wile was get to have a baby,
50 1 Hgured that was as good a time
ag any. 1 gseraped together o few
things and took off--over the hill,

A lunny {eeling came over me.
Perhaps it was fear of getting canght,
perhaps it was shame at not having
gtock it out. I had never rum from
anything in my Ufe--anything phyaslcal
that is--anything I could see, or hit
with my [ists if it was threatening
me,

When I was finally picked wpl
don't really know If I wasdisappointed



or relieyved, I had no purpose in life and 1 couldn't see that it mattered
gither way, They put me in the stockade. The place was filthy and ab-
solutely crawling with Negroes. They never bathed and the stenchol
body odor was everywhere, You'd imagine that, no matter how vile the
gtink, you'd eventually get used to it--guys that had worked In fish
markets have told me that after a few weeks they couldn't tell the dif-
ference, except in the morning when they went in--but not with that
body stench, It seemed to get worse, It was bad enough having tosmell
their lousy stinking bodies, but then there was their vile, insane jive
talk, that you heard anyplace where you smelled the 8.0, and that was
everywhere. It was "Man” this and "Man" that, "Glve me some sidn,
Jim", and the slow arrogant stroll as they went by you, peering out with
half-closed eyelids, Sometimes 1 thought they talked vile just to lm-
press upon you that they were different. They were black and they knew
it, Sometimes I thought they were provd of it, until they glanced at a
snapshot of a white guy's gal. And then they wished they wera white.
They wished they aere white more than anything else in the wirld,
Thelr eyes opened wide, and the leer stretched from one corner of their
hlack face to the other. You knew what they were thinking, and it made
you want to smash theo.

The Army, and particularly my time in the steckade, brought ok
my consciousness of the fact that I was a white man.

The Negroes, their unwashed stench, and their sickening jive talk
wag not all that made life in the stockade & nightmare.

There was one guard, a short, dark, bow-legged thing named Lie-
ber, with reptilian facial features. Lieber made a career out of being
sadistically mean. He was always accompanied by a huge Negro guard
with & primitive face and long beefy arms that aptly won him the namé
of "The Ape". Lieber would order "The Ape" around constantly s
used him to bash any prisoner who got out of line, or any that Lieber
decided would make an amusing sight while being bashed.

I remember one of the first nights 1 was there, Lieber had "The
Ape” drag this young, blonde, white lad [rom Tennessee out of his cell
and go through various physical contorticns--bending over backwards,
forwards, and rolling arcund on the floor. Lieber had a fit of crazy,
hysterical laughing and tried to encourage the other prisoners io join in
appreciation of his orgy, They didn't, They couldn't] It was sickening.

That night I hated Lieber 8o much that 1 didn*t sleep a wink,

Ancther time, one white fellow was pretty sick and asked to be &x-
cused from an exercise that required all the men leaving the heated.
cell block and venturing out Into the winter air. The fellow had a fever
and wanted to "sack-out" to get rid of It,

Lisber excused him all right, but not before having "The Ape™ o-
pen every window to the outside, with the cold winter wind rushing in.
That night the kid had to be rushed to the emergency Infirmary. I never
heard what happened after that,

Every day in the stockade increased my burning desire lo escape.
I knew if I remained there much longer it would be at the expense of my
sanlky.

One night Lieber had me brought out to a small lsolated room.
*The Ape" wad with him alone in the room, There had been some pil-
fering of food from the kitchen and Lieber wanted to know who was Ias-
ponsible, I knew nothing but wouldn't have told him a thing if I did andl
let him know it. He motioned to "The Ape", and ""The Ape' started in
on me. It felt ke my brains were & metal ball bouncing arcund inside
a pin-ball machine. Lieber howled for more and more, laughing in-



sanely. All of a sudden, "The Ape"
stopped. He spit at Lieber and left
the room, slamming the steel door
behind. The color drained from Lig-
ber's face as weo both reallzed what
had happened-="The Ape" had gotten
fed op with Lisher, sadism, ond the
whole buSiness.

1 knew this was "IT'. It was
mow or oever] I lunged at Lieher. He
backed off in stark horror, scream-
ing, ™Mo, ool".

There are oot many things 1
bave egjoyed o my Ulemore than the
few moments of revenge with Lieber,
I listened to him sgream for only an
instant as I grabbed him.

60 minutes, 24 times each day, T days
g week, 52 weeks n year are spent
there.

When youo look out at the world
between the bars you see it in & lght
that is impossible to see from the
outslde, The bars seem Lo cast
gtrange shadows on those outside,
From inside, you really BEE, for the
first time who is cleaning up om &
heatless, rat-infested tenament, thai
he rents to some poor woman whose
old man ran off and left her for a jug
of wine, She sells her body to pay Lhe
rent and for every illegitimate child
she has she collects & bigger relief
bonus from the welfare people. She
tries toget heat in the winter. Rogen=
blatt, the landlord, tells her "He"ll
do what he can”, which is nothing. She
complains to the rest commission
which files her complaint with those

Sneaking Made
Me Sick

An Open Letter to the NSREP
from its former

National Security Officer,

Mait Koehl

Dear Ed:

We have known ezch other for a
long time. 1 was the Mational Securi-
iy Officer for the National States
Rights Party for three years, amd,
ag vou will remember, we have had
many & long and detailed digcussion

We all tried to talk Commander
Rockwell out of his openly Nazl tac-
ticas, ilncluding me. I belleved you at
that time, and honestly a,greed that he
could not survive as an open Nazi,

He was preaching that only the
psyehological SHOCK of open Mazism
could ever REACH the masses-
= =in splte of the Jewish "gquarantine,
or “silent treatment".

Commander Rockwell said that

we could never win the youth or the
masses of tough working men with a
powardly approach designed mostly to
gather up old ladies and preachers.

For thres long vears [ believed
you when you kept predicting that the
American Mazi Party and Commander
Rockwell would be "framed" and pol-
ished off any minute.

I worked [aithfully for vou [or
all that ime, But we néver did reach
the masses in any way just as Com=-
mander Rockwell predicted. Alter
five years of hard work, 1 am gure
that mot one American in a thousand
ever heard of Dr. Edward Fieldsor
the NSRP, The membership of the
HSRP stll consists almost 100% of
ibe same aging groups of good but
helpless older people who have heen
unable Lo make any dent in Jew com-
monism and Face= mJ.JiJ.nE alter 30 or
40 years of the same "nice', dis-
guized, usually religious H.ppl'ﬂw:h.

Meanwhile, I watched Comman=
der Rockwell going out inbo the streels
to FIGHT Jew communism and race-
mixing in cities all over America.

hercic battle againstJew communism
and race-mixing, When I asked them
about the NSRP they just looked blank.

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But again, I reckoned without the Jewish "quarantine treatment",
which I found invaluable through all the rest of the trip, The Jews had
been so insistent that the press not print news and plctures of me and
the party activities thatl could get around everywhere without being
recognizad,

The custome men opened only one of my bags for a perfunctory
check, motioned me to the exit gate, and I was INI

I couldn't belleve it] T felt a tnge of regret at not having taken
my unllorm and some lterature-~when it turped out to have been so
EASY,

I was In Ireland--buot still waso'l on target; 1 was still not in
ENGLANDI

1 leoked atound for somebody to meet me, and there peemed to be
0o one. For a few moments 1 had the horrors imagining our men had
all been seized and I had walked inte some kind of trap.

Then a tall, good locking young man with thinnlng blonde hair
walked over to me, shook my hand and said, "T'm with Mr. Jordan'—
just as planned]

It was John Tyndall, Colin Jordan's right-hand man, and one of
the best Nazis I"ve ever metl

Colin Jordan Himeelf

I went with him quietly and guickly. In a few minutes I was shak-
ing hands, with more emotion than it is possible to write about, with
the great Colin Jordan himself]

We jumped in a little British car they had ready, and we spedoff
into the Irish countryside. I felt SURE we were belng followed, sol
insisted on gome of the anti-taildng precautions we have learned here,

It was a waste of time. We were off by ourselves with no one seeming
to care a hootl

One of the major dangers we were worried about was the possi-
bility of being seized by Israell criminal kidoappers such as seized
Eichmann, onceé I was out from under the protection of the U. 8 Con-
atitution, So the brave men who met me had made provisions to defend
ourselyes, and this was an additional hagard, because of legal compli-
cations. I was amazed agalo and again at the ingenuity and courage of
our British Nazi comrades!

For hours we sped over the little country roads in the back coun-
ties of beautiful Ireland, We had so much to talk about that it was actu=-
ally hard to talk. Everything we started to say gepmed less important
than something else which immediately pccurred just as we started to
speak. Maostly we went over the plang for the real BIG moment, getting
over the border into the English part of Ireland,

The British have a different way of going at things than we do, and



tepd to underplay things a0 much that it seemed to me they were belpg
far too nonchalant about the business of getting ME into Britain after all
the [ugs by thelr "Secretary of State” that I would BOT get into Britain]

But T l#garned a tremendous respect for the British, and under-
stood at last why Hitler was g0 ulterly dedicated to these people and g0
andous to make an alllance with them, far Irom wanting to fight them--
as the Jews [orced him to fight them.

They had apent the previous two days rehearsing every tiny mowve-
ment of the actual crossing. They [elt sure it would be carried off

succeasfully,
Firct Agreements

But just in case of catastrophe, we stopped {irst in a field some-
where in Ireland--Limerick County--I think, to hold the basic talks on
our International Agreements., Even if I had been seized at the Irish-
English torder, the cat was in the bag! We spent many hours in that
fleld working cut preliminary details. It would have been very pleas-
ant, except for the fact that John Tyndall and I both had unhappy re-
lapeges of hay fever [rom aome yviclous weed new to s both, some pecu-
Uar Irish type of weed or grass,

Then back into the Hitle car and more hours of zipping throwugh
rolling Irish country-side! The crossing had been planned for dark, and
because of Ireland's northern latitude, it stays light there in July until
ten=thirty or so, After a supper in a litle Irish inn, we waited outside
for real darkness, and watched the Irigshmen having a Baturday night.
They had just beaten some other County in "bowling™, I think they call
it, and were properly loaded to celebrate the event.

We went over the detalls of the crossing over and over and over
again,

To protect our British comrades, I cannot here give actoal detadls
of the crossing iteelf, 1 can only note that theyr as well as I took some
long and frightendng changes--and, as 1s proper for a leader, ColinJor-
dan personally took the worst of it on the Britieh side, as I did for us,

I can also say it CAN be done legally by almost anybody, although
we didn't Know It at the time,

Cur Irish comrades did their part by Keeping the poor old duoffer
at the border busier than he had been for yeara. He must have thought
that half the whiskyed-up Irishmen in Ireland were rughing all over the
land]

After the crossing, we drove all over North Ireland for most of
the night, and then drove into Bellast about ten a. m.

We bought tickets for the steamer which plies between Belfagt,
[reland and Heisham, England--and then had all day to kill, because the
boat didn't leawve wntil late that evening. So we went ona sightseeing
lour of Ireland I will never forgel. Everywhere the people were o
[riendly and warm it made me realize how our American commerciali-



zation and Jew-ization has hardened and deadened o8 in America.

We visited a beautiful old Irish castle and fort, Bally something-
or-other, and took many pletures for the record as well as a lot of pic-

torials,
The Bip Moment

As night approached, I got that old Hght feeling as we planned for
any posalble investigations while getting aboard, The British supplied
me with an old cap, a curved old pipe and a tweed jacket, while cur
Irish comrades provided the "erowd" before and after us to keep the
ticket-takers, etc., occupled. They acted the parts of drunken Irish-
mean so well it made me wonder how they learned the parts so well.

When all was ready, our procesgion joined the others getting a-
board, and I went up the gang-way without saying a word to the offi-
clalg-={uat handed them my ticket,

Thie huzard behind us, 1t seemed that we had just about "made
it", But the British lade assured me that getiing off might be a bit
more difficult than getting on.

The boat chogged along all night and pulled inte the English port
city of Helsham about five a. m. just after dawn.

I got rigged up in my old pipe, cap and jacket, and we made ready
for the final entry into Britain proper. At the last minote, one of the
British Mazis grabbed me and whisperedl was standing too straight,
"S8louchl®, he urged. "You're not supposed to be MacArthur returning,
vou know, old manl"

Jordan had more of his men at Helsham who took up the escort,
in caseof any compromise of the men with us, But there was no trouble
getting off the boat,

Mevertheless, as & final precaoton, I was deposited on a British
train alone, for the first time, and told to get off at the next station,
where another team of Nazls would plek me uwp ina car, I was a bit
concerned at this, since my old cap, pipe and jacket would focl ocbody
if 1opeped my mouth, and T felt sure & conductor or somebody would
agk me something. Bul nothing happened, and I got off safely at the next
gtation--jumped in the car--and then drove off ina cloud of dust to a-
nother day of driving--this time over Scotland and Northern England,
untll at last it was time to drive down to London,

"Rockwell Will Never @et Int

By thig time, the papers and radlo were all blaring the fact that
an air-ctight net had been thrown over Britaln, and such a monster as 1
could not possibly get inl We have alwaya operated in the wide open, of
eourse, and thia wae a new experience [or me=-to feel the excitement
of the clok-and-dagger kind of a chase in which 1 was the hare, and the
hounds were the entire machinery of the British Government,

Bul, again, because of the stupidity and greediness of the Jews, 1



wag fairly safe, All the papers In England had pictures of me, of
course-=but they were the WOBRST imaginable pletures, selected with

great care from millions of pictures taken of me in four years., The

Typical pletures of Commander Rockwell as printed
in British papers and wsed on British TV,

most usoal one wag faken in the middle of 2 speech three years ago
with a telephoto lens, and showed my head tilted back so my nostrils
Iooked like two black holes in the head of a monster. The whole thing
gave the effect of & wild animal charging with dripping fangs &nd nos-
trils dilated. Bince I do nol look anything like this ferocious mis-
representation, nobody could poseibly recognize me. Had the Jews per-
mitted even one or two decent pictures of me, I would have been rec-
ogrizged by at least one or two of the thousands of Britishers, Scotsmen
and Irtshmen whe saw me, often for comparatively long periods.

I was photographed at Blg Ben,
TrafalgarSquoare, in front of the major newspaper offices, including the
Jew Chromicle, Number Ten Downing Street--and, as a [lnal fillep, in
froat of the main entrance at Scotland Yard,

For the plcturea in fromt of Buckingham Palace, I wenl up to two
different London "Bobbies' and asked them questions as an excuse for
the pictures. [ am sure these poor cops will never hear the end of
THAT affair!

The pictures finlshed, we visited in the homes of some of the top
British Mazis, incloding a ranking British official, whose colleagues
would surely faint dead away if they knew of his National Bocialist sym-
pathies.

Then I was whisked out of London and out to a smaller town about
- @ hundred miles away--Chelienham,

I had learped to get about tolerably well with my cap, pipe and
evea learned to say “thrupence”, 8¢ it was decided to deposit me in an
Inn while the rest of the lads got the camp set up.

Everywhere I went in England, I {found something we do NOT see
in the UBA--mixed-color couples! It is impossible to go to even the
timiest town In England without seeing the enraging sight of a black man
holding hands with a pretty little blond British girl] In the small towns,
there aren’t many blacks--bul the ones who are there are really "tast-
ing the honey™ as the Negroes call it. While I was in Cheltenham, I did
a lot of walking around town and saw these miscegenated couples every-
where--even 1n the Chinese restaurant where I ate most of my meals,

After three daya of this, during which the furor over the Hazia



grew hotter and hotter, Colin Jordan came up In the dark of a Saturday
night in his little red MG and we whizzed off to join the camp, I con-
gidered this an Ilmpossibility, at the time, because I couldn't sce how
Suﬂthll;lnd Yard could POSSIBLY have falled to have the camp well staked
out nonw .

But I was learning that being a Nazi in Britain is DIFFERENT than
it 1s here. Qur FBI and police are equipped with all sorte of technical
equipment which is either unheard of in Britain, or i8 not consldered
“crickett" to use, I suspect it is the latter, because they "get away"
with things over there which would stash us away for years, They paint
up all bridges and walls with slogans and swastikas, for inatance, and
the penalty, even if they are caught in the act, is not bad. Carl Sand-
burg, who is against the death penalty even for murderers, has sug-
gested that swastika painters should be executed, for Instince, and
those caught &t it here in America have been cruelly punlshed. But
over there, unless youare caught in the ACT, you are safe, by asaort
of "eode of honor", There is no sampling of the paint, recording of
brush-marks and all the other detection tricks used here in the USA on

hapless paintera,

It seemed utterly fantastic to me that the two top Nazias, who were
in all the papers, could ride into the notoricus "hate" camp, surrounded
by reporters, police and Scotland Yard, without me being caught, Es—
peclally it seemed mad since we were in the blazing red MG which
MUST have been listed on every police sheet in Britain,

Buat Colln Jordan 18 oot only an educated gentleman graduste of
Ciambridge University--he 18 a bold buccaneer when It comes to this
gort of operation,

They had a "Land Rowver" truck, and, with precise timing, as we
pulled into the area, a whole herd of pursuvers took up the chase--and
just as they were cloging o for the "I", the Land Roveér pulled
gsquare across the narrow little country road and blocked everybody
while we whizzed off. The police don't seem to mind that sort of thing
in Britain, or else they are gecrel Nazis--but anyway, we succeeded
with that bold plan, in arriving in a plich-black patch of forest near
the camp. Colin and I jumped out, apd then began more of the crawliog
and squirming through thorns and thistles which was so much a part of
my vigit to Britaln, It bard to believe that we acteally did these things
281 look back on them now from my safe, guiet office, I feli lke all
the desperate characters in fiction as we pulled ourselves on our el-
along a foot-high wall In the blackness and silence. My shoulders weres
about to glveout when we heard the crackling of 2 fire and the low tones
of conversation, Colin told me to le still, while he went ahead and
checked. Then he crawled back and whispered, "All setl™,

We got up and I walked Into a dramatie acene such as you might
imagine In an historical novel, but not in real lifel Forty or Aty onl-
formed British Mazis were Uned uvp on both sides of me as an honor -
guard, and they were holding up blazing torches which could not be de-
geribed as other than “theatrical”l

What a smashing IMPACT it all had)

Behind the fire, I could see the International Nazi delegates from'



other nations, butl was too overcome with emotion to recognize any of
them in the flickering light of the camp-fire blaze.

Colin Jordan gave a short and inspiring introduction in an atmos-
phere you could FEEL!. Thenl spoke.

1 am aure that I have never given such a apeech in my life, and 1
am also sure I will never glve one exactly Uke THAT againl

More than one delegate told me, the next moralng, that he or she
wept as I spoke out of the fullness of myheart about the undpeakable,
crushing catastrophe sweeping over Wastera Clvilization and its White
budlders, -then of the miraculous rise of NAZISM which, alone, stood
athwart the path of criminal Jew Communlsm, race-mixing and subver-
glon, -and which could utterly destroy the filthy, crawling thing!

When I congratulated the British Nazis on reaching up to grasp the
mighty hand of The Leader, 1 put my arm up into the darkness, and
could almost feel the touch of the Great Man, and the surging flow of
power from an Inscrutable Degtiny which has so far guided us unerr-
ingly through impossible circumstances to victory after victoryl

For half ap hour 1 spoke words which seemed to pour out of me by
themselyes, I felt goose-bumps rise on my ekin, and my scalp pull
tight; my throat constricted until it was hard to speak. [ was over-
flowlng with the blazing spirit of car mighty Naz! movement. When |
shouted "HEIL HITLER!"™ at the end, [rom the darkness of the forest
came an answering roar, "HEIL MITLERI", which must have been
heard 1n Londen! If it wasn't then, it will be later!

In the flickering firelight, I then met men with whom I have been
corresponding for years--great men, brave men--men who dared years
of priscn just to be there! It was such a night as I shall never lorget,

When we were all utterly exhagsted, our splrits were perked op
into & new mood by British Party Comrade Dennts Pirle, who ia "the
actor® for our English group. He sang the pltiful ballad of poor "Flokle-
stein” who gave up making wine out of water to become a Jew Commu-
nist commisar, only to meet a band of Nazis who reduced him to a“dark
and faded blocdstain”, with innumerable choruses of "Perish Judahl"
aml dark hints of chambers and chimneys.

Fimally, just before dawn, it seemed, 1 was escorted to a tent with
Mz, Jordan and Mr, Tyndall. Lying on the cold ground, with the temp-
erature down arcund forty, in two or three hours, I was thoroughly
chilled, I got up in the dawn and ingpected the night guards who were
posted all over the camp with clube, It was a fine opportunity to talk to
the rank-and-file British Mazle, and I made the most of it.

With the Cotswold Agreements on paper, the next problem was
getting me oot of the camp through the swarms of newspaper corre-
spondants, Jews, police, Beotland Yard men and curiosity seekers who
surroumnded the camp.

They were 50 wild to find me that I felt sure they would jump off
to a "alse start” U 1 could provide them with the right bait, and with



the proper cloak-and-dagger "propa™.

We found one of the German boys who alao had to get out of the
camp becavsse of the persecution he faced at home, and who also was
tall apnd of approxdmately the same build a8 minge. We dressed hlm ap
in a Grade "B" movie spy-type outfit and then got a girl's black scar{
and tied it over his head to make it appear that he was trylog to dia-
guize himself as & woman,

1 crawled to a vantage point near the gate and watched as we sent
par "balt” oot, Hoddled in the seat of the MG, my disgulsed German
comrade went out in a clowd of dust and I had the pleasure of hearing
apsembled Jews and news-sharks velling "There goea Rockwelll”. The
whole mob took up the pack in hot pureusit,

To make it look good, we also arranged to have the land-rover
pull out of a side road after the MG whizzed by and block the road aso
the pursuers were folled, They raged and roared, but couldn't get by
the land-rover full of English storm-troopers. The MG whirled off out
of slght as the reporters were already writing their stories that I had
been smuggled cut of the camp "in & black hood™]

We enjoved listening to this closk-and-dagger story on the little
portable radio as we srranged my real exit for later,

There were quite a few girl Nazis at the camp, and saome of them
were real beauties, It was decided to dress mie up as an English coun-
try boy and send me walh.tgg aff down the road with some of these girla
and some of the other g==0m the way to the "pub™. The Jews were
already sure that 1 was gone, so thatl was able to walk right through
them in the dark with a girl on each arm and the boys singlng and boast-
ing of what they would consume when they got to the "boozer" as they
call it.

How 1 admired the coolness and dedication of these British Party
comrades] They carried it off so well it was almost an anti-climax
when we arrived, after about two miles of walking, at the rendezvous
with the little MG which had slipped back through the net. 1 awapped
clothes in the dark, bade farewell to these wonderful pecple in low
yoices--but volees charged with a tremendous émotion--and sped offin
the blackness toward the rest of the incredible adventure,

For four mone days I scurried from place to place in England and
Scotland, while everybody in theé United Kingdom was hunting “that Nazi
beast",

Onece again, I enjoyed watching the Jews suffer from their owm
lies and misrepresentations, The ONLY picture they could bring them-
gelves to print of me were 50 vile and [alse that NOBODY ever recog-
niged me--even policemen. I could have stayed in England forever, 1I
the fatheads had just ONCE put an ordinary picture of me on the TV lo=
gtead of the "horror' pletures which flooded the TV and newspapers day
after day, I would have been recognizétd and grabbed the moment I put
my head into the street. But as it was, 1 went everywhere unnoticed,
even riding in the ublquitous double-decker British buses and lstening
ts the Britishers discussing me a8 I sat next to them!



Meantime, Colin Jordan had arranged to sell an exclusive half-
hour intervlew with me to Britaln's equivalent of ocur newspaper "TAmer=
ican Weekly” for 1, 000 pounds ($2, 800).

Once we had exposed me for this, of course, hiding would be out
of the guestion, oI wanted to be sure to turn myself in Tather than be
geizged. Colin Jordan picked me up, once again, in his little red MG and
we raced across England toward the rendezvous with the British Presa,
But first, we stopped and I personally called Scotland Yard to tell them
I would be In there by midnight,

Ag we hit the outskirts of London, T judged jeorrectly, as It turned
out luter) that Jordan's car was, by now, too "HOT". We would never
reach any "secret” rendezvous in THAT. 8o I got Colin to stop, while
I jumped out and took a cab, after arranging a further meeting in the
very center of London--in Hyde Park--where any Britisher can get up
and rFave on anyihing (except antl-Jewishness, of course),

I waited in Hyde Park, enjoving the screaming headlines that the
U. 5. Embassy had offered all its help 80 England could throw me out
fwhile remaining discreetly silent about getting Jew spy Soblen back for
hig just pupishment ag a traitor). I was supposed to be met at 730 p.m.
—-hut there was no sign of Golin and the reporter by B o'clock. Sol
moved to the prearranged second rendezvous, the lobby of London's
"Waldorf Astoria=-the Cumberland Hotel, And there I walted again, in
the middle of Britain's biggest man-hunt, for two more hoors, growing
more and more certain that things had gone sour,

I later learned that, just as I suspected, Jordan's little MG had
been & dead give-away, and he was mobbed by every reporter and Scot-
land Yurd man in London, He COULDR'T bring that pack anywhere
near me, of courae,

I had been warned that, as might be expected; the tetephones to
London Mazl headquarters were tapped. But 1 hiad to take a chance
slnce there wasd little left T could do, And in any czse, I was planning
to turn myaell in to Seotland Yard in the rext hoor.

801 called, using code names; told them I was at the Cumberland
Hotel on my way to Beotland ¥ard; and wanted one of our men with me
a8 a witneas, ete., when I turned in,

Scobland Yard later told me that that was the Hirst line they got oo
me and how they arrived at the newspeper office, where I was a few
moments later,

We had 201d a pleture of me at the camp to the London Daily Mir-
ror for $280, and I knew they wére eager for an "axclogsive. Bo, In
loyalty tothe paper which had helped finance ws, I called the Mirror to
tell them I was od the way to the Yard., They begged me [or a short
interview first. 1 told them there was too much chance of belng grabbed
before T could turn myself in. They offered me another hundred pounds
(% 280) and, poor as we are, 1 couldn't resist that. But I didn't dare tell
them where 1 wap, Instead, 1 told them to have their man walking in
front of the Odeon theatre acrogs from Hyde Park with a newspaper in
each hand, and I would have somebody approach him. (I was counting
on the*arrival of ope of our men from Nazl headguarters. ) Buot after



ancther walt in a dark alley, with no algns of my comrades, I walked up
to the man with the papers in each hand and identified mysell. He
turned out to be & decent guy named Vale, and bundled me off in thelr
car for pictures at a"™fish and chips” shop, and then to the offices of the
Mirror, which I thought was a mistake, 1 kept asking about the hondred
pounds, End he assured me I would get 1t at the Mirror offices,

But when we got thers, the new editor who had promised the mon-
ey, got me in private and informed me that his Jewlsh bosses had re-
hali.:hd sit paying any more money "to bulld gas chambers”, and had
welched

And, just as I had suspected, while we were talking, two clegn-cuat
looking British young men stepped in, and, aa politely aa poseible, told
me that they were from Scotland Yard and I would have to “come
along".1 asked if I could not finish taliing to the editor, but they Ormiy
insisted I leave immediately, which I did.

We went in their car to the Cannon Row Prison, where 1 wes
gearched and Interrogated, I cheerfolly told them everything except the
names of the brave Britlahers who had helped "hide me out”, and they
were most polite about everyihing.

It seemed that most of Scotland Yard turned out that night to ses
the "Fascist Beast”, And they were all as nlce and polite as the firak
young chaps. They reminded me of our own FBI, which is also utterly
professional, clean-cut and courtecus in ite dubles.

The "Home Office” also sent ita top men down. After the seirch-
ing and interrogations, 1 was offered tea gnd cligarettes, and they asked
me if 1 was ready for the ceremony of reading the deportation order af
Her Majesty the Queen. I replied I was, and they then mustered me in
formation much a8 I used to read citations for bravery to my men as
Commanding Officer of Navy Squadrons. The gentleman who read me
this dopument was obviously an lmportant dignitary, and everyone eiae
treated hm with the utmost deference. But he was perfectly charming
toward me, and it was hard to remember, as he read, that this was an
order throwing me out of England as mundesireable”] I belleve that the
British probably are equally as charming even when hanglng you, aEk-
ing you, "Would you mind stepping over this way, old chap?" ete. , to bo
centered on the trap.

After the cersmony, there was more tea and hand-shakes all a—
round, and I was then shown to my gquarters",

1 am familiar withjails all over America, now, having been thrown
in many imes when we are iMacked by screaming, law-breaking Jewsd.
Mone of them are pleasant, but this "detention” cell was what we would
pall "solitary"--and a dungeon of old, eold stone at that, No bare, but
a solld steel door with a peep-hole which the guardopens and then bangs
ghut every half hour all night as you \ie om the cold and bare bench, un=

der-a glaring Light bulb.

About nine a.m., I was given a decent "hreakiast ' =-considering
jail and British food in general--and wag eacorted out by more digni-
taries, When I got back my wallet, T found they had taken oot the § 380



we got for the pleture of me Irom the Mirror--for my fare] I protested
that this wa= naked robbery, which it was, but to no avail, It is cer-
tainly unjust that they can throw you out and make yoo pay for it t00=-

but then we got the money from the Jewa under the same conditions, so
perhaps we are even,

They had taken astounding precautions agalnst my contacting any
reporters for so much as one word, I was put ln a ear with two cthers
loaded with detectives, etc., ahead--znd the first two cars whizzed out
of gates where the press was walting by the hundreds, Then we zipped
out another secret door toward the rear, and tore throogh London to a
second police station, where we tmnnferrecl to yet another wvehicle,
Finally they drove the cortege out onto the airfield itself to the footof
the stepa to the big Pan Am |et, where the press was now congregated
behind pipe-burriers held by police and guards. The Scotland Yard
men actually PUSHED me up the steps, but I pushed back, for the first
time, at the top of the steps, long enough to give a salute and “Heil Hit-
ler" before disappearing into the jet,

The frip to Boston was uneventful, except for a alight encounter
with a North Caroling Jewlah boy who thought 1o entrap me into eaying
vile and stupld things, not knowing he was Jewish. Butlam used to
guchJewlsh pettifogeing, and managed to cool him off when he came out
with the lnevitable "Well I'm Jewish, you bastard, and #&5%F oo

The hostegees were thoroughly entranced with the drama and ro=-
mance of the whole business, and helped me keep this Jew calm and
peaceful, I converted both of them before the trip was over, after tell-
ing them how Mr. Soblen was not the ONLY Jew spy ever caught, and
how Communism, from Marx to Soblen, has ALWAYE been a Jewish
racial movement.

At Boaton I was met by such 4 swarm of reporters as I have never
before seen. But they were held baek by police untl I had gone through
customs, where I was thoroughly, totally searched, Somewhere in the
process, my pants ripped at the seams, and 1 had to play hide and seek
with one Jew reporter who thought to put an end to Nazism by getting
a ridiculons picture of the head hate-man with his "pants down®.

The tustoms people were kind enough to let me use their stapler
to staple the seam back up, but this measure wasn't too successiul, a8
the staples only tore through the cloth, and the staples were sharp.

After the customs search, I went into the room where police had
herded the press, and stepped before a forest of mikes and cameras.
The guestions flew thick and fast, with the Jew reporters, as usual,
trying to get me to say or do something which would be ridiculous or
vile wo that they can continue to misTepresent me and our cause to the
American people, as they have been doing for ao long.

They especially goaded me about my letter to the Queen, re-
yuesting an audlence and offering to "drag Jew spy Soblen back ln
chains",

"Wagn't that 2 cheap Nazl publieity trick?", they kept asking.

*Mot o cheap as the world's Jews In protecting and shielding a



convicted spy like Soblen whils forcing the British government to
bounce an American patriol and veteran oul of the Country in actusl
hoursl™, I kept replying,

They never print replies like that, of course, but it also prevents
them from printing worse than they do,

Ag I laft the press confercoce to phone my headguarters in Wash-
{ngton, & mob of vile Jews swirmed around me, cursing and threatening.
While I was in the phone booth, the mob bullt up to amazing proportions
and I thought for awhile they would work up their courage for a “broth-
er-hood” attick guch as I have faced 8o often from these apostles of
love and {ree-speech, When 1 finished my call, I steppod out inte the
middle of them, and began to be pushed and shoved, Some Massachu-
getts State policemen stepped in most politely and I asked them what
they suggested as the best wiy to avoid any further disturbance. I told
them I wanted to buy a ticket to D, C. right away. They suggested 1 walt
in the Polige booth in the airport bullding, and they would get the dokets
to avold any more of the riotous conduct building up. It was while they
were thus walking with me to the poliee booth that Time Magazine took
the pleture they printed (finally admitting we exist)--glving the appear-
ance that I was under arrest.

Arriving in Washington, T was met by ten of our storm-troopers
and officers whe turned out in honor-guard formation In full ondform at
the airport, much to the horror of the Jews.

The trip was over, and, we had once again smashed to bits the
atupld Jewish effort to pretend we don't exist--the “quarantine treat-
ment” of "Dr, " 8. Andhill Fineberg.

We have come to the conclusion that there is ONE Jew we will
never get a chance to investigate, try and gas as a convicted Jew spy in
1973, We fgure that poor old Fineberg will be ln such bad shape after
we have just = few more of these picnics with the Jewailent treatment”
that the Jews themselves will gas this miserable gentleman. Mayhbe
they will even get disgusted enough with him so they will ask our gaBss-
ing expert to perform the ceremonies for the good "Doctor”.

We won't accomodate them, however. Fineberg is the answer to
a Mazi's prayer. As long as this bumbler 18 around, I can march all
gver the earth (and will) without being recognized!

But then, what other course is lelt to the poor Jew Hars?

The OTHER gang of Jews, the ones with the beards and the bean=
nies, who are now openly boaating they are marching out to kil me ev-
ery time I try to gpeak, are breaking the laws and erabbing the act for
the red "brotherhood” and "love" gang, We will tear them up in the
gourts--and in the streets if they show up to fight when we try to speak
peacefully.

As we keep noticing every day, it just don't pay to be a Jew no
MeTre.



a marvelous kEnowlsdge of the me-
chanics of the capitalisi system, and
in return society hes beatowed a
crown of reapectablility on him.

If you were able bo look through
the bars long emough you'd gee the
kidg growing up, hating the rat-
infested cold house where he lives al-
most as bad as the sweatshop where
he works., He blames these things on
the "capitalist’ and "society' --never
seeing the Jew manipulators.

Ag he growa older he finds an
eagier way o get what he needs,

After a trip to Jake's Liguor
atorehe has all the courage he neads
to roam the streets ready bo mug the
firgl man he sees. He meets that
"righ®™ man, Charley Riley, rushing
home from a hard day's work on the
docke, pay envelope in pocket. Char—
ley worked lots of overtime this week,
He bag to--his wife Nancy is having a
baby and he needs the money for doc-
tor bills, food, baby clothing, and
miaybe a gpecial lttle present for
Nancy.

He rushes by the alley, whare
he took a shorl cut because he was in
such w hurry to get home--when bam
==he rung into the kid, who belts him
from behind, knocks him bloody and
grabs some of that "bread” he's been
"robbed of all these years®.

When the night is over the kid
still hates soclety and Charley Riley
hates "every G.D.,5.0.B. "juvenile
delimgoent"'|

One year and three monthe later
1 was again breathing the free jir--
this time legally. My bad conduct dis-
charge made 3 big hit with the old
crowd--they all thowght il was "real
cool”. Buob it dide't add any colns to
my pockel. I started writing bad
chocks and was quite pleased with how
simplé it wag to make "easy money".

Fithin ayear [ was in jail again,
I spent the next two years in and out
of jail, During this time my wonder-
ful wife divorced me.

1 finally got elear of the law,

Off to Los Angeles I go. I done
a lot of thinking those last times in
jail. But within two mwooths in L. A
I managed to land myself some more

thinking time,

I vwas sentenced to 8 months for
a stupld rap that I shoold have stayed
clear of,

In jail this time I met a man,
whi was to shape the course of my
life more than any other single per=
gun. He is a man who had been in
totch with The American Nazi Party.

We got to talklng about this Mazi
Party. 1 thought o myseli that this
must be a'way oul” bunch. The more
I thought about it the more I thought
these guys, the Nazis, musi be nuta.
But the more this man and [ talked,
the more logical the whole thing began
to appear.

Of course, being the kind of guy
I am, the thought of belng a Mazi was
nol as repulsive o me as it might
have been to somecne more “respect-
able",

‘This fellow gave me the name of
the Mazi leader in Los Angeles. When
my stir time was op I set out to look
up the Lo Angeles Mazi Leader. 1
gpent & few months with the Loz An-
geles untt of the American Nazi Party,
picketing in the streets in full Mazi
uniforem on behall of the Howse Com=-
mittes on Un-Ameriean Activities
(the most exciting thing 1 éver did in
my life) ahd getting in a few brawls.
(That happens when you're a Nazi,
which was nothlog new to me. )

Curing this dme, the more I
picked up about Mazism the more
burning became my desire to meot
Commander Rockwell, the man res-
ponsible for the revival of the forge
that was changing my life.

Sogreat was this desire to meet
The Commander and visit our Na-
tional Hesdguarters that 1 set oot one
divy hitchhiking from Los Angeles,
with only 3 dollars and 15 cents in my
pockat.

Wwhen | walked through the door
at Mztional Headgquarters T [elb like I
wils coming home after a long jour-
ney. It was a long journey, 25 years
long.

1 consider my meeting with
Commander Rockwell the most hilsto-
ric moment of my Lfe,

He was tall and tough looking,



with piarcing eyea that searched your
goul and 2 handshake like a lumber-
jack, Dwespite his mean appearance,
and the Inevitable eigar, he had a
gmile that impressed upon you a tre-
mendous sense of being appreciated,
of mctually being needed. The fact
that thie great man would express ap-
preclation for ong Soch as me made
me feel as big ag all outdoors. The
man has an ovErpowering magnetism
in hiz personality thal draws pecple
to him helplessly, even on the first
meeting.

He explained to me the essence
of Mazism, of its philosophleal roots
in Racism and the sorvival of the
strongest, He showed me how the
white people have bullt clvilizations
allover this earth and how the blacks
had ‘never had even a stone city. For
the first time I was glven 2 true in=
sight into the workings of Jew com-
muniem, and how it was a muotlny of
the inferiora and weaklings of the
world, led by the Jews, against the
natural elite--the white man. The
fact that 85% of the rats convicted of
being communist spies have been
racial Jews, drove the polnt home,
gnd left an imprint on my mindihkat
overshadowed anything T ever might
have learned about "tolerance” "love
thy enemy" and the rest.

When Commander Rockwell fin-
tehed, 1 realized the most essential
axiom of people who are Mazis., And
that is, that you don't learn to BE a
Mazi, you DISCOVER that you ARE
omie.

I was a natural Mazi, So is any
real MAN!

I always admired streogth and
hated weakness.

This being the case, any society
that worships as its herces people
Like Sammy Davis, Jr., Liberace,
and Harry Golden, and has as its
wardrobe for men plek silk bermuoda
ghorts, must [od me and all like me
right ln the thick of the most violeob
eruption against it. All the Bickening
efforts of "Christian" preachers to
make a papsy out of me had never
worked,

Then Commander Rockwell ex-

plained how the Jews are behind all
the leading integrationist movements,
like MAACTE and CORE, etc., how the
Jews are merely using apd exploiting
the Negroes, and how they have made
a pansy religion out of Christianity, 1L
all fit in like the pieces of & jig-saw
puzzie.

I thought back over my life and I
rememberad Lieber, a Jew, and the
*ape" 4 poor dumb, mis uged Megro, 1
thought of the Negro wenches paying
rent to landlords that are inevitably
Tewish, for rat-infeated {lats and how
this expleltation [rom thedew creales
within the Negro a hatred {or the white
man. And how, in turn, whites hate
Megroes and their ¢rime, all of which
is a condition forced upon ué by the
parasitic Jew,

The other dayl read Lo the paper
of a man wha went to the gas chamber
for murder, Andl thought, there but
for Commander Rockwell go L.

Commander Roclwell saved me
from that uselega, stupid Fate,

Without a purpose in life--1 was
hexded for that gas chamber,

Only the American Nazi Party
gan give us that purpose, It did it for
me. [ wooldn't break the law for a
million dollars nowl I've got some-
thing better than a million dollars--
my WHITE RACE and AMERICA, For
that, I'0l fightl

I AM fighting! When the Commie
Jews and red nigpers come bo bust op
gur meetings, like in Philly and New
York, I wade in and let them HAVE
it] AndI can tell you it is pure pleas-
greé to feel your knuckles smashing
intc the face of one of those red nlg-
gers when they attack our peaceful
pickets--or cracking lato the jaw of
an ugly Jew communist when these
gangs turn oot to break up our méet-
ings!

I am literally ready to lay down
my life and die for my White Race
and My American Republic, and 1
would follow Commander Rockwell to
hell and backl
