No. All of this would
only be going to serve an AGENDA. la order to implement such an
agenda. I've saxd in the past that you may learn a very grear deal from
even a liar BUT you must first be aware thar it is a liar you are
considering. Then too there 1s the principle of the hostile witness. If
the conspiracy has as its number one "evil” a thing which they cleverly
refer 1o as "racism", then you may be assured that THAT is the key.

And what of personalities? It works exactly the same way. After a
several-weeks-long series of lecrures on the "conspiacy”, in an
mtimate and informal setting from a charming young lady, I proposed
much of this same thing and asked, "Who does the System hate and
defame the most?" She, being a professed Christian, answered right
away, "Jesus." Nao, I said. They don't attack Jesus, They have hollowed
out what had been his Church and they are content to leave it at that.

"Seal the book.” That's a quote from Daniel, Chapter 12, Verse 4,
“But thou, O Danicl, shut up the words, and seal the book, even to the
fime of the end: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be
increased.”

Of course the "book”, the Bible and 1ts sixry-six books ~ wasn't
physically or magically “sealed" but idenuty and context were lost or
else moved on rendering the MEANING of the words mysterious oz
otherwise irrelevant, As far as | am concerned it is that phenomenon
which turned me away from the Chutch from the very begmning of
my life.

1 could not and would not — and especially once I had become
sacially and politically aware ~ go for any philosophy which held up
same other people as being "God's Chosen™ when 1 by then knew that
these very people were the ones tesponsible for the decline of my owa
beloved White race and Western civilizanion. It could go, as simple as
thac.

But many others found that they could not do this. That would be
tepresentative of the "Church" the way it is presently known and
accepted. It was perfectly summed up for me when a very dear friend
of mind admitred in all honesty that she had been a devoted Christian
all het life of some then sixty-odd years and sdll she didn't undesstand
what the message of the Bible was all about. And she was not and is
not alone.

Still they try hard to make of it a "religion”. Live "morally”. But
minus eace it's no good. Two healthy, White specimens bring forth a
child out of "wedlock" and they consider it 2 "bastard”. Whereas 2 pair
of filthy race-traitors produce some racial cur — but if they are married
in a "Cheistian" ceremony — then it 18 A-Olkay. BULLSHIT!

That is what killed the pre-Flood world, Egypt, Sumeria, Classical
Civilization such as Greece and Rome and which is now threatening
Western, Christian civilization. "Legality" be damned! It is mace and
race alone!

Then enters identity. Once known commonly, now practically
forgotten. As the pages to follow will clarify and in amazingly few

Sull there is
another book out there which evervone has heard of, is for sale in every
book store, is available in any library but is bardly read and rarely
understood. Tt too s effectively "sealed”. It is Adolf Hider's
masterwork, "Mein Kampf".

The clever Enemy is contented to leave it at this, But whereas
they've alteady done their work with the Bible in that nobody who
WANTS to believe CAN thereby rendeting the whole thing as
practically ndiculous ro the otherwise open-minde, they prep you 1n
advance that "Mein Kampf" will be some deadly dull reading, coming
from a maniac.

Back around once more to context. In 1950s America words like
“nurn the other cheek" seemed incomprehensible. No, you kick the hell
out of anyone who would aceost you. But not too many decades later,
after this had become the litigious place it has long been, one must
think twice about this action. You'll both go to jail. That was the world
in which Jesus moved. The Hebrews, the [seaelites - OURSELVES —
once had been their own masters in their own land but no more. Now
they were under the dual heel of both Canaanites and Romans.

I realize that this country has gone to hell with the Whites owning
guns, voting and still nominally under the Constirution but such is the
fact. As of 1950, this country was 90% White, At the date of this
wrting it hovess at about 50%. And that fifty percent reflects Whites
that don't do much justice to their Aryan forefathers. Again, legalities
be damned! It has been observed that the very best slaves are those
who don't realize thar they are slaves.

OR... those who have to any significant degree bought into the lies
and mesmerization of their own worst enemy. (Church people, check
yourselves!)
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And so while I was doing a three-year slide for the State — off and
on - I found I had the ome on my hands to study and to write, [
determined to either debunk or validate the Bible at least to my own
satisfaction, This | did do. | validated it by demystifying it. Bur [
discovered so much more,

One instdrunon [ was kept ar had a pretty respectable libraty and 1n
it I found a copy of “Mein Kampf’. The same translaton that had
been sold by the Party I had belonged to so long ago and which T had
bought then and attempted to read. As a teenage kid, it was way over
my head ar the time. Now, with one hell of s background i history
and other things, I ventured to try again. That plus all the biblical study
I had been doing made for something remarkable to occur,

In going over Hitler's words once more, things began 1o seem 10
me to be strangely familiar. Exacrly like "cramming” for an academic
test, all thar study of the Bible had placed all that mass of information
into the front of my mind and reading certam passages from "Memn
Kampf" was prompting it to connect the forefront. I was even able to
go back into the Bible and locate its direct corollary without too much
difficulty. This was no fluke, no coincidence. I found it to be
throughout. Constant. Consistent. And 1 was the guy doing it! That is
what amazed me most, perhaps. How was it that this had never been
done before?

That's how it took place.

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Opening
Seal the Book

“But thow, O Daizl, shut up the words, and seal the ook, even to the timie of
the end: many shall rug ta and fro, and knowisdge shall be increared,”

— Danzel, Chapter Twelve, Verse 4

That line from out of Daniel is loaded with the kind of wisdom and
understanding seldom if ever encountered these days. Most would
perhaps automancally envision some sort of magical spell cast around
a huge volume, preveatng it from physically being opened untl, like
magic, the seal could be broken. Bur it is precisely within that popular
misunderstanding, together with a renewed, proper understanding of
the true meaning behind the strange wozds, that the key may be found
to past, present and future.

There really s no such thing 2s "magic". There is, of course,
prestcigitation, or sleight of hand, the art of creating illusion, ecc., but
this is not magic, however. The onginal concept of magic could have
been —exactly as it would vet remain — the witnessing of comparative,
relative "high tech" by those whose condition remained semewhere
nearer the primitive. | mean, how else to explain such phenomenar |
often kid roday regarding this or that gimmick and had we possessed
such a marvel during my owa childhood, we'd have been bumed as a
witch,

Also, of course, everything is impossible unal somebaody does it
And don't forget this: The truth, even today, will still get you nailed to
a Cross.

What people have a hard nme with and which, indeed, the way in
which history is taught only contributes to, is the concept of
exceptionally high wisdom having been lost — repeatedly — in the
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distant past. History, after all, is supposed to be the steady, unbroken
crawl upward of mankind over the last five thousand or 50 years to this
most magnificent pinnacle it has achieved at present. That would
amount to a lincar theory, of course. However, the evidence points to
collapse after collapse, rise after nse and that would amount to a
cyclical pattern.

History, then, is the story of wisdom ~ and organization — pamtully
gained and then just as painfully lost. It is hard to grasp for those
finding themselves within a formery high avilization that what may
pass for "wisdom" is, in reality, only superstiion. And that defines as
belief in the absence of facts. It could also, conversely, define as
dishelief i the presence of facts.

Whoever wrote the Book of Daniel, speaking for the Lord as they
were, instructed that the book should be "sealed” until that ime — close
to the end — when knowledge is expanded and people are traveling to
and fro. What was meant by that, as understood by its author, was the
words that would read incomprehensibly until the next cycle of high
civilization had come full circle. That, of course, would be the present
day. This principle not only involved Danzel but the whole of the Bible
iself.

How many high cvilizations have fallen in fairly close order even
within the accepted time-frame of mamstream history books? Egypt,
Greece, Rome, ete.? Then, of course, 15 the touchy question not liked
at all by mainstream historians regarding the so-called "history” of
Egypt being joined at a time when Egypt had already passed its hesght
and had entered decline. What was before? That is not within the scope
of this book but, save to say, the cycles of the rise and fall of
civilizarions have been getting shorter all the time until the present day.

If I've learned anything in a hifeime of the study of history and,
more importantly, revisionist history, it is that all high civilizations die
in exactdy the same way, of exactly the same causes. And no one seems
to be able o see it, and certainly not in the current sitwation. For the
symptoms seem always to be popularly viewed as "progress” toward
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some vague, ideal Utopian dream and never as the deterioration,
corruption or approach of death that they are in reality.

I'll qualify the previous statement to its never being recognized for
what it 35 by those in power or contral. After 2ll, those martyes who
wrote the Bible and those hermits who gave us the Dead Sea Scrolls
were, if anything, the odd men out. Simply because if one finds himself
on top of the siuation, as with a king or a politician or any wealthy,
successtul person, he is most unlikely to do a lot of very serious
quesuoning.

So we have the rise and fall of avilizations. That's a great rerm,
practically a blurb. It is here where the gloves must come off, The rise
of a civilization takes place whenever a large enough group of Whites
takes over an areq, makes it their own, sends down roots and
DEVELOPS over gencrations and centuries. That's history.

Cro-Magnon Man of thirty thousand years ago, provided a shave,
butrcut and suit of clothes would be indistinguishable on today's streets
from you or 1. And, if suddenly dumped into a roaring wildemess, how
long do you suppose you would stay stupid? Neot long. You would
immediately start to develop all over again, But how long do you
suppose it would be before your descendants would be sending
vehicles into space once more? That might take a while. And, certainly,
a lot might bappen before that could take place.

Other races of man may reach a certain level of development, ot of
civilization, but then they stop. When Columbus reached America, for
example, he found the nanves stll living in the Stone Age. When the
Americans forcibly opened Japan for trade in the carly Nineteenth
Century, they found it a frozen society, caught back in feudal tmes.
When the Germans invaded the depths of the Soviet Union in the
Second World War, many a landser was compelfled to contemplate his
own wastwatch just in order o reassure himself thar he was not
tapped back in the Middle Ages.

And in such places as Asia, Afnica and South America® Some have
no written language. Some have no spoken language. Some have barely
discovered fire while others as yet engage m cannibalism as part of
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their culture. And yet they are dressing these in suits of clothes and
pretending they are our "equals”.

It is only the White race which exhibits the potential for unlimited
development, the reach back to the stars, if you will, It 1s only through
contact with the White race thar these other, darker races show any
sign toward development. Japanese, for example, may be masters at
mass production. But only of items which were orginally invented by
Whites. And so it is only through what they may be shown by Whites,
or by what they may emulate from Whites that colored races may show
any signs of development whatever, Within them, a certain spark is
missing,

Be assured, however, that this principle works in the reverse as well,
as we shall see.

Then back, once again, to such archaic terms as "seal the book",
etc. Perhaps one of the most common of all the mystical terms is "evil”.
It 15 still used widely today. By far the most haven't the slightest idea
what it really means. Most would suppose it has something to do with
mtentionally doing wrong or of intentonally making mischief.
Generally, 1t is iberslly applied as only one more name-calling epithet,
however. In any was, for example, "we" are the "good guys” while the
opposing side represents the "bad guys". Purely subjective.

So it is that the meaning of the term is lost. And, minus meaning,
what kind of real wisdom can there be?

Quite apart from the intentiona! act of wrong-doing, the actual
meaning of evil is simply thiss CONFUSION, You don't know what
you are doing. Meaning has been lost. Another apt texrm to apply to
this condition would be directionlessness, They say, "Tuen eamestly
back to the Lord." If you have no concept of what even is up or down,
how can you tum in any direction at 2ll? Can this happen? It HAS
happened.

It is this very loss of ditecrion, of rue meaning, thar causes the
decline and the death of all high civilizadons, [t strkes the very
nsttutions themselves and reaches all the way down into the family
and even the individual

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On the frontier or within any circumstance of struggle, the meaning
15 very clear: Survive! But with every danger and challenge having been
met and overcome, 25 10 the case of well-serded aivilizations, the great
masses of people have but to rely upon their established instirutions
for guidance. Should these go rotten, they will in time take the whole
people down with them.

Cosmopolitanism, as that condition reached whenever empire is
achieved, will invariably Jead to & people's own instmtions going
rotten, of abandoning the needs of the people which founded them
and of going on to serve only themselves and those few which conrtol
them. Tt has become a case of all form and no function.

Empire has one other aspect to it, the one which invariably leads o
all the rest: The importstion of darker races to do the hard, manual
labor. That practice has always been foolishly indulged by the Whites
everywhere our of percerved necessity, Then, once thar condinon of
comfort, of "spare time", has been arnved at, ever more foolish
thought entertained may be maintained, like making "citizens" of the
former slaves on the basis, perhaps, of their having done 2 more or less
commendable job of having assimilated into our culture. It is at thar
precise pomt that truth, wisdom and MEANING have flown.

Out of slavery, into the sociery, with "rghts". And then why not as
partners in marrage, ete.? Confusion of meaning now extends all the
way into confusion of bloodlines, or, as the Bible puts it, "Confusion
of face." From that point, the spark of cvilization itself, which [
mentioned before, has become polluted and lost. The civilizanon falls,
And it never rearises.

Travel anywhere in the world where the ruins of any once-great
civilization stand. What populates the placer Colored types in every
mstance. Where there exists statuary from the Golden Age, look
closcly and sce the faces of classic White or Aryan types. Where such
statuary does not exist, go o the legends stll alive amony those natives
and learn about the "White gods with red beards”, etc,, who maveled
in from someplace over the sea, who conquered, imparted cvilization,
and, in many cases, swore their return.
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That retumn, by the way, was represented by the great wave of
exploration, conquest and colonization from out of Europe following
Columbus.

But the very process of decay which took place thousands of vears
ago 1s currently underway here, in the present. What do they call it?
"Progressive"? "Democratic™ Anyway, it is protected by law. Should
you be among the shiinking number of those who oppose it, then vou
are automatically a moral leper, an outcaste. And now YOU share the
reality with those who peaned the Bible, those who sealed those scrolls
in those clay pots 1o be opened at some point in a distant, unknown
future when the force of the prevailing madness has expended itself.

Note agan that the only avilizatons to have collapsed have been
White civilizations, White civilizadions, that is, which allowed
themselves to go colored, Too blunt? Too harsh? Do we have the time
to waste on the kind of gibberish and empty platitudes as presented
elsewherer There has always been the problem: The "best” minds
concerning themselves with the popular superstition of the day. The
"practical” and "profitable" stuff, if not the "easy" and the "fun" stuff.
Bur never the painful trath. The dangerous, even the outlawed truth.

Again, the kind of truth thar can get you nailed to a cross.

So we have the rise and fall of civilizations. We know that history
uself is the record of the development of the White race. What, then,
of the reappearance of civilizaton once a previously mighty one has
fallen? This has always been a matter of the migration of a healthy,
sound White racial stock — a remnant — which has somehow managed
to keep wself separate (and what is scparate but "holy™) from the
cosmopolitan mess, survive the death of the former state and its rotten
institutions, and go on into a fresh frontier to begin over again, guided
ence more by the strict laws of necessity. Sometimes they bring with
them memoties from the vanished times. Here are bom our "myths”,

If there is any valid, logical asgument to support this being the End
Time, it must be the reality that, for the first time in earth's history,
there no longer is any frontier remaining for any healthy, White
remnant to repair to in order to begin again.

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Most everyone — throughout history — has their own, pet rationale
a5 1o why the preseat time must be the Ead Time, even if only because
their personal lives are miserable and empty. The one outlined above
happens to be my own and Il stand it against any bawery of
miscrability or moralistic clap-trap as offered by any of the rest.

A certain climax is thus approached but that, also, is not part of the
scope of this book. Instead, we turn our cyes back to the previous
century when earth-shaking events were transpiring but which were
wholly misunderstood and mistaken by White humanity, the very
humanity whose fate and destiny were resting upon their outcome.
Equal to that in importance is the established fact that this same White
humanity was deliberately misled, prevented from viewing events in
the correct light — one in which they might concewvably bave taken
corrective action — by an identifiable group, personages, whose own
worldview was and is the very essence of that same cosmopolitanism
| mentioned earlier,

The most recent cycle of White civilization, that is, White, Westetn,
Christian civilization, had reached its own zenith by 1900. Already by
that time the germs for its destruction were active. Every challenge had
been met and overcome by the nations of the West. Directionlessness
was beginning o set in, The great nations were about to turn against
one another in a war the likes of which the planet had not known, at
least not anywhere m contemporary history. The myths of old
contained stories of similar destruction, using similar — if not lugher —
technology. But this was something new for vs. The inestimable
genetic damage caused by this war was equaled only by the social
upheaval and political upset which resulted on every home-front of
victor and vanquished alike.

Wholly dependent, once again, upon their own, established
institutions, hew incredibly fast can 2 people slide into social, moral,
economic, cultural chacs should these same nstitutions become either
rotten or be taken over — compromised — by a handful of hostile, alien
CONSPALATOLS.

Minus their national, or racial, unity and awareness, minug their
own national will and leadership, how suddenly helpless can a formerly
great people become. It is thus that, again, formerly great peoples can
fall victim to tiny but determined, aware and tightly organized
minorities.

And so then, alongside the phenomenon of these cycles of the nse
and fall of dvilizations growing ever shorter with the progression of
time 1 this most remarkable one: The tole of racial Jews in the affairs
and desriny of the White race, Previously, throughout history and even
pre-history, these things, these cycles of nse and fall ~ but parnculardy
of deterioration ~ simply took place as a matter of natural course over
penods of hundreds or thousands of years. Presently, with Jews on the
scene and in control of formerly White insttugons, the drive toward
national death has been by them consciously and deliberately red-lined
and placed on a very literal crash course with destiny,

This is a fact and 2 reality — suppressed and unrecognized — every
bit as unique as the one which has it that there remains no safe spot
on earth for Whites 1o retreat to in order o rebuild a healthy, White
state with purely White institutions i which they may be happy and
prosper. End Times, again? Yes, 1 do believe so.

The fortunes and the circumstances of the White race at present
can be compared to those of the victim of a modern day canacking of
whom the experts advise, "Don't get into the vehicle with the
carjacker,” For, if you do, you will be removed to a location and a
circumstance far less favorable o you and to your survival In essence,
Westem civilization got into the vehicle with the carjacker at least by a
hundred years ago and, most certainly ~ time being distance also — its
general situation today is almost unrecognizable compared to what it
was then.

It was into that world of nearly a century ago thar stepped Adolf
Hiter. White, Western, Christian civilization had just been dealt a
grievous blow, was sick at its very soul, was dangerously undermined
by its worst enemies. It had, in short, lost its directuon. However,
general, 1ts outward condition was one of something emmently well

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worth defending, preserving, and, supetficially at least, it appeared as
though such a task might well be capable of accomplishment... if only
the necessary DIRECTION and WILL could somehow be mustered.

Hitler could hardly be compared 10 any other world leader of that
day. Fle was neither of the wealthy, privileged class nor was he of the
alien, underworld class of conspirators, He was simply a good,
Christian man of the West who saw the plight of his own people 25
well as the interconnection of the rest of Western civilization to that
same plight and set about most forthnghtly to do something to remedy
the situation. Hitler most certainly was the only world leader to
recognize the actual danger for what it really was and not ro view it as
some bright, new abstract "dawn".

Five years into his political career, Hitles wrote Mein Kampt.

It might even be said that here was a book sealed from its very
beginning. It was all there, with nothing held back. Everything, right
up to the age of the super-seates and the collapse of the Soviet Union.
And yer those in control of the world media, then and now, refer to its
contents as "evil”, "insane", a "criminal blueprint”, etc. They call it
"rambling", "disjointed", "muddled”, "illiterate", "impossible to read”,
Worst of all, pechaps, they call it "dull", Well, for those possessing no
genuine understanding or desire for truth and certainly for those with
a secret agenda of their own, Mein Kampf could well be all of these

One more phenomenon of human nature is thus revealed here by
this: People tend to go by what they've been told or by what they've
beard rather than according to what they've personally learned or
experienced. How ridiculously easy, then, it has been over the ages for
the few to control the many,

Admittedly, when 1 first arrempted to read Mein Kampf nearly forty
years ago as a teenager, it was no use. | could not penetrare it. For me
it genuinely was scaled. This is made even more incredible by the fact
that I was even at the time a dues-paying member of Hitler's movement
and Mein Kampf was viewed as being the movements own "Bible".
Well, a little knowledge, as they say...

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Thirty vears onward, that is, during the mid-Nmeues, | had
occasion to tackle the Bible iself with the determination to either
debunk or to validate it posiavely, once and for all. Having gone on
the basis of whar 1'd heard or been told about 1t, [ had not only totally
rejected 1t but I had professed militant atheism all my life. My error,
Misrepresentation would scem to be the rule, not the exception,

Upon what set of critenia [ entered into this rask is, again, not within
the range of this book. Just 2s importantly as any of that, however, was
the backgtound [ had picked up in the meantime for, as | recall, I did
once try to read the Bible as a young person and fell flat in the attempt.
Save to say that now it all jumped into place and 1 did. indeed, at least
to my own complete satisfaction — and more — come to see the perfect
validity of s,

It is rathes the result of what all this sudden and mrense research
soon lead me to that [ consider 1o be most remarkable of all and the
effort for which I hope that I may be best remembered. It was toward
the winding-down phase of all this work within the Bible that |
chanced to pick up another copy of Mein Kampf in the same
translation as [ had first struggled so unsuccessfully to fathom,

| began to read agamn. Almost immediately 1 began to notice
something: This and that thought or statement seemed uncanmily
familiar, Too many had their parallel, or paraphrase within the Bible.
Not infrequently would Hitler directly quote from or refer to the Bible,
God or Jesus Chast, But it turned out to be the more esoteric passages
which were matching up more and more, to a positively unsctling
degree. They began finishing each other's statement and answering one
another's questions. It was consistent all the way throughout the book.
It could be no fluke, no coincidence.

That is, I suppose, the entire purpose of study after all: To gee all
of the essentials up into the front of one's mind. For without this
much, itis unlikely that I'd have been able to recognize all these stking
features and it 1s altogether impossible that I'd have been able to do all
the back-and-forth matching up between the passages from Mein
Kampf and the corresponding ones from the Bible.

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When the notes were all completed, I rushed the first edition nto
print in the spang of 2004, privately and in limited numbers, It was not
well received. [ think 1 can understand why: Both books, The Bible
and Mein Kampf, are effectively as yet stll sealed. A clash of
prejudices? What someone may like or dislike according to what he's
been told, according to some misrepresentation, or even according to
some reaction on the basis of these. Two opposing worlds, it would be
made to scem and ver 1 had demonsmated sbsolutely that the two
EQUATED one another! Does not jibe; cannot compute. Sits well
with no one.

Here 1s the proof positive that the trath really 1s one. 1 still enjoy
when handing 4 presentation copy of this work of mine ro friends or
acquaintances, saying to them "This will shatter your universe,"

This represents no concoction of my own. It is something thar |
discovered and now present ro you. You do not have to accept my
word for anything, You are free to go and make the same compatisons
for yourself and see whether I've been dishonest in any way.
Everybody has a Bible. Every library and book store offers Mein
Kampf. But who acrually READS either one? Instead, most are
content to go along with what they’ve been TOLD abour both by
others, As [ said before, there is & temibly great danger in that if only
one thinks about it for a moment,

And now T am confident that you are sufficently prepped to go
ahead and read what I, in all due modesty, like to refer 1o as the

damnedest thing ever written,
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Introduction

Many years ago [ atrempted o read the Bible but found it to be
altogether incomprehensible, Then, in mid-life and with the fullness of
events, when [ eried it again, the truths and profundities leapt off the
pages at me like lightning. This s more than magic. "Facts” are one
thing. Truth is another, The enemy routnely uses facts to confuse and
mislead. Truth involves principle and it s that which humanity is
missing,

Principle — at least insofar as the human drama is concemed — can
only be recogmized if onc can know and manage to hold in his
awareness the broadest possible panorama. Only then can the patterns
be discemed and only by that can eternal and vital principles be
isolated. Otherwise, all perception continues on more or less
haphazardly, with no lessons being learned, on a downward spiral
outward ro general oblivion. Ignorance is not bliss.

It requires a certain genius or, if you wish, a certain kind of
spiration for thar one-in-a-million type of personality to come along
and literally pluck truth our of thin air and distill it inro, first, thoughe,
and, finally, spoken and printed word. Only after that much occurs
does there exist the slightest hope of any positive action being taken
upon it. The pen, then, truly is mightier than the sword.

The Bible — or rather its suthors — 15 3 fountain overflowing with
just such types, representing as it does a collection of wrting's
spanning thousands of years, The greatest of these was Jesus of
Nazareth himself who, though he in fact wrote nothing on his own,
left it to certain followers to record immortal words and deeds so
powerful as to have had the effect of closing one sge and opening

another.
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In this task they succeeded admirably — more than admirably —
because they caught this man's very spint and thoughts in such a way
that, for all practical purposes, the meaning and potency in them has
lain dormant from not very many years following his death untl the
present day when circumstances for the people they were intended for
have returned to what they were in his own day, Due to the rpening
of conditions, they have came back to hife to reveal their truth, Again,
more than magic,

Also as a young person | had struggled my way through Adolf
Hitler's Mein Kampf because it was considered the "Bible" of the
National Socialist movement of which | was just then 4 new member.
And a formidable sk it was. I was not up to it just the way most
people never were, are or shall ever be. The words of the great man
were above me — not so much the words as the concepts they built —
and his meaning seemed 1o have little or no connection with the
modern, materialistic United States [ was growing up i,

The very same could have been said of the Bible itself ar that ime
and in that place. But of this I could have had no kling as a teenager
m the post-war Midwest.

But instinctually 1 was drawn to Hitler's image and personality as
horribly misrepresented by his detractors — who happened to own and
control all media, everywhere — as it was, Only years later did T begin
to ask myself the question: How many today and for a long time past
have been devoted to Jesus' image on the same incomplete basis
despite the fact that he is "okayed" by the same enemy media but sull
mistepresented for their own purposes?

They merely "accept” withour fully knowing what it is all about.
This doesn't count, Unless somewhere along the line a more complete
understanding evolves, then the individual has remained only partially
"found" or "saved”. And, of course, in such marters "partial” really
amounts to not at all. What we universally see here as a result of this
are individuals and masses fooling themselves — or allowmng
themselves to be fooled — by believing hard in something so
incomplere and so nverted that, in and of itself, it defies true reason
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and logic. And doesn't that state these people are in, along with their
whole society, reflect this?

But how could it be otherwise? The same World Enemy allows it
to happen that both the Bible and Mein Kampf are to be found
everywhere, as common as dirt. Not without approximately the same
degree of tampering, however, as regards the vanous translanons and,
as mn the case of Mein Kampf, not without one or more so-called
"introductions” as composed by sworn detractors of Hitler to set you
up for some very "dull" and "disjointed" reading.

Some will say that the admonition ar the very close of the Bible,
that is, Revelation 22: 18 and 19, covers that concern with regard to
any tampering with the Bible itself,

“For I teitsfy unto exery mean that beareth the words of the propbecy of
thas book, If any man shall add wnto these things, God thall add wnte
bimm the piagnes that are wristen in this book:"

"And if any man shall take away frons the words of the book of this
prophesy, God shall take away bis part ont of the book of life, awd ont of
the boly city, and from the things that are writien in this book."

But I would respond that those with mterest to undertake any such
thing are themselves already damned and are fully aware of which
master they are serving. That or they are the lowest of knaves, without
hope anyway. In any evenr, as | have discovered definitively in poring
over different modeen translations of the Bible during this research,
the foul work is already done,

"For sush are fals apoitles, deitful workers; trawgformeing themselves
into the aposties of Chrest,"
"And no marvel; for Satan bimself is transformed faio an angel of

fghe”
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"Thersfors 1t is mo grear thing if bis ministers also be transformsd as
the mingsiers of righteoniness; whose end shall by according fo their works."”

—  Second Corinthians, Chapter Eleven, Verses 13, 14 and
15,

The World Enemy dida't get to be where he's at by being dim-
witted. He knew this principle from the staze: That most people, by far,
haven't got the capacity, fot one, to ever pick out the hidden truth in
either of these immortal volumes and, secondly, those that might will
only come to it under the most stringent and select — and therefore
improbable — of circumstances.

The enemy can thus feel more or less free to play the role of the
great democrat who'd never stoop to black-handed censorship or the
burning of books. He dares you, he challenges you to pick up the truth
that's there all about you. And he sneess at you all the while, confident
that you won't or that you can't. And he's basically right in his cynical
appraisal of human nature. Just have a look arcund you at the general
state of things t0 find the confirmation of this sad testimony,

When again in my mid-life T set about rereading Mein Kampf,
probably for the first time in over rwenty vears, T had the same
experience that I'd had only a few years before when | decided to tackle
the Bible once more in camest. And, once more, 1 had the same
experience of the meaning behind the words coming to life before my
eyes. The astounding, shartering realization which was beyond even
that much was that the two equated one another.

Anyone with basic reading comprehension skills should be able to
sce in the Bible plain statements which go in direct conflict against
what is preached in these churches today. And any tauly objective mind
should be easily able to see in Mein Kampf nothing remotely
resembling the “madness" or "criminal inreat” everywhere ateributed
to it by the world school of thought. Here we have a common
musrepresentation, coming from a common source, toward 4 common

agenda,
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Two books misreptresented, misunderstood. That is clear. But does
it apply to two really different things, two widely divergent messages
and philosophies Or does what we see acrually represent the
blasphemy of the Rex Mundi toward the same thing: The Spisit and
the Word, the Holy Ghost iself?

"Wihersfore 1 say unto you, all manner of sn and blagpbersy shail be
Jorgiven wute men: the blaspbemy ugainst the Holy Ghost shall mot be
Jonygoen anta men."

It's easy to miss something contained in a ponderous volume ~ the
Bible — when you have alteady made up vour mind against the
institution which supposedly champions its cause, that is, the Church.
It's quite another to fail to cacch the implicit message in the paramount
work representing that movement to which you have dedicated your
very existence, in my case, the National Socialist movement and
Hitler's book, Mein Kampf,

One for sure catches the feeling that he's anything but 3 know-ir-all
when, after decades of struggle and commitment, he suddenly 1s
allowed to sce things that he never before suspected. Not only in the
heretofore "alien” book, the Bible, but more so especially, when it
mvolves what has been since early youth his own, personal "Bible”,
Mein Kampf.

Then, when they are seen 1o absolutely parallel one another, one
realizes that magic is in the air, Literally, when cold, dry ink on paper is
able 1o assume new life 1n the present after having lain dead for, in the
one case, millennia and in the other for only a generation. It is the
power of the Thought, of the Word, 1n conjunction with the fullness
ot nme,
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"But thow, O Danisl, sbut ap the words, and teal the book, even 1o the
time of the end: many shall run to and fro, and &nowledge shall be
incrvased,”

—  Daniel, Chaprer Twelve, Verse 4.

Back to the panotama I spoke of earlier. Here truly IS a panorama
of the human experience: Reaching from the catlicst dawn of written
history and well mnto the Twentieth Century. The same principles
throughout, the same ideals, the same warning, the same people, the
same danger, the same enemy. One can only conclude thar it stems
from the SAME MIND, or, at the very least, the same genwus and
inspiration. But cereainly the same SPIRTT.

Hitler carefully dedicates his book, not to new-comers, but to his
old and faithful Party commades. T address this piece, not to the already
"sold" — whether on the Bible or on Mein Kampf — but to the skeptical
who have been so tumed off by the very misrepresentations I have
already mentioned that they have been inclined ro abandon BOTH. |
have known exactly how you feel — and whether you know it or not it
18 the feeling of being lost — and I want to do this for any of those who
may possess the capacity or the desire to KNOW, to be AWARE. At
the very least, by this e¢ffort, I have greatly reduced the odds agamnst its
happening i any particular instance.

Now judge for yourself.
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Part I

In his preface to Mein Kampf (My Struggle), Hitler makes clear that
at least part of his intention with regard to the inclusion of any
autobiographical material is to "serve to destroy the foul legends
about my person dished up in the Jewish press."

He also states that "men are won over less by the written word
than by the spoken word, that every great movement on this
earth owes its growth, to great orators and not to great writers,"

In point of fact, Hitler did not "write" Mein Kampf but rather he
dictazed 1t to his faithful friend, Rudolf Hess. This wotk was
undertsken during 1924 when Hitler was confined to Landsberg prison
after the failure of the November 9th, 1923, Munich Revolt, Hitler
dedicates the fiest of two volumes to the sixteen Party members who
died on that occasion, "with loyal faith in the resurrection of their
I”opl:."

In much the same way did Jesus of Nazareth impress upon his
apostles the thoughrs and ideas most crgeal ro the contmuance of the
great movement he was founding, that they might put them down for
posterity lest they be lost. The same story — 1 all its essentials — as told
in the four gospels scrves to underscore the importance and veracity
of it all in exactly the same way as the giving of Jesus' own genealogy
twice, backwards and forwards, so there might be no confusion as to
just who and what be was. (Matthew, Chapter One, and Luke, Chapeer
Three.) Carefully note how BOTH Hitler and Jesus are claimed by the
Jews to cither be of fully ur pardally Jewssh blood.
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As part of the background ro all that follows, Jesus is known in the
Bible as rthe "Lion of Judah" as he was indeed of the Trbe of Judah
and in the line of King David.

When Paul in Colossians, Chapter Four, Verse 11, refers w
"Scythians”, he is refeering to the masses of Jesus' own tribe who are,
as of his day, now just over the northern slope of the Caucasus
Mounuuns, having migrated that far following the termination of the
Babylonian Capuvity five centuries carlier. These were part of the
"Lost Sheep of the House of Tsrael” that Jesus himself also refers to —

"These tuvlve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them, saying, go not
inito the way of the Gontiles, and info aiy sty of the Samaritans enter ye
not."”

"Bt go rather to the lost shesp of the bouse of Irael"

—  Matthew, Chapter Ten, Verses 5 and 6.

To the Canaanste wonnan, Jesns said, " ans not sent bt unto the iost
shesp of the bouse of Tsrael”

"It i3 wot meeet to taks the children’s bread awd casi it to the dogs."”

- Matthew, Chapter Fifteen, Verses 24 and 26.

With regard to Paul himself, he comments twice as to his own
background —
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"I say then, Hath Gad cact amay his peapie? God jorbid. For 1 alsa
am an Livackte, of the seed of Abrabaw, of the tribe of Benjamin."
~ Romans, Chapter Eleven, Verse 1.

“"Circumcissd the eighth day, of the stock of Lirael, of the tribe of
Bemsamin, a Hebrow of the Hebrews; as towching the law, a Pharises.”
— Philippians, Chaprer Three, Verse 5.

The Trbe of Benjamin was the very final White element to depart
the Holy Land, ia the year 66 A.D. They entered Europe and secular
history as the Visigoths and, a thousand years later, now as the
Normans, they were the last tribe to enter Britain to be with all the rest
in 1066 A.D. (Britain being a compounding of two Hebrew words:
Brith, meaning covenant; Ain, meaning land.) As for Phasisces, they
were in essence the power elite of Jesus' day.

One of the two most shocking of all historical omissions, besides
the one masking the fact that the so-called "Russian Revolution" of
1918 was actually the forcible CAPTURE of the Russian Empire by
International Jewry, s the "toral disappeasance” of the Tabes of Isracl,
as, indeed, they are called the "Lost Tribes". Less glaring is the
"nowhere" point of ongin for the barbarian tribes who begin their
stirrings from our of some unspecified point in the east at about the
same time the captive Trbes are regaining their liberty, thanks to Cyrus
of Persia. These are one and the same peoples.

We have the figure of ten million Israelites who went into captivity
under both the Assyrans and the Babylonians by about 500 B.C. The
Bible accounts for approximately ﬁfty thousand who voluntasly
returned to Jerusalem and Judea. Around 500 A.D,, "barbadans" — so
named by the Greeks because of their strange-sounding and
unintelligible languages — were in Western Europe and harassing the
enfecbled and rotren Roman Empire on its fzoks. And not a very great
number of them, esther, as scholardy works on the subject maitain that
none of the respective tribes ever numbered greater than a hundred
thousand persons.
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That the authors of the New Testament were fully aware of these
on-gomg developments on the part of the majority of their own people
is alluded 1o in the following verses —

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However, this is nor (o belsbor that point. It was the ancient
Romans who dubbed the tmbes which had settled on their northern
border the "Germans", which meant "the true Scythians”, The
Germans, of course, came to refer to themselves as "Deutsch”, having
to do with the language which they spoke.

It therefore doesn't require rocket science to deduce that both Jesus
of Nazareth and Adolf Hitler were of the same family of people.
Indeed, TWO Lions of Judah!

As it was posed in the introduction, are we regarding the same mind
at work here? T am convinced that this is so. What an opporrunity, if
one but could, 1o possess a thick volume of personal commentary
coming from the Lord himself, set in the Twenticth Century, in today's
language, putting not only the issues of the day but the etemal
questions Into contemporary conatext!

We have just that in Mein Kampf.

Hitler's one ambition was the survival and upwazd development of
the German people. On the first page of the firse chapter of the first
volume of Mein Kampf he seates —

"...we have made it our life’s work to reunite by every
means at our disposal two German States."

"German-Austria must return to the great German
Mother."

However, this Gesman unity was explicitly forbidden by the various
treaties — or dictates — forced upon Germany and Austria at the end of
World War One. Compare this with the following lines from out of
the Bible —

“They hase sard, Come, and let s cut them off from being a mation;
tiat the nawme of Liras! may be no more in remensbrance.”

"Far they bave vonsulted logether with one consent: they are confederate
against thee”

"The tabernacles of Edom, and the Ishmaelites; of Moal, asd the
Hagarewes;”!

- Psalms, Chapter Eighty-Three, Verses 4, 5 and 6.
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The foregoing could well constitute s very apt description of not
only the malicious intentions of the framers of the Versailles Treaty
but their racial composition as well, for "Edom" and "[shmael” and
"Hagarenes", czc., would, in today's patlance, refer to racial [ews.

Hitler's mission, then, even according to his own cyes? That of a
fanatic? If so, then we need to compare that mission of Hider's to the
one ordained for Jesus of Nazareth fully five hundred years before his
appearance on earth —

" And be ihall set wp an ensign for the nations, and shail assermbie the
osteasts of Livasl, and gather together the dispersed of [ndat frone the fanr
cormers of the earth,”

—  Isainh, Chapter Eleven, Verse 12.

Bear always in mind that we continue to be regarding the largest
and greatest of all of Ismel's twelve tribes whenever speaking of
Germany. Judah held out the longest against foregn conquest as
recorded in the Old Testament. And it was Judah again — in the new
form, under the new name of Getnany ~ which held out the longest
apainst absorption by the Satanic "New World Ordes” of Intemational
Jewry.

This unity of one blood on common soil, undivided by any worldly
concerns of politics, cconomics or religion was and iz prerequisite to
the well-being, freedom and sovereignty of that or any people. And the
enemy of humanity knows this only too well. This is why he constantly
foments White division and disunity. All of this 5 basic. The
blasphemets of the media take this imperative and make of it a "power
madness”, a "megalomania” on the part of Hitler to disceedit the
notion of White unity. Naturally, of course. Hitler MUST be mad in
order to suit their purposes.

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Can there be two distiner sers of "truths"? No. Lies, controlling the
media of the wotld as they do, will use this remendous power to
present themselves to the people of the world as "truth"

bitter!”

— [Isanah, Chapter Five, Verse 20,

As 2 boy and as a youth, Hitler contemplated his professional future
as the son of an Austnan customs official -

"I yawned and grew sick to my stomach at the thought
of sitting in an office, deprived of my liberty; ceasing to
be master of my own time and being compelled to force
the content of a whole life into blanks that had to be filled
out.”

What a free and independent spirit, fully worthy of possessing such
a monumental purpose to perform. Could the impressions of the
carpenter’s son have been that much differeat?

"No man that warreth entangleth bigself with the affatrs of this fife;
that be may pleare kim wha bath hosen bim to be a soldier.”
—  Second Timorhy, Chapter Two, Verse 4.

Fitangly enough, Hitler says also in his chapter one —

"...I received singing lessons in the cloister at
Lambach, I had excellent opportunity to intoxicate
myself with the solemn splendor of the brilliant church
festivals. As was only natural, the abbot seemed to me, as
the village priest had once seemed to my father, the
highest and most desirable ideal."

Be all of that as it may, it was at this church at Lambach that Hitler,
as a young boy, first became familiarized with the symbol of the
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Swastika, one being prominently featured in the stonework above a
main portal.
As a resule of his school studies, Hitler relares —

"First, | became a nationalist. Second, I learned to
understand and grasp the meaning of history."

Because of these factors, Hitler grew cognizant that —

"...pcople had gradually lost interest in the Germans
living abroad; some could not, while others were unable
to appreciate their importance.”

For Hitler, 100, the fate of these same "lost sheep” was of
patamount importance, Hitder refers to a "sfting process”, of three
categornies of people -

"The fighters, the lukewarm, and the teaitors."
Compare the sentiments of |esus -

"He thar is not with me i5 against me: and be that gathereth not with
rie seattersth."”

~ Luke, Chapter Eleven, Verse 23.

Hitler conunues in the same vein —

""...a struggle for the soul of the child: German boy, do
not forget you are a German and, litde girl, remember that
you are to become a German mother."

"But Jesus said, Suffer the litife children, and forbid them wot. to come
wnto me: for of sech is the Einsdow of beaven,”

Matthew, Chapter Nineteen, Verse 14.

As to the general approach and quality of education, Hatler had
these words —

"Few teachens undenstand that the aim of studying
history can never be to learn historical dates and events
by heart and recite them by rote; that what matters is not
whether the child knows exactly when this or that barttle
was fought, when a general was bom, or even when a
monarch came into the crown of his forefathers. No, BY
THE LIVING GOD, this is very unimportant."

"To ‘learn’ history means to seek and find the forces
which are the causes leading to those effects which we
subsequently perceive as historical events."

"The art of reading as of learning is this: to retain the
essential, to forget the non-essential.”

"I do not want to ‘learn’ it, | want it to instruct me.,"
"Woe unto you, lawyers! For ye bave taken away the Kiy of &nowledge:
yo entered not in yourseives, and them that were enfering in yo bindered.”

Hitler goes on in the same breath 1o say —

"Thus, at an early age, 1 had become a political
‘revolutionary’, and T became an artistic revolutionary at
an equally early age."

"At the age of twelve I saw ‘William Tell’ for the first
time, and a few months later my first opera, ‘Lohengrin’.
I was captivated at once. My youthful enthusiasm for the
master of Bayrcuth knew no bounds. Again and again I
was drawn to his works, and it still scems to me especially
forrunate that the modest provincial performance left me
open to an intensified experience later on."

We may presume that Hitler is referring here to his experience on
the Fremberg, just outside Linz, Austria, where, sfter attending a
performance of Wagner's "Rienzi” with his boyhood friend, August
Kubizek, he climbed the hill and underwent a transformation. Kubizek
related in his own book, "The young Hitler I Knew", that Hitler came
down a changed person. In vears lates, after Hitler had become
Chancellor of Germany, he told Kubizek of the moment, "In thar hous
it began.”

In my mind at least, this evenr immediately paralleled the
Transfiguration of Jesus —

"o Jesus taketh Peter, | m.m, and John s brother, and bringeth them
up into @ bigh moxntain apart.””
"And he war transfigured bsfore theme: and bis face did shime a5 the
sun, and bis raiment was white as the fght"”
—  Marthew, Chaprer Seventeen, Verses 1 and 2.

Of course we get that one precious glimpse of the young Jesus at
abour the age of twelve as he discusses the religious law with the elders
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at the Temple, Whar we'd give for his own first-hand reminiscences!
(Luke, Chapter Two, Verses 45 through 52.)

The "master of Bayreuth” Hider refers to is, of course, Richard
Wagner who has been called the colossus of higher Wesrern musical
form. In a rare and special tmbute, Hitler called Wagner "the first
National Socialist™.

An interesting aside to all this is that this very Western musical form
had remained basically unchanged from Jesus' day unil about the
Seventoenth Century, with the development of more complex musical
instraments as well as musical concepts, One can go and get modern
recordings done by various musical conservatones which will allow
him 10 actually experience the sounds which could have been
composed by David himself or heard by Jesus in his own day.

Oge ancient instrument — the bagpipe — orginated in Egypt and
went along with the different migrations outward to andent India,
Israel and, finally, survives today in Scotland, Ireland and northern
Spain.

The sounds concerved by Wagner and the whole nationalist-
romantic school of the Eighteenth and Nineteenth Cenruries — actually
audible soul and spiit — are unique in their grandeur in the entre
existence of humanity on earth. They direcdy coincide with the
prophetic atrainment of the mastery of the globe by Ismel's Twelve
Trbes, that is, with the pinnacle of Western Civilizanon, the conquest
and colonization of the world by the stares of Europe.

‘Wagner's trademark was the mingling of the twin themes of Notse
Germanic mythology and Christtan motifs, as with his famous operas
"Tannhauser", "Lohengsin" and "Parzifal”, erc,

For Europe was, after all, only Tsrael transposed to another piece
of geography, larger than Palestine, to be sure, yet still packed and
crammed by these brother peoples in a patchwork quilt of confused ~
and often bitterly hostile — languages and nationalities just as had been
the case in the ancient Holy Land,

"Thow hast increased the nation, O Lord, thon bast increased the
nation: thoy art glorified: thou hadst removed it far unto the ends of
the earth.”

- Isaiah, Chapter Twenry-Six, Verse 15.
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"He shall canse them that come of Jacob to take root: Tsrael shall
blossons and bud, and fill the face of the worfd with frye."

At the condlusion of his chapter one, Hider recounts the death of
his father, Alois, with the words "ending his earthly pilgeimage”, and
then later has mother, Klara, Their graves are still to be seen in Upper
Austria — well-tended and covered with flowers - to the present day.

All we know of Mary, the mother of Jesus, is that she survived her
son, provided the details of the Natvity to the apostles and, tradition
has it, ended her days n France along with Mary Magdalene and other
early followers after the crucifixion and intense persecutions which
then began. Of Joseph, the father of Jesus, we know next to nothing
but must assume that he died also while |esns himself was still a vouth,

Hitler left his porton of his state orphan's pension to his younger
sister, Paula, and left for the city of Vienna,
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Part 11

Of his five vears of misery, as Hitler rermed hus stay in Vieana, he
opens with one of his most oftén quoted lines -

", ..obstacles do not exist 10 be surrendered to, but to
only be broken.”

And—

"In this period my cyes were opened to two menaces
of which [ had previously scarcely known the names, and
whose termible importance for the existence of the
German people 1 certainly did not understand: Marxism
and Jewry,”

First of 2ll, Marxism 15 2 movement of, by and for Jews. Moses
Mordecar Levy, aka "Karl Marx", was hired by the Jewish Illuminat
o pen the Communist Manifesto in arder to accomplish on a world-
wide scale what their Jacobin movement had done in the French
Revolution. Namely, as Hitler will evolve m his own words, to
eradicate the natural and God-given order and hierarchy of the world
and replace it with a medioere, brown mass of general chaos, Note well
that this 1s also the aun of democracy.

Marxism — or Communism — putports (o champion the cause of
the poor, to accomplish nothing short of the eradication of poverry,
just as does liberal democracy and all welfare states, This in reality i
but a hook for the gullible masses to ger them duped into suppornng
what rruthfully are the maosr vicious and repressive of dictatorships.
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"For the poor shall never cease out of the Jand: therefore | command
thse, sarying, Thou shalt open thine band wids unto thy brother, to thy paor,
and 1o thy meedy, in thy fand."”

— Deutcronomy, Chapter Fifteen, Verse 11

"Far the poor ye have always with you; but me ye base not adways,”
— John, Chapter Twelve, Verse 8,

“For God is not the autbor of confusion, but of peace, as in all the
chasvhes of the saints."”

Secondly, & stnking difference is found here between the lives and
places of Hiter and Jesus. Tt 1 cutical to the understanding of both
men to realize that, in Hitler's world, Jews were a minority while in that
of Jesus, and they had become the racial majority. Actually, this spells
out in the most physical of terms just what the message and the intent
of the enrire saga of the Bible -~ Old and New Testaments — was and
is: Intended strictdy for the legacy and posterity of Isracl, it says:
Beware! And don't allow this to happen to you!

Jesus could see to it that the truth could be gotten to the "Lost
Sheep” now in Europe. But for the Holy Land itsclf, there now was no
longer any hope. It was occupied and filled by the "stranger”. Hitlee
was determined that it should not occur in the land they had given their
new name to: Germany or Deutschland, But what Hitler found was
that this minosty of strangers had fastened itself onto the central



nervous system of the state which supposedly was there to serve the
people but which now was methodically leading them to their doom.

"5 for my peaple, chiidren are their appreisors, and women rule over
thens, O miy people, they which iead tive canse thee to ey, and destray the
way of thy path.”

— Isaiah, Chapter Three, Verse 12.

Struggling as he did in Vienna for his daily survival, Hitler leamned
another critical thing —

"Ultimately this struggle, which is often so baed, kills
all pity. All our own painful struggle for existence destroys
our feeling for the misery of those who have remained
behind."

Hitler's pronouncements on the poor are the soul of brevity
compared to those of Jesus but the senument remains the same,
Elsewhere roles are reversed, with Jesus giving scant atrention to a
particular issue while Hitler devotes great emphasis to it.

And this s important: How to alleviate or cure this social evil -
poverty —which even Jesus himself conceded would always be with us.
Hitler's answer -

"The deepest sense of social responsibility for the
creation of better foundatons for our development,
coupled with the brutal determination in breaking down
incurable tumors."

"Just as Nature docs not concentrate her greatest
attention in preserving what exists, but in breeding
offspring to carry on the specics, likewise in human life,
it is less important artificially to alleviate existing evil,
which, in view of human nature, in nincty-nine percent
impossible, than to ensure from the start healthier
channels for a future development.”



There comes a point when a mess is no longer salvageable. That
point came and went for the Holy Land during the tme of the

prophets,

"But they mocked the messeugers of God, and desgised bés words, and
miswsed bis prophets, until the wrath of the Lovd arose against bis peopl,
weil there was no remedy,”

— Sccond Chronicles, Chapter Thirty-Six, Vesse 16,

From the beginning, it was Hitler's stated aim to free the German
people from three things: The imminent threat of starvadon; the
slavery of the Vessailles Treaty; and the deadly peril of Bolshevism.
Dong, done and done, Due only ro his coming and despire the loss of
the War. By contrast, the United States sinks deeper into the mire of
its changing demographics. Governmental efforts to "keep up” with
this binlogical and social deterioration only represents the increasing
corruption and ineptitude of this system. Thus the cycle is perpetuated
and accelerated.

Note well that while one and all decry the painful symptoms of this
process of national death, the Jewish media and all of ity controlled
mouthpieces hail the philosophy and the legistations which broughe it
about as the finest of "ideals" and the brightest of "progress”,

"The rats that politically poison our nation gnaw even
thig little from the heart and memory of the broad
masses,"

The antu-White bias one may sense or incur everywhere today is the
quite literal expression of this very thing and should count in the minds
of all but the most blind as proof positive that the state is no longer in
the hands of the people. It is now and for a long time past totally in
the grip of Jews and their army of hirelings. Jesus had 1o face the
hideous final phases of this himself. Hitler foughr it and reversed it In
the Unired Srates, its resolution makes up rhe canvas on which will be
painted the words of John as he wrote the Revelation.

"Day by day, in the theater and in the movies, in
backstairs literature and the yellow press, they sce the
poison poured into the people by the bucketful, and then
they are amazed at the low ‘moral content’, and the
‘national indifference’, of the masses of the people.”

You can investigare and confirm on your own whether the media
of Germany then or America today is or is not tomlly Jewssh
dominated.

We see a people, in varying times and places, poisoned at its very
soul by this idenncal thing: Destroved, redeemed and, at preseans,
existing in the gravest jeopatdy,

Back to truth as seen in eternal principles. For, as Hitler says,
withourt this —
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"...there arises a confused muddle of memorized facts
which not only are worthless, but also make their
unfortunate possessor conceited. For such a reader now
belicves himself in all seriousness to be ‘cducated’, to
understand something of life, to have knowledge, while
in reality, with every new acquisition of this kind of
‘education’, he is growing more and more removed from
the world until, not infrequently, he ends up in a
sanitatium or in parliament."

"If this were not true, it would be impossible for us to
understand the political behavior of our learncd and
highly placed govemment heroes, unless we decided to
assume outright villainy instead of pathological

propensities, "

of them are destroped,”

Hider refers to the old Austro-Hunganan Empire as "this
Babylonian Empire" because of irs German minonty which was
subject to the influences of so many other, alien races and cultures. He
wasn't long in discovering the narure and the atle of the system which
catered to and even promoted such a hellish condinon: Social
Democracy,

"...a pestilential whore, cloaking herself as social
virtue and brotherly love."

"For what a difference between the glittering phrases
about freedom, beauty, and dignity in the theorerical
literature, the delusive welter of words scemingly
expressing the most profound and laborious wisdom, the
loathsome humanitarian morality — all this written with
the incredible gall that comes with prophetic certainty —
and the brutal daily press, shunning no villainy,
employing every means of slander, lying with s virtuosity
that would bend iron beams, all in the name of this gospel
of a new humanity."

This philosophy today 1s called "intolerance™ and the World Enemy
justifiably holds up Hitler as the very personification of it, Their ideal
is called "multiculturalism”. It amounts to confusion amongst a
plethora of foreign ways. For myself, 1 hadn't thought of that as
"worshipping other gods” but, nonetheless, that's what it 15 in working
reality.

And if you don't go along? The enemy-controlled media and taste
making apparatus starts off by calling you « "square” and from there it
works its way up to "Nazi",

"Dig those rhythm 'n' blues..."

Here is what most people are helplessly caught up in: The very
inertia of the prevailing system and its mindset. They say theirs is a free
saciety, full of freedom of speech and expression. Bur just try being
racially orienred and just try expressing your deep concern over the
uondue amount of Jewish influence in national affairs. It was their
"right" to tzke over and now it is their "authority” which shuts you up.

What was it that cthe prophets were alluding 10 when they wrote
their lamentations on the depths to which their society had sunk? 1
believe we have that answer everywhere about us today. Hitler ceetainly
had it isolated. And be began to realize how it operared and the way in
which it must be fought.

"“Thvrsfore the pricdent shasi kesp silence tn that time: for it ir an e
time."
— Amos, Chapter Five, Verse 13.
And in the present time and place exactly what is it that you do not
spesk openly of if you know which side your bread is buttered on?

Of course, anything involving Jewish domination or the inequality
of human races.
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But the individual must ask himself: Is it due to the righteousness
of the prevailing dogma, L.e,, forced rolerance, or 15 it as the result of a
brutal and quite intolerant alien dictatorship?

"The psyche of the great masses is not receptive to
anything that is half-hearted and wealk."

That was Mein Kampf. The following is from First Connthians,
Chapter Fourteen, Verse § —

"For if the traompei give an uncertain sound, who shali prepare binuself
to do battle?"

Returning to Mein Kampf -

"If Social Democracy is opposed by a doctrine of
greater truth, but equally brutal in its methods, the latter
will conquer, though this may require the bitterest

struggle."

"They fear an impotent, spincless genius less than a
forceful nature of moderate intelligence."

"But with the greatest enthusiasm they commend
weaklings in both mind and force."

"Terror at the place of employment, in the factory, in
the mceting hall, and on the occasion of mass
demonstrations will always be successful unless opposed
by equal terror."

A fundamental difference 13 thereby struck between the words of
Jesus and those of Hider, dictated sofely by the circumstances each
man found himself constrained to acknowledge and work within. In
Germany in the Twentes, there were the means and the chance w fight
and to win. In Judea of Jesus' tme, it was far wiser to "tum the other
cheek" rather than provide the enemy with the fuel he needed 1o come
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after you even harder. What of the deplomble, incomprehensible
situation in the United Stares roday?

“Bebid, 1 send you forth ar theep in the midit of wolves: e ye therfore
wise as serpents, and barmiess as doves,”
— Mathew, Chapter Ten, Verse 16.

Clearly, and from much direct personal eXperience on my own part,
Jesus, in the above quotation, has lid out the situation as it not only
existed in his time and place but also for the fighter for the truth in the
wortld today. You are on your own and you'd berter know it, Do your
best to break the darkness but don't provide the enemy an opening o
come after you

Not-so-subtle leverage on the part of those with all the power, of
course. Besides thetr techniques of brainwash, besides the implicit
threat of physical danges, there is the far more insidious and paralyzing
fear of, as Hitler purs it -

"...the use of economic pressure is always permitting
blackmail, as long as the necessary unscrupulousness is
present on the one side, and sufficient sheep-like patience
on the other."

Jesus continues 10 this line -

"o The foxes fnre bodss, and the birds of the air kave wests; bud the
San af man hath not where to lay bis head."
-~ Matthew, Chapter Eight, Verse 20.

"And again 1 ay unto you, i is easier for a camel lp go through the
eye of @ nevelle, than for a rich wuan to exiter into the Eingdons of God”
— Matthew, Chapter Twenty, Verse 24,

When 1 was a child and they tried ro instruct me 1n the Bible, words
such as the ones above were far removed from that day's realicy. They
made no sense. It was all so esorenc as o be meamingless, Today,



however, we see how the enemy will sretke fisst ac the individual's
material wealth whenever this enemy may percerve "trouble”,

The individual may choose to divest himself of all this baggage and
high-profile vulnerability or he may wait until he is attacked by the
enemy and, most likely, 15 crushed in body as well as in spine, not to
mention being made a hormble spectacle of as 2 warning to the rest of
the sheep.

A White majority thus stands by while an alien minority viciously
and with impuniry slashes at and destroys its whole past, preseat and
furure.

Hitler concludes

"Only a knowledge of the Jews provides the key with
which to comprehend the inner, and consequently real,
aims of Social Democracy."

"The erroneous conceptions of the aim and meaning
of this party fall from our eyes like veils, once we come to
know this people, and from the fog and mist of social
phrases rises the leering grimace of Marxism."

The subject of Hitler and the [ews, As Hitler goes to some length
to pont out, he knew next to nothing about Jews while growing up.
They were simply scarce in the towns and villages of Upper Austria
where Hitler lived as a child and as a youth, Neither could a very young
petson be expected to sense or suspect their influence from afar,
despite thetr lack of immediate physical presence,

We wonder how the young Jesus came abour his initial impressions
of Jews, his first awarcness of them, We know by the gospels that his
patents had 10 steal the infant Jesus out of Judea and nto Egype lest
he be murdered by them on orders of the Jewish King Herod, along
with an unknown number of male infanrs in the region of Bethlehem
in an effort to foreseall the Biblical prophecy which concerned Iseael
and not Edom, that i<, racial Jews.

"And being warmed of God in i dreant that they (the wise men) showli
wot winrn to Hervd, they departed into their own cosetry anstber way."”

"And when rhey wyre departed, bebold, the anpel of the Lond
appearetl 1o Josgph in a dvearm, saying. Arive, and take the young liid
and bis mother, and flee into Egype, and be thow there wuti! 1 bring thes
wnrd: for Hervd will seek the yosng child ty destroy bim,"

"Then Herad, wien be som that be was mocked of the wisz men, was
excopedding wroth, and sent jorth, and slew all the children that were in
Besblebem, and in all the coasts thereof, from two_pears old and wndbr,
avoording fo the time which he had difigently enqucired of the wite men."

—  Marthew, Chaprer Two, Verses 12, 13 and 16.
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We know that after some time had passed, Jesus' family returned to
Judea with him but established themselves in the area of Galilee, the
lazt White stronghold in the Holy Land, where the young Jesus could
grow into adulthood protected in the safety of the numbers of the
Benjamites which made up the local population. Benjamites today have
as their own home Iceland. Otherwise, they are u scattered tribe,
among them the Normans,

"But wien Herod was dead, bebold, an angel of the Lard appearerh
in a drewn 1o Joseph in Egypr"

"Saying, Anise, and taks the yorng child and bis mother, and go into
the land of Lsracl: for they are dead which sought the young child's fife."

"But wiren he heand that Archelans did reign in [udea in the reom of
bis fatber Herod, be was afraid to go thither: notwithstanding, being
warned of God in a dream, be turned aside inio vhe parts of Galvlee:"

~ Matthew, Chapter Two, Verses 19, 20 and 22.

In all honesty and objectivity, it would be hard to imagine any
impression upon a young mind in ight of these factors other than thar
the very world he was living in being nothing more or less than a
seething nest of vipess.

And it is here where the pronouncements of Hitler and Jesus most
closely come to equate each othes, both in their strident tone 2ad in
their length relative to all other topics. Hitler wrtes ia chaprer two of

Mein Kampf -

"There were few Jews in Linz. In the course of the
centuries  their outward appearance had become
Europeanized and had taken on 2 human look; in fact, |
even took them for Germans. The absurdity of this idea
did not dawn on mec because I saw no distinguishing
feature but the strange religion. The fact they had, as 1
belicved, been persecuted on this account sometimes
almost turned my distaste at unfavorable remarks about
them into horror."

I'his would mean thar Hitler started off on the question of the Jews
st the same "square one” as practically anyone growing up in the
L'nited States in the peresent day, We need to realize exactdy what it was
that changed Hitler's opinion, Was it the "insanity” or the "syphilis” as
the "experts" assest? Was it convemient "scapegoating” as other
“scholars” mamtain? Or mightn't it be just the way Hitler himself
describes it 45 he continues in his own masterwork, wntten and
intended so that we might know this very answer? Why, tndeed, turn
awav from the truth to look elsewhere?

"Then I came to Vienna."

"Thus far | did not so much as suspect the existence
of an organized opposition to the Jews."

"For the Jew was still characterized for me by nothing
but his religion, and therefore, on the grounds of human
tolerance, I maintained my rejection of religioug attacks
in this case as in others. Consequently, the tone
particulacly that of the Vicnnese anti-Semitic press,
seemed to me unworthy of the cultural tradition of a great
nation. I was oppressed by the memory of certain
occurrences in the Middle-Ages, which I should not have
liked to see repeated.”

The "occurrences” Hitler refers ro include the deliberate spreading
of the Black Death by local Jews through the dumping of
contaminated corpses mco public wells, etc. The betrayal, once agam,
of their own communities by their opening the gates to the invading
Mongols while they themselves wore yellow armbands o spare
themselves from the slaughter they were bringing down on the Whites.
And the "Blood Accusation™: The taking of White, Christian children
at the time of thete high holy days, cutting their throats, collecring the
blood, drying it and bakmg it into their bread. This is not even to
mennon their close identification with financial usury. But memories
such as these are what led the peoples of Europe to canry oot penodic
"pogroms" against the Jewish populations in their midst.
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However, the passage previously quoted from Mein Kampf about
Hitler's earliest thoughts on the Jews does not jibe well with the image
of the man as propounded in the media. Not only did Hitler begin with
a neutrality on the Jewish question, he began by being repulsed by and-
Jewish sentiments, To go further, in light of Hitler's paragraph, it
would seem more than likely thar there were and still are innumerable,
incipient "Hitlers" out there among the sullen and disgruntled White
masses who are but waiting to have revealed 1o them the primary
source of all their woes.

In face, just as next ro no one knows the real Jesus, the image most
people have of Hitler — thanks to the Jewish owned and operated
media — that of the mad and thoroughly obnoxious hater, is that of a
"Jewish Hitler" and, as you'll see, has no bearing upon the realiry, the
actual person,

Hitler goes on abour the Jews ~

"Once, as 1 was strolling through the inner city, |
suddenly encountered an apparition in a black caftan and
black hair locks. ‘Is this a Jew?" was my first thought."

"For a few hellers I bought the first anti-Semitic
pamphlets of my life. Unfortunately, they all proceeded
from the supposition that in principle of the reader knew
on even understood the Jewish guestion to a certain
degree. Besides, the tone for the most part was such that
doubts again arose in me, due in part to the dull and
amazingly unscientific arguments favoring the thesis."

"The whole thing secemed to me so monstrous, the
accusations 30 boundless, that, tormented by the fear of
doing injustice, I again became anxious and uncertain."

Science aside, let us refer to the Bible itself for all we need to know
regarding the evolvement of what are called Jews. That this confusion
is cleared up in the mind of the individual is absolutely critical

First, the term "Jew" does not appear in the Bible until Second
Kings, Chapter Sixteen, Verse 6. That is only a passing reference but it



15 found fully half way through the Old Testament, It is the reason for
this that must be understood.

Throughout the Bible mention is made constandy of Hebrews and
Istaclites. But Jews only come in very lately, during the time of Tsrael's
painful and hideous decline. This is no coincidence.

One tool employed by the Bible's framers to underscore and to
emphasize is tepetidon, as we mentioned earlier, And this 1s only used
when it is utterly necessary for the reader to catch what is being
brought forth —

"Hitrites, Hivites, Amonres, Jebusites, Perizzites and Canaanites”.
This 15 a listing of mibes of peoples of races alien to Tarsel and it is
repeated in the Old Testament no fewer than & dozen times between
the books of Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy and foshua.

Concering these people, God commands Israel -

"Clserve thow thai which 1 command thee this day: bebold, I drive ot
before thee the Amorite, and the Canaasnite, and the Hettite, and the
Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusive,"

“Tiake hevd to thyself; lest thow make i covenamt with the inbabitants
of the land whither thon goest, lest it be for a smare in the pridst of thes:"

"But ye shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut down
sheir groses:"

"Cor thow shalt worsbip no other god: for the Lord, whase wamse i

Jealons, is a fewloser God:"

"Lest thow make a covenant with the inbabitants of the fand, and they
2e a whoring after their gads, and do saveifice wnto their gods, awd one sl
thee, and thon eat of bis sacrifice’”’

" Aned thou take thetr daughters mwto thy sons, and their daughters go
@ whoring after thesr gods, and make thy sons g0 a whoring affer theer
cod.”

- Exodus, Chapter Thirty-Four, Verses 11 through 16.

"Speak unto the childrow of Lsracl, and say unto thems, when ye are
passsd over Jordam into the land of Camaan;”

"Then ye shall drive out all the inbubitants of the famd from bejore
_you, and destroy all their pictwres, and deitroy adf thetr molien images, and
guaitte plck dowy all their high places:"!
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"And yr shall disposiess the inhabitants of the land, and duwell thervin:
for I bare given you the land to possess i4,"
"But if ye will not drive ont the inbabisants of ths land from befare
s theu- it shall come to pass, that those whish ye fet remain of them
shaif be pricks in your eyes, and thorns i yowy sides, awd shall vex you in
the land wherein ye dwell"”

"Moreaver it shall come to pars, that I shali db wnto you, a1 I thought

to do unto them.”
—  Numbers, Chapter Thirty-Three, Verses 51, 52, 53, 55

and 56.

The Israclites were the last White element 1o leave the dymg Egypt,
with its racial miasma and its panthcon of false gods. They militanly
seized for themselves Egvpt's most north-easterly province — Canaan
— so that they might preserve their racial and cultural miegnry. God
was warning them 1o take great care and not to run straight into a
potential situation similar to the one they had just been extricated from,
that 13, of mulo.racialism and multi-culturalism.

To stress the urgency of the issue, God goes on —

“When the Lord thy God sbill bring thee iwlo the land whither thow
Lveit fo possess i, and hath cast awt mawy nations before thee, the Hittises,
and the Girgashitss, and the Amovites, and the Canaaniter, and the
Perizzites, und the Fivites, and the Jebusites, seven nations greater and
mighiter thaw thow,"

" And when the Lard thy God rhalf defiver ther before ther, thow shait
smeite them, and wtterly destroy them; thoy shalt make no covenant with
them, nor shos mercy unto thewe"™

"Nesther shalt thow make marriages with themy thy dasghter thou
shalt not give unto bis son, nor bis daughter shalt thow take unto thy son."

"For thsy will twrn away thy son from following me; that they may
serset ather gods: so will the anger of the Lord be kindled againit you, and
destroy thee suddenly.”

~ Deuteronomy, Chapter Seven, Verses 1 through +.

The rules of warfare are discussed next, having to do, among other
things, with the acceptance of the surrender of enemy cities. However,



again to underscore the waiting danger as the decisive moment arnives,
God stresses yer again —

"Bt of the sities of these people, which the Lond thy God doth give
thee for an inberstance, thou shalf sape alive notbing that breathesh:”

"Bur thou shalt utierly deitroy them; wamedy, the Hittites, and the
Amonites. the Canaanites, and the Perigzmites, the Hivites, and the
Jebusites; as the Lord thy Gad bath commanded thee:""

— Deuteronomy, Chapter Twenty, Verses 16 and 17,

Huge slaughter 1 recorded 1n the Baok of Joshua. However, it is
also in thar book that the first fatal eerors of omassion are detaled.

The first of these involved a band of Hivites who didn't wish to
jomn the fate of all their dead brothers who had faced Israel in battle.

"They did work wiltly. umd went and made as if they bad been
ambassadors,”"

"And they went 1o Joshwa wnte the camp ar Gilyal, and suid wnto
him, and 2o the men of Isvac, We be comy froms a far vountry: now therefore
make ye a leagse with ns."

" And the men of 1eraed said unto the Hivites, Peradventire e durell
among wi; and how shall we make a ieagne with youn?"

" And Jashia mads peace with them, and made a leagus with them, to
et them live: and the princes of the congregation sware wnlo them."

" And the children of Lorael smote them not, becasse the primes of the
cungreguiion b sworn saddo the by the Lord God of Lsnael. AAnd aii the
congregaiion muemured qgaivst the prinees."

— Joshua, Chaprer Nine, Verses 4, 6,7, 15 and 18.

This was but the begioning. Joshua, Chapter Thirteen, Verse 13,

srates —

"Neverthiless the children of Lsracl expelied not the Gestierites, nor
the Maachathites: but the Geshurites and the Maavhathites duwll among
the Liraelties wntid thes diy.”



"Ar for the Jebmsites, the mbhabitants of Jevsialnm, the diliren of
Tadah could not drive them ont: but the Jebusites covell with the cbaldren
of Judab at Jersesalem wnto this day."

— Joshua, Chapter Fifeeen, Verse 63.

" And they drave wot out the Canaamuitys tkat duwelt in Gezger: but the
Canaanites dwell anong the Ephrammiies wnto this day, and serve under
tritte.”"

~ Joshua, Chapter Sixteen, Verse 10

"Yer tiv children of Manasseh could not drive okt the inhaiitanls of
thase cities; bt the Canaanites would aaell in that land."

"Yer it came to pass, when the hildres of Lirael were waxen strong,
that they put the Canaaniies fo tribute, but did wot atterly drive tiem
ont, "

~ Joshua, Chaprer Seventeen, Verses 12 and 13.

"And tive Lord was with Judab; and be dvave ot the inbabilants of
the mosntain; bui conid not driee out the inhabisants of the railey, becanse
they had chanists of iron,"”

~  Judges, Chapter One, Verse 19.

There follows a veritable laundry list of all these omissions
committed on the part of the rest of the Tribes of Israel as they each
fell short of completing and thereby secunng the task given to them
by God in the one opportunity they'd have to do t.

Benjamin, Manasseh, Ephraim, Zcbulun, Asher, Naphtali, Dan and
Joseph, respectively, each stopped short and made slaves of these other
vatious alien tribes. (Judges, Chapter One, Verses 27 through 35,

The Bible goes on to make a pomr of the following —

“And an angel of the Lord came up froms Geigal to Bovhim, and sasd,
I made you 1o go up owt of Egypt, and have brought you wnto the land
wiich 1 sware wnto your fatbers; and I said, | will never broak nry covenant
with you."

And so should anyone trathfully seck the onginal author and
source of the order for the "Holocaust”, look no further than God
Himself.

Time and proximity took their prediceable course -

"And the chifdren of Livavl dweit among tbe Canaawites. Hittites, and
Amorites, and Perizzites, and Hivites, and Jobusites:”

"And tiny task Hir danghters fo be fheir wivs, and gare ther
danghters 1o their sons, and served their gods.”

~ Judges, Chaprter 'Three, Verses 5 and h.

If this begins to sound the lease bie famibiar, it should. This was a
case of 2 White sociery accepting within itself, however bit by bit,
significant numbers of those of mclly alien nations, The evils bred by
this are always the same. It is what is killing the United States today.

From that racial mix in ancient Israel there azose not only a bastard
breed bur a bastard philosophy, namely, Jews and Judaism.

The fabnc and stnacture of the nation irself finally succumbed to
the confusion and corruption that ensued and, first, Ismael in the north,
then Judah in the south, were deported by Assynans and Babylonians.

What aext took place only made matters much worse —

"ud the king of Assyria brought neen from Babylon, and jrom
Cathat, and from Ava, and from Hamath, and from Scpbaraim, and
piaced them in the cities of Samaria (Isracl) instead of the chldren of
Lsrasl: and they posiessed Sanmaria, and dwelt i the cittes thervof”

—  Second Kings, Chapter Seventeen, Verse 24,
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Precisely there do we have the racial compositon of Jews and it was
— if you will recall - that the term "Jew” itself made its first appearance
m Second Kings, Chapter Sixteen, Verse 6. An established muddie of
racial and cultural confusion. The reader of the Bible has to be sharp
somewhat but, obviously, not overly so in order 1o be able to catch
what the writers are trying to convey.

It goes a bir further —

"W herefore tiey spake fo the king of Assyria, saying, The nattons
which thom bais removed and plaved tn the dties of Samania (Israel), £mow
mot the manner of the God of the Land: thersfors b bath sewt ons anweng
themw, and, bebold, they siay tiem, besause they Enow nat the manner of
the God of the land.”

"Vhen the king of Asyria commanied, taving, Caryy thither owe of
the privsts whose ye brought from thence: and ket bim go and davil there,
and let bin leash thene the manner of #be God of tbe Jand"

"So they feared the Tord. and made unto themselves of the Jowvst of
thenr priests of the bigh places, which sacrificed for thems tn the bowses of
the bigh places.”

“They feared *the Lond, and served their own gods. after the manner
of the mations whomr they carvivd away from thence."”

—  Second Kings, Chaprer Seventeen, Verses 26, 27, 32

and 33.

In roday's world we have an exact parallel to this phenomenon: The
teaching of Christanity to Negro slaves in the West Indies — most
notably on the island of Hispaniola or Haiti — and their mixing in the
customs and beliefs they had brought with them from Afnea. In this
case, the result was Voodoo. In the Biblical mstance, the result was
Tudaism. That was the fate of the Hebrew Temple and itis the "strange
teligion” that Hitler spoke of carlier n this segment.

The Jews of today classify themselves into rwo categorics:
Sephardim and Ashkenazim. The former are those whose origing we
have just discussed. The larter group, of whom is comprised more than
eighty percent of all those calling themselves Jews today, are the racial
descendants of what history knows as Khazars. Pror to the turn of the
First Millennium A.D., this lazge empire which roughly occupied the
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area between the Black and the Caspian Seas, converted en masse to
Judaism.
The Bible, however, knew this kind and these people as Gog and

Magog ~

"Son of man, st thy fave qzaingt Gog, the jand of Magog, 1he chief
prince of Meshech and Tubal, and prophecy against bim."

"And say, thus saith the Lard God; Bebold, | am aqgeinst thee, O
Grag, the chast prinee of Mesbech and Tubal:"

— Ezelael, Chaprer Thirty-Eighr, Verses 2 and 3.

These two aforenamed, Meshech and Tubal, are listed i First
Chronicles, Chapres One, Verses 4 and 5, as the sons of Japheth, the
eldest of Noah's three sons. Not wanting to sace too far ahead, this
means that these people had a strong, if not complete, Mongolian
steain 0 their racial composition. And nor wanting to appear overly
crude or humorous, the movement of which 1 have long been 2 part
has a saying, "These Jews didn't get their looks by attending
synagogue.” Now you can understand why,

The great majority of the White Iscaelites had left the area, bound
for Western Europe, by 500 B.C, -

“Awd I s3ll seatter thee among the beatben, amd disperse thee in the
conntries, and will consume thy filckiness out of thee.”
~  Ezekiel, Chapter Twenty-Two, Verse 15.

The filthy element stayed behind in the form of the Sephardic Jews
there in the Middle East until, first, the Romans broke them up after
70 A.DD, and then, second, the Islamic Turks broke up the Ashkenazic
Jews after 800 AD. It was from there that they filtered their way mnto
our midst in Europe,

Finally this from Isaiah to put the cap on the ending of this, the
greatest of confustons —

"Awd ye shall leare your nams for a curse unto my chosen: for the
Lord God shall slay thee, and sall bis servanis by another nanie:”
~  Isaiah, Chaprer Sixty-Five, Verse 15,
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Jesus never expressed a single moment’s worth of uncerrainty
where the nature of the |ews was concerned —

“Ye arc of your father the derdl, and the lnsti of your father ye will do.
e war @ mnerdderer from the beginming, and abode wot in the truth, because
there is o tewth in bim. Wihen be speaketh a fie, b speaketh of bis oun:
for by is o far, and the faiber of 1"

~ John, Chapter Eight, Verse 44.

Hitler continues —

"Yet I could no longer very well doubt that the objects
of my study were not Germans of a special religion, but a
people in themselves... & people which even ourwardly
had lost all resemblance to Germans."

"And whatever doubts I may still have nourished were
finally dispelled by the attitude of a portion of the Jews
themselves... this was the Zionists."

"It looked, to be sure, as though only a part of the Jews
approved this viewpoint, while the great majority
condemned and inwardly rejected such a formulation.
But when examined more closely, this appearance
dissolved itself into an unsavory vapor of pretexts
advanced for mere reasons of expedience, not to say lies.
For the so-called liberal Jews did not reject the Zionists
as non-Jews, but only as Jews with an impractical,
perhaps even dangcrous, way of avowing their
Jewishness, "

"Intrinsically they remained unalterably of one piece."
"In a short time | was made more thoughtful than ever

by my slowly rising insight into the type of activity carried
on by the Jews in certain fields."

"Was there any form of filth or profligacy, particularly
in cultural life, without at lcast one Jew involved in it?"

"If you cut even cautiously into such an abscess, you
found, like a maggot in a rotting body, often dazzled by
the sudden light, a kike!"

[f that should sound too rypically prejudiced for any objective and
fair person to swallow whole, it at least has its own parallel in the Bible
ﬂlSII -

"And when Pasf was abost to open bis mosth, Gailio said unty the
Jews, If it mvre a mutter of wrong or wicked lewidneis, O ye Jews, reason
would that | should bear with you:"

- Acts, Chapter Eighteen, Verse 14,

This Gallio, incidentally, was the brother of the famous Roman
philosopher, Sencca.
Retuming ro Hitler in Mein Kampf —

"...I became acquainted with their activity in the
press, art, literature, and the theater. It sufficed to look at
a billboard, to study the names of the men behind the
horrible trash they advertised. This was pestilence,
spiritual pestilence, worse than the Black Death of olden
times, and the people was being infected with it! It goes
without saying that the lower the intellectual level of one
of these art manufacturers, the more unlimited his fertility
will be, and the scoundrel ends up like a garbage
scparator, splashing his filth in the face of humaniry."

"The fact that nine-tenths of all literary filth, artistic
trash, and theatrical idiocy can be set to the account of a
people, constituting hardly one hundredth of all the
country’s inhabitants, could simply not be talked away; it
was the plain truth,”
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"A thousand things which | had hardly seen before
now struck my notice, and others, which had previously
given me food for thought, I now learned 1o grasp and
understand."

"The relation of the Jews 1o prostitution and, even
more, to the white-slave traffic, could be stmdied in
Vienna as perhaps no other city of Western Europe...
When thus for the first time I recognized the Jew as the
cold-hearted, shameless, and calculating director of this
revolting vice traffic in the scum of the big city, a cold
shudder ran down my back."

The catharsis for Hitler came at last when -

"...I recognized the Jew as the leader of the Social
Democracy and the scales dropped from my eyes. A long
soul struggle had reached its conclusion.”

"...to my deep and joyful satisfaction, I had art last
come to the conclusion that the Jew was no German."

"Only now did I become thoroughly acquainted with
the seducers of our people.”

"The great masses could be saved, if only with the
gravest sacrifice in time and patience,"

"But a Jew could never be parted from his opinions."

Here once more [ feel 1 bave to break into Hider's own
commentary to point out to the reader who may have been oo well-
conditioned by the "P.C." media, etc., that this statement of Hitler's,
again on the Jews, however outrageous it may seetn, has its Biblical
parallel —

"The Son of man came sating wnd drinking, and they say, Bebold a
man gluttonons, and a winebibber, a friend of publivans and sinners. But
wisdoms 25 justifisd of ber children.”

— Matthew, Chapter Eleven, Verses 16 through 19.

"Vhe Pharisees alse wirh the Saddwees came, and tempiing desired
bi that be swould show thent a sign froms beasen,"

"He answered amd said wnio them, when i i1 evening, yo say, # will
i futr weatlner: for the tky is red.”

" And in the morning, it will bs foui weather todaty: for the sky is rvd
and fowering. O ye bypoerites, ye can discern the fave of the sky; but can

e moi descern the signs of the tines?”

A wucked and adulterous genzration seeketh after a mign; and there
shall be mo sign given wnto i, but the sign of the prapbet Jomar. Awd be
kit themr and departed.”

Here evolves something of not only the Jewish mmd but also the
mind of all those whose intellect and spint has succumbed to dominaat
Jewish influence.

If today's fighters for the truth would hearken more to the words
of Jesus, we'd find 4 lot less "legalistic" persecutions coming from the
direction of the LR.S, and the AT F.

Earlier we quoted Hitler as he said something remarkably similar to
everything Jesus projected abour salvation and redemption of the
people. This was, after all, the mission and purpose of both men,

In yet another illustration of whar might be taken as an imbalance
in the respective tmpostance placed upon cerrain issues berween Hitler
and Jesus, Hitler, at this poinr, devotes a single line to the subject of

"The better acquainted | became with the Jew, the
more forgiving I incvitably became toward the worker."
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At times, Jesus can capsulize a powerful thought in only a word or
a line, At other times, it i3 lefe up to Hitler,
Hitler goes on ~

"I now began to track down the sources of the Marxist
doctrine. ...the original founders of this plague of the
nations must have been veritable devils; for only in the
brain of a monster — not that of 2 man — could the plan of
an organization assume form and meaning, whose
activity must ultimately result in the collapse of human
civilization and the consequent devastation of the world."

"In this case the only remaining hope was struggle,
struggle with all the weapons which the human spirit,
reason, and will can devise, tegardless of which side of
the scale of fate should lay its blessing."

"...suddenly there rose up in me the fearful question
whether inscrutable Destiny, perhaps for reasons
unknown to us poor mortals, did not with eternal and
immutable resolve, desire the final victory of this little
nation."

"Was it possible that the earth had been promised as
a reward to this people which lives only for this earth?"

1 believe we have succeeded in cracking this age-old mystery thusly:
The Bible conrains the answer, Yes, Satan will win all of the batdes
cartied out aguinst men, But, as should be obvious, Satan must be
represented in the flesh somehow in order to affect this carthly contest.
His earthly manifestation is in the person of the Jews. The Jews and
Satan being the same then, we may know the fate of the Jews when
reading of the fate of Satan in Revelanon and elsewhere.

Here is some rare insight on the matter —

"Now these are the nations which the Lard left, to prove Liravi by

them, ¢ren as many of Isvasl as bad wot kwosm all the wars of Canaan,”
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"Only that the generaitons of the chaldren of Lirasl mght Know, fo

At the outset of chaprer three of Memn Kampf, Hitler expresses the
opinion that

“...a man should not engage in public political
activity beforce his thirticth year,”

Hitler cites as the reasons for this

“Molding a general platform®, “basic philosophy™ and
“firmness of outlook™.

S0 it was also with Jesus of Nazareth —

"Awd Jesus himself began to le abont thirty years of age, besng {as was
suppased) the son of Joseph, which was the son of Heli,"
- Luke, Chapter Three, Verse 23,

Hitler was bormn April 20th, 1889, at Brannau, Austda. Thirty years
larer, in 1919, he began his association with the German Workers Party
mn Munich.

Of course, from Mein Kampf, we know where and how Hitler
received his traming for his future carcer. But, in the case of Jesus, the
corresponding period is known as "the lost years”, Tradition has 1t,
however, that Jesus spent his time growing up between studving with
the religions sect responsible for leaving us the Dead Sea Scrolls, the
Essencs, with the pricsts of Fgypt and among the Druids of southemn
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England collecting the secrets and wisdom of the lost but patent 1o all
cevilizations: Atlantis,

Most of the founding members of the NSD.AP,, the National
Socialist German Workers Party, were and had been also members of
the Thule Society, 2 group dedicated to ancient, Aryan wisdom and
rayth which, by definition, paralleled the same groundings which Jesus
himself had been mnculcsted with. Thus is explaned Hider's own
undeniable "mystcism”,

Thule irself, according to myth, is the lost homeland of the Norse
people, having disappeared long sgo under the North Sex and, thereby,
sharing stnking parallels with Atlanos.

John spoke of a “marmiage” between Jesus and the people of lsmel.
Hiter went on at length about this very same thing although next to
no one catches the connection —

"Let s e glad and rejoice and gite bowor (o him: for the marriage of
the Lamis is come, and his wife harh made berself ready.”

" And he saith wnte me, Wiite, Blessed are they winich are called unto
the marriage supper of the Lanmb, And be saith uwto me, these are the
poey sayings of God."

"And I saw beasen apencd, and bebold a winte horse; and he that sat
wpon him was called Faithfiel and Trave, and ist righteousnsss e dord judge
and make war."

- Revelaton, Chapter Nineteen, Verses 7,9 and 11,

Hitler is often quoted as saying that he was married to Germany,
The motto of Hitler's 88 was, "Mein Ehre Heist Treue", or "My Honor
Is Loyalty". The "S8" equivalent among the ancient Hebrews was the
Nazirite order. Numbers, Chapter Six ~

"He shall separate himself from wine and strong drink,"

Hitler was well-known ss not only a teetotaler but also as a
vegetanan,

Hitler first cites the kind of "leaders” and the kind of "government”
typical of the world, using them as prime examples of what NOT to
ideahize —



“_the kind of man whose only conviction is lack of
conviction, combined with an offensive impertinence and
art of lying."

"..their unreliable attitude in national questions,
always turned against German interests in critical matters
affecting the Germans — in order not to alienare the
members of the various foreign nationalities."

Jesus takes the ball aad runs with 1t -

"Far they bind heavy bardens amd grierons o fie borne, and lay then
on men's chowiders; but they themselves will not move thers with o of
thetr fengers.”

"Woe unto yow, wriber and Pharisees. bypocrites! For ye devonr
widows bowses, and for @ pretensy maks lony prayer: therefore ye shail
receiee the greater damnation."”

"I¥oe xnto yow, soribes and Phariszes, bypocrites! For ye compass sea
and land to make ane proseivte, and when be is made, y2 make him twofold
more the child of hell than yowrselver.”

"Ye hiind guides, which strain at o gwat, and swallow a camel,"

"Woe anto you, jeribes and Phvisces, bypocestes! For ye make cican
the ontside of the platter, but wirhin they are fiell of extortton and excesi, .

"Woe umto_you, seritiss and Pharisees, hypovrites! fur ye are fike unio
whited repidobers, which imdesd appear beantifil outwand. bt are wrhin
full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleauness.”

“Ye serpents. ye genenaiion of wipers, how can ye excape the damnation
af heli?"
~  Matthew, Chaprer Twenty-Three, Vetses 4 14,15, 24,
25, 27 and 33.

It should hasdly be necessary of me to point out the reality thatit is
from this same stock exclusively that all so-called "leaders”, "officuls”
and "elected representatives” which we are plagued with today arc cut.

This kind of inherent weakness and lack of truly natonal will and
kesolve inevitably gives way 1o some other influence that knows what
it's after and has the determination to go for it. Hider states —



"The Western democracy of today is the forerunner of
Marxism which without it would be quite unthinkable. It
provides this world with the culture in which its germs
can spread.”

In short, managed confusion, Literally 2 shell game. Whar amounts
to an "open marrage" with the White nations, as the "bride”, being
violated by a succession of ill-suited and totally unworthy "lovers".
This killed ancient Istzel just as it will eventually kill any nation. The
political answer to this shameful disgrace, as successfully implemented
by Hitler, 1s dubbed by the champions of confusion as "dictatorship”,

“$o she divorsered ber whoredoms, and disenvred her nakedness: then
nry mind was alienated from ber, ke as ny mind was alienaied from ber
siter.”

"For ibe doted upon their pavamours, whose flesh is as the flesh of
asses, and whose ixswe &5 like tie issme of borses.”!

—  Ezekiel, Chapter Twenty-Three, Verses 2. 4,5, 7, 8, 11,

18 and 20,
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Authority with responsibiliry. Or authoritananism. And even of this
the enemies of natural order have made a dirty label with the word
"Fasctsm” which they apply each and every time they sense any

opposition
As Hider writes -

“The parliament arrives at somce decision whose
consequences may be ever 50 numinous — nobody bears
any responsibility for this, no onc can be taken
account, For can it be called an acceptance of
responsibility if, after unparalleled catastrophe, the guilty
government resigns? Or if the coalition changes, or even
if parliament itself is dissolved?”

And 1 would inject on my own: Where's the responsibility for the
unbroken ano-White tend whether [Democrats or Republicans,
liberals or conservatives, may be entering or leaving office? Sell-outs
come and go and are a nickel 3 dozen. After them, only the damage
remains,

Hitler poses the question —

""Isn't the very idea of responsibility bound up with the
individual?"

"lsn't cvery great deed of genius in this world a visible
protest of genius against the inertia of the mass?"

It's too dreary to devote further lines to this dynamic and thss
condition. [odav in the United States, we wallow in it gnd have our
noses rubbed in it without let-up. They use as an excuse the lame
statemnent that, while it may not be pg‘rfect it is the best system going
and, of cousse, roncnncnhcr "love it or leave it", And the living results
are to be seen, indeed, they cannot be escaped. (So I would retort:
Leave for whese?)

[t is, however, necessary for one moment to retum to the concept
of "managed confusion”, As Hiter states —
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"...the political opinion of the masscs represents
nothing but the final result of an incredibly tenacious and
thorough manipulation of their mind and soul.”

"...propaganda, (this) falls to the account of the press,
At first I could not help but be amazed at how short a time
it took this great evil power within the state to create a
certain opinion even where it meant totally falsifying
profound desires and views which surely existed among
the public."

[ retuen boefly to Isaiah —

"For the leaderr of this peaple causv them fo ev; and thyy that are led
of theme are destroyed.”
— Isaiah, Chapter Nine, Verse 16.

The word is taste-making. And, once achieved through the
conditioning on the part of the mass media, totally in the hands of alien
Jews, the new "popular opinion” is bounced off of the sold-to-the-
highest-bidder politicians for enactment into legislation. The highest
bidder abways being the Jews, In short, a camouflaged but very real
tyranny... of jews.

Sometimes, however, something takes place to penetrate the fog
and to reestablish the directions of up and down.

Hitler says —

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Hitler deliberatcly uses one of Jesus' most well-known metaphors
to establish it in the mind of the reader that here is the modem-day
rendinon of the very same thought and prinaple. Money controls all,
and we know who controls the money.

Returning to Mein Kampf -

"In world history the man who really rises above the
norm of the broad average usually announces himself
personally,”

Again, contrasting this, Hitler summarizes, saying —

"And that is why this type of democracy has become
the instrument of that race which in its inncr goals must
shun the light of day, now and in all ages of the future.
Only the Jew can praise an institution which is as dirty
and false as he himself."

Of the dealings of just this sort of mstitution and those who make
it up, Jesus said ~

"W hes 1 was daily with you in the temple, ye sivetched forth ne hands
against my: fndl 15 is your bowr, and the power of davksness.”
~ Luke, Chapter Twenty-Two, Verse 53.
It s from this point thar Hitder's pronouncements on the proper
nature of government teuly begin to approach what is meant by the

Lord's Prayer —

"Thy will be done on earth as it i in Inasen.”
~  Luke, Chaprer Eleven, Verse 2.

Hirder states -
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"There can be no such thing as state authority as an
end in itself| for, if there were, every tyranny in this world
would be unassailable and sacred."

It has long been my own assertion that we have already, some time
ago, 1n the United States arrived at preciselv that point. And [ maintain
that it is none other than the Beast System which John speaks of in
Revelarion,

This very thing existed there, in Weimar Germany, in its first
manifestation, its incipient form, And Hitler had this to say about how
the individual should regard it as well as his own relationship to it -

"If, by the instrument of governmental power, a
nationality is lead toward its destruction, then rebellion is
not only the right of every member of such a people =it is
his duty.”

Hitletr continues —

"In general it should not be forgouen that the highest
aim of human existence is not the preservation of a state,
let alone a government, but the prescervation of the
species.”

"Human law cancels out state law,"

"And if a people is defeated in its struggie for human
rights, this mercly means that it has been found too light
in the scale of destiny for the happiness of survival on this
carth, For when a people is not willing or able to fight for
its existence — Providence in its eternal justice has
decreed that people’s end.”

"The world is not for cowardly peoples.”

There is a concept known as sayng the same thing but from
opposite ends of the spectrum, "Unwilling” and "unable”, despite their
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majority - due to the machinations of Jewish subversion of their very
mstitutions placed there, originally, for purposes of “redress”, To work
or to plead for any kind of "jusnce” within a framework of this sort s

to declare one’s self to be unworthy of the very salvation one may be
secking,

"Dare any of you, baving u mratter qgacnst another, go tfo law before
ihe wunist, and not befors the saints?"

“But trother gocth (o law with brother, and that before the
anbefievery,”

— Farst Coninthians, Chaprer Six, Verses 1 and 6.

To quote Hitler, who himgelf again borrows from the very familinr—

""...to speak to such a ‘forum’ is really 1o cast pearls
before the well-known domestic beasts."

The original take on that went this way —

"Grive ot that which i5 boly unte the dogs, weither cast ye your pearls
before i, fest they trampie them wnder their foct, awd turn qgain and
rond you."

— Matthew, Chapter Seven, Verse 6.

Both men are saying that, whenever up against a system which is
iself not of good faith, then, truly, anything you may say can and will
be used against vou.

Should anyone exist in a setting like that and not realize it, then he
is certainly to be counted among the lost. And on the basis of thar,
then, it might be child's play on the other hand o count those who are
not living in darkness.

Elsewhere I've stated that there exasts no real enmity between the
Notse gods, representing as they do the philosophy and religion of
those Aryans which evolved it and them, and that of the Hebrews
slong with their mythology. For we are regarding the same blood and
we trace back to the same event which gave rise to it all. Plas — st is all
governed by the same iron law of Natre. The seeming difference
stems from respective adaption to widely varying circumstances,

Far be it from me to have been the first 1o make this realizavon,
Samnt Paul had this to say two thousand years ago -

"For when the Genttles, which bawe not the lny, do by rature the
thangs contained n the law, these, Baving rot thy law, ary @ law wnto
themeselvess”

"Which show the work of the law writien tn their bearts, Vheir
conscrense alo bearing witness, and theer thonghity te meamphile accuning
or eise excnsing one another;”

~  Romans, Chaprer Two, Verses 14 and 13.

Isolated in and around Scandinavia, Aryans could ger fully on with
their own culture and being, Situated st a crosssoads of contnents and
races, a small enclave of Aryans would be required 1o place much
emphasis upon keeping out foreign influences — to include nfusion of
alien blood. Then too, once worse had come to worse, all social
barriers having failed and there now being outnight alien domination,
just in order 1o remain appropriare to the circumstances and to be real,
a certain strategy along with its tactics would have to be developed.
This was the teaching of Jesus Chrst. And this, by contrast to the sall
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free and pure circumstances of the Norse, appears contradictory 0
evervthing White, to be "weak" and to even be considered subversive.

But what we are really regarding here is a philosophy of guerrilia
warfare, racially and spiritually, as a means of survival against an enemy
system, against an alien and hostile eovitonment. And I maintain that
that is exactly where the White race finds itself today, regardless what
locarion or nationality. The Jewish, Saranic grip is global.

It was that this same disease which had previously taken down the
fortunes of the White race in Palestine had now penetrated to the
North. This was and remains supetlatively critical, for it signals the
onset of the scenanio as written in Revelation. As, not just Germany,
bur all of Western Civilization, all of Christendom, now was facing
direct and sure demise in just the same way as did ancient Israck
Forgetfulness of what actually matters; Internal poisoning by strangers;
Fratricidal conflict and division; Social and epititusl corrupton;
Conquest by foreigners; And, at last, racial bastardization and effective
crasure as 2 specle,

This is the task Hitler now took up, It were as though the ball had
passed from Jesus' half of the court and over to Hitlez, Tt really was a
matter of once more reviving the truth and giving it to the great masses
of people. Jesus' Church had dropped the ball Now it was up 1o
Hitler's Party. But, remember at all times, the truth is ONE. Hitler took
up this struggle in the only realistic — and thereby having any hope of
success — manner which existed. Whatever superficial differences may
seem to emerge due to the presence of the physical means of fighting
— and winning — against this evil in Germany, as opposed to the almost
complete lack of same in Judea, the intrinsic similaritics snould be
more than apparent.

From Mein Kampf, chapter three —

"But the power which has always started the grearest
religious and political avalanches in history rolling has
from time immemorial been the magic power of spoken
word, and that alone."

In shor, the presence of an extraondinary, magnetic, elecrrifying
petsonality.,. a LEADER,
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"Only a storm of hot passion can turn the destinies of
peoples, and he alone can arouse passion who bears it
within himsclf."

Oace more, Hitler's thought is mitrored — presaged — by Saint John:

"I &enow thy works, that thou ari mether cold wot bot: | wordd thow
wyr? aold or hor"!

"So then becanse thow art luksswarns, and wsither cold nor bot, | will
spue thee out of my mouth "

— Revelation, Chaprer Three, Verses 15 and 16,

Hitler connnues —

"It alone gives its chosen one the words which like
hammer blows can open the gates to the heart of a

people.”
And the very same echo from the Bible -

"For I will give you a mouth and wisdam, which all yoser adversaries
shall wot be abie to suinsay mor resist.”
- Luke, Chaprer Twenty-One, Verse 13,

Returning to Mein Kampf —

"But the man whom passion fails and whose lips are
scaled - he has not been chosen by Heaven to proclaim
its wall."

John echoes once more —

"I van of mine own self do nothing: as I bear, I judys: anid nry judgment
2 st because | seek not meine own will, but the will of the father which
hath sent me."

— John, Chaprer Five, Verse 30.
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It struck me long ago thar, in an age well before artficial
amplification, Jesus, in addressing what were termed as "multrudes”,
could hardly have been spealung at a whisper. On a number of
occasions he 15 deseribed as taking a boat off share i order 1o address
the masses of people assembled on the banks. It would be almost
mpaossible 10 imagme him making himself heard over such an area —
with no acoustics , without sounding much the same way as we are
commonly familiar wath Hitler sounding: Passionate,

"Bui o nouch the more went there a jume abroad of bim: and great
muwlistudes came logether 7o hear, and 1 be bealed by him of thvir
infirmaiies."”

"And great multitudes were gatbered logether unio bim, o thai be
nent inlo a stap, and sat; and the whole multitude stood on the shore,”

"And he gpaks piany things anto them in parables,”

—  Matthew, Chapter Thirteen, Verses 2 and 3.

Hitler again —

"If you believe that you have been chosen by fate to
reveal the truth in this marter, do so; but then have the
courage to do so, not indirectly through a political party
~ for this is a swindle; but for today’s evil substitute your

future good."

"But if you lack courage, or if your good is not quite
clear even to yourself, then keep your fingers out of the
matter; in any case, do not attempt by round-about
sncaking through a political movement o do what you
dare not do with an open visor,"

"For the political leader the religious doctrines and
institutions of his people must always remain inviolable;
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or else he has no right to be in politics, but should become
a reformer, if he has what it takes!"

The Bible again -

"For which of you intending to busld a towver, sitteth wor down first,
and counteth the cast, whether b bave sufficient to fisish #e"

"Last haply, afier be bath laid tx founciaiion, and is mot abie 1o finish
#t, adf that bebold it begin to mock hin."

"Sayiny, This man began fo buald, and was ot abie to jintih."

"Or whar king, going io make war againit anobher £ing. sitteth wot
down first, and consuiteth whether by be able with ten thonsand to meet
b that comesh against him with tavafy thousand?"

"Or else, while the other is yot @ great way off, be sondeth an
ambaisage, and desireth conditions of peace.”

"So Lkewise, whasmerer be be of you that forsaketh wot ail that be
hath, be cannor be my discipie.”

— Luke, Chaprer Fourteen, Vesses 28 theough 33.

Hitler had what it took to be a political leader and use cxsting
INsOrunons to re-take the state away from aliens and tum it once again
to the benefit of the people. At no tme during any of this did Hitler
mvolve or affect the Church. The enemy to this day contnues to
defame the memory of Pope Pius for not baving excommunicated

Hitler from the Catholic Church,

Jesus — wnder different condinons — had whar 1t took to be a
religious reformer, seeing that the existing institutions were heyond
salvaging. What results both men achieved amount to no less than
miracles,

Jesus had the rmugher road. But, in Vienna, Hitler surely
expetienced an approximation of how things must have been in the
Judea and Jerusalem of the First Ceatury —

"I was repelled by the conglomeration of races which

the capital showed me, repelled by this whole mixture of
Czechs, Poles, Hungarians, Ruthenains, Serbs, and
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Croats, and everywhere, the eternal mushroom of
humanity - Jews and more Jews,"

"To me the giant city seemed the embodiment of
racial desecration.”

(What would cither man have thought of modem-day New York,
Chicago or Loy Angeles?)

"Even today many would be unable to comprehend
the greatness of such a longing, but I address myself to
those whom fate has either hitherto denied this, or from
whom in harsh cruelty it has taken it away; [ address
myself to all those who, detached from their mother
country, have to fight even for the holy treasure of their
language, who are persecuted and tortured for their
loyalty to the fatherland, and who now, with poignant
emotion, long for the hour which will permit them to
return 0 the heart of their faithful mother; | address
mysclf to all these, and | know that they will understand
me!"

The all-important matrer of the sender and his proper audience is
taken up further by Jesus himself —

"Veersly, rerily, 1 ray unts yow, He that entereth not by the door anto
the sheepfold, but climbath wp some other way, the sams is a thicf and a
ohber."’

"Bt be thar entereth in by the door is the sheplwrd of the sbvep.”

"To fiirn the porter apensth; and the sheep bear bis rotie: and be calleth
bis oww sheep by name, and ieadeth thew ont.”

"And when he putteth forth bis own shegp, be goeth befors thew, and
the sbezp foliow lim: for they £now bis voice,”

“Then sand Jesus swito thewn again, veridy, versly, I say wmto yoi, | an
the door of the sheep.”

AN that ever came befare me are thicves and robbers: but the 1begp
ded mot bear them.”



"I am the good shepherd, and kuemw my sheep, and an known of
nrine."

-~ John, Chapter Ten, Verses 1,2,3,4.7, 8 and 14,

Almost as an aside to this, the reference Hitler made to the German
language irself in danger of being lost amongst the welter of other
peoples has ity own parallel from out of the Bible —

T those days also saw I Jews that had marned wives of Asbdod, of
Ammon, and of Maoab:""

" And their children spake half in the ipeech of Ashdod, and conld nof
speah ins the Jews' languase, but acording to the longuage of cach people,”

— Nchemuah, Chaprer Thirteen, Verses 23 and 24,

Rather reminds one of the situation present in the United States of
the current day, As a people's culture goes, so roo does that peaple
itself evennaally go.

This is the same quest, the same object as Jesus had when he
charged hus followers to proclasm his message and to caery on in his
absence for the sake of the future generations — who, by the way, still
were at that time making their way into the heart of Europe, toward
what, in Hitler's day, would be known as Germany.

And not only Germany but o all of the lands that were 10 became
occupied by nations of Ismael's Twelve Trbes — the "nations”, the
"Gentiles", the "Grecks", the "Scythians", etc. In short, the "lost sheep
of the house of Tsracl"

Two thousand more vears of "doing it their own way", that 1, of
chastisement for having once varied from God's laws, and the
temporary safety of the retreat mto Eutope and the message of |esus
Christ, and the very same evils were back upon them again with full
vengeance. They had achieved greatness, to be sure, just as had been
foretold for them m prophecy, bur they were suffering the results of
this blindness and rebellion.

Of course, exactly on schedule, Satan was again released -
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Q) [ard, why hast thaw made us do erv from Hyy ways, and bardendd
osr hear! from thy fear? Return for thy servants' sake, the tribes of thine
inberitance.”"

"The peaple of thy holiness hare possessed it byt a little while: onr
adversaries hase trodden down thy sawctnany.”

"W are fhine: thos mesvr barest ruls over thens; ihey were nof calied
by thy wame."

— Isaiah, Chapter Sixty-Three, Verses 17,18 and 19.

"For I Enaw their warks and thetr thoughts: it shall come, that 1 sl
gather alf nations and tongues; and they shall come, and see mry glony. o

" Awd T usl] set a sign wmong theon, and 1 w5il send those that esvape
of thens snia the rations, to Tarshish, Pul, and Lad, that draw the bows,
to Tubal and Javan, to the iskes afar of, that bave pos beard my fams,
neither have seent ay glory: and they shall deciare rey 2oty among the
Gentsles”

~ Tsaah, Chapter Sixty-Six, Verses 18 and 19,

" And whea tbe thonsamd yars are exgpived, Satas shall be loosed ot
of bis prison."”

"And shall go ont to deczive the nations which are i the four guarters
of the sarth, Gag and Mages, to gather thens sogether o battle: the niomber
of whom is ar the sand of the wa.”"

— Revelarion, Chapter Twenty, Verses 7 and 8.

Only in the most recent centuries has it been lawful for known,
racial Jews to be found within the nanons of Western Europe. This
"ban" could be =aid to have stood in force for roughly the "thousand
vears” as alluded to in Revelation,

This period of unequalled brilliance and grestness would include
the Renaissance and the Age of Discovery, the establishing of the rule
of the White, Christian empires of Eutope over the whole carth.

The "prison” roughly involved what was the Pale of Sertlement
occupying what was Russia's western-most frontier and including what
had been the ancestral homeland of the Khazars, or the Ashkenazic
Jews: Gog and Magog,
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And the inplication given in Revelation is not only one of mternal
"decext” by the Jews who have invaded the workings of the White
nations, but of their physically bringing against them the measurcless
weight of the colored Third World,

This is whar Hitler realized and fought,

He succeeded in bringing about a state on earth which, first,
expelled the Jews, and then set about arranging itself on a strictly
Biblical basis — a RACIAL STATE. A National Soctalist state. Nothing
like it had ever been seen on earth since the founding of ancient Israel
under the direct auspices of God himself,

A theocracy, in other words.

And Hitler himself was the theocrat.
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Part VI

Hider came o Munich in the spring of 1912, as he begins chapter
four of Mein Kampf, glad ro be at Jast in a German city —

"I grew sick to my stomach when I even thought back
on this Babylon of races."

— as he referred 1o his period in Vienna.

The onginal, historic Babylon had already, by the tune of Joha,
assumed a mythic quality and symbolism for everything filthy and
degenerate, due directly to its conglomeration of divergent races -

"And upon her forehead was a name writren, Mystery,
Babvlon the Great, The Morher Of Harlots And Abominators
Of The Earth."

— Revelation, Chapter Seventeen, Verse 5.

War was 1n the offing and Germany, m Hitler's view, had made a
fundamental errar m forming an alliacce with the Austro-Hungarian
Empire. He wrore -

"...in the first place: Austria had long ceased to be a
German state; and in the second place: the internal
conditions of this Empire were from hour to hour moving
closer to disintegration,"
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"But the people on top made a cult of the ‘ally’, as if it
were the Golden Calf.,"

One more direct and deliberate Biblical reference done on the part
of Hitler to accomplish two things: One, to make an immediate point
and, two, to try to tell his reader that something much bigger was going
on here than mere contemporary statecraft, The original Golden Calf
of the Bible is well worth referring to ac this point for irs illuseranve

purposes —

" And all the peaple brake off the golden earmings which were in their
cars, and tmowghi them unfo Auron,”

" And b recsived them at their band, and faihioned i with a graving
foul, after be bad made it a molten salfs and they said, these be thy gods,
O Israed, which broxghs thee up out af the kand of Egypt.”

— Exodus, Chapter Thirty-Two, Verses 3 and 4.

This nonsense was being carnied on even as Moses was up on
Mount Sinai conversing face-to-face with God and receiving the Ten
Commandments. Humanity's lowering and weakening perceptions
lead them to the creation of these phony "gods" which they at least are
able to "understand”, But, just Like faulty belief, they'll let you down
every time. And in like manner did the tortenng Austnan Empire let
Germany down in the clinches,

Every one of these overtly Biblical references which Hider uses
throughout Mein Kampf, and more, indicate positively that he was
fully awaze of the exact nature of what he was up against and, in line
with that, of his own mission. The world should have seen this oo at
the time — and, indeed, a great many did. However, the Jewish press in
the West made it all appear enu:elv different and, in fact, succeeded in
painting the image of the man and his times which pessisty in the minds
of most 1o this day. More deceit.

The horrible and misbegotten tangle of secret allunces which made
possible the disaster of World War One was examined by Hitler in this
way —

"With England alone was it possible, our rear
protected, to begin the new Germanic March. Our right
to do this would have been no less than the right of
forefathers. None of our pacifists refuses to eat the bread
of the East, although the first plowshare in its day bore
the name of ‘sword™!"

Cold-blooded and calculating aggression, as the detractors of Hider
would insist? The precedent was already sct within the pages of the
Bible -

"Unto these siall the land be divided Jor an inberitance acording 1o
the mumber of pames,"

"To many thew shalt give the more inberitanye, and to few thow shait
ive thy less inberitanse: to eesryone shall bis inheritance be given according
to those that were numbered of bin."”

— Numbers, Chapter T'wenty-Six, Verses 53 and 54.

No one was griping or motalizing when, thirty thousand years ago,
our Cro-Magnon ancestors drove out or killed off the Neanderthals
they found already mhabiting Europe. No one was complaining when
the American pioneers were routing or annihlating the Red Indans
they found waitmg here in North America. By the same token, no ane
gave a single damn when the last of earth’s Whites were literally
cornered back to back in Europe and threatened with extinction by a
succession of Turks, Moors and Mongols,

No. Only the sppeanance most recently of the "New World Order”
has brought with it the deadly trick of the White self-hate guilt tip and
its devastating consequences for all Whites everywhere. Scif-defense
and self-preservation, much less seif-advancement, are now labelled as
criminal activity. What people would thus fatally cripple itself? This
sort of insanity could only have come from an msidious, burrowing
parasite but one which had already seized control of opinion making
media.

Hitier goes on about the causes leading up to the War —
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"Consequently, no sacrifice should have been too
great for winning England’s willingness. We should have
renounced colonies and sea power, and spared English
industry our competition."

The great tragedy of the Twenteth Century was the conflict and
bloodletting berween Germany and England - twice ~ which
effectively brought down the curtain on Weszern, Christan Civilization
and led the way disectly to the Satanic, One-Wortld Beast System,

Far more realisnc and down-to-earth reasons for this are offered
later, and by Hitler himsclf, but, in reading Genesis, one leartis that it
was Judah who had sold Joseph into Egypuan slavery. OF the same
father bur with different mothers, and whether mythological or not,
this enmity was 10 continue in the lives of the two grear nations that
both houses would found in the furure, whether in the form of Judah
and Ephraim or Germany and England.

For Joseph divided his birthright berween his two sons, Ephraim
and Manasseh, which were to become, respectvely, England and the
United Seates. But, ahead of even that, when, after the death of
Solomon about the year 100 B. C, the United Kingdom of Ismel split
i two and engaged in civil war, the one side was led by Ephraim with
the other side being led by Judah,

From Genesis -

"And Judad) sard unto his brethren, what profit is it if we slay onr
brother, and conceal s blood?"

"Camse, amil ket wr soll himy fo te Ishmariites, and et wot onr hand be
upon bim; far be is o brother and our flesh. lund his brethren were
content.”

— Genesss, Chapter Thirty-Seven, Verses 20 and 27,

"And Israel stretched out bis right hand, and latd & upon Ephraim's
head, who was the yownger, awd bix left band upon Manasseh's Iead,
Zwiding bis bands wittingly: for Manasssh was the firsthors.”

"And Joseph saed unto bis fatber, Not jo, my father: for 1his &5 the
[firstbov; put thy right band spon bis bead.”
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" Anid bis father refused, and said, 1 know it, my son, | know i be
also shall becoms a people, and Iv wlio shail be great: bat frnly bis younger
brother shall by greater than be, and bis sesd shall bevorse a multitude of
nations."

~  Genesis, Chapter Forty-Eight, Verses 14, 18 and 19,

And Biblical reference as to the civil war —

“So Liravl rebelied againit the bosce of Dassd unio this day.”
— Farst Kings, Chapter Twelve, Verse 19.

Of course, by that tme, Israel was the ten northern mbes which
were led by Ephraim, later to become known, collectively, as Samatia.
The house of David, centered at Jerusalem, was represented by the two
southerly tobes, [udsh and Benjamin.

Now it was, by Hitler's time, towazd the very end of times with this
brotherly fratricide, this on-going civil war berween the two major
Trbes of Ismel, representing as they did Western Civilizaton itself in
Europe and North America, having reached its climax on a global
scale. OF course, the only "winner" possible would be the enemy
common to both brothess, or as the Germans call him, the Weltfeind,
the World Enemy, the [ew, Satan out of his prison and deceving the
nauons and with the Third World vatermenschen of easth in tow,

Also 1n his chapter four does Hider write -

"International Jewish world finance nceded these
lures to enable it to carry out its long-desired plan for
destroying the Germany which thus far did not submit to
its widespread super state control of finance and
economics. Only in this way could they forge a coalition
made strong and courageous by the sheer numbers of the
gigantic armies now on the march and prepared to attack
the invulnerable Sicgfricd at last.”

Twice in the firse half of the Twentieth Century Germany held off

the weight of the rest of the world 1n heroic attempt 1o thwart the plans
of these proponents of the Beast System. Even Lenin had made it plain
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that the path of the Red Revolution of the world led only through
Getmany. And whether this was represented by the Communists of
the East or the Democtacies of the West, it made little effective
difference 1o the outcome us we now are plainly able to see wirh the
dissolution of the Sovier Union and the proclamation of their bright
"“New World Order”.

Also striking 1s Hitler's use of reference out of Notse mythology —
substruting the name Siegfried for that of Germany —and is indicative
of his awareness of the perfect validity and common core of BOTH
falk legends just as was his own hero, Wagner, when he portrayed them
together in his operas, most notably his "Ring of the Nibelunps",

And so the climate of the world which was then about to erupt into
the Fiest World War was summed up by Hitler thusly -

"Never yet has a swte been founded by peaceful
economic means, but always and exclusively by the
instincts of preservation of the species regardless whether
these are found in the province of heroic virtue or of
cunning craftiness; the one results in Aryan states based
on work and culture, the other in Jewish colonics of
parasites, As soon as economics as such begins to choke
out these instincts in a people or in a state, it becomes the
seductive cause of subjugation and oppression.”

These colomes of parasites which Hider wrote of were about (o
cause the Aryan states to go o wir against themselves, all to enthrone
the god of naked, runaway economics — Capialism — namely,
Mammon.

To the subject of the manner in which Hitler viewed and
anticipated struggle, he wrote this -

"Thus T had often indulged in angry thoughts
concerning my carthly pilgrimage, which, as it seemed to
me, had begun too late, and regatded the period ‘of law
and order’ ahead of me as a mean and undeserved trick of
fate. Even as a boy, I was no ‘pacifist’, and all attempts to
educate me in this direction came to nothing."
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Hete, once aguin, are melded into a single thought both the Viking
spinit and the Chrisnan faith. The warmnor spirit together with faith in a
resurrection. For in it appeats the second tme Hitler uses the phrase
"eazchly pilgrimage” when referring to man's life on this planes,

In consulting the Bible we find -

" And if ¢ call on the Fatber, who withast respect of persows judgett
according lo every man's work. pass the time of youy sofonrming bere in
ﬁ a r:"

~  First Peter, Chapter One, Verse 17,

"Dearly beloved, I beseech yow as strangers and pilgrins, abitain from
[leshly fusts, wiieh war against the sons;”
—  First Peter, Chapter Two, Verse 11

And yet again Hitler takes reference from straight out of the Bible:

"The struggle of the year 1914 was not forced on the
masses — no, by the living God - it was desired by the
whole people.”

This was the second invocation of a phrase ~ "The Living God" -
by Hitler that is literally to be found all throughout both the Old and
New Testaments of the Bible, the exact number of times I have been
unable to definitively count. However, 1 few very apt examples are as
follow —

"But as truly as T live, ali the sarth shall be filled with the glory of the
u'd "w
— Numbers, Chapter Fourteen, Verse 21.

"Take heed, brothven, lest there be tn amy of you an ewil beari of

unbelicf, in departing from: the ring God."
—  Hebrews, Chaprer Theee, Verse 12,
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"It i a farfil thing io jail inte the hands of the living God."
— Hebrews, Chapter Ten, Verse 31,

The implications here are truly tremendous but, for our purposes,
the one implication i that souece of truth one must continually draw
from — the same vesterday, today and forever — and not some man-
made standard which continually changes according to the times and
manmers,

The outset of the War proceeded m this fashion, ss Hitler
conrnues:

"Marxism, whose goal is and remains the destruction
of all non-Jewish national states, was forced to look in
horror as, in the July days of 1914, the German working
class it had ensnared, awakened and from hour to hour
began to enter the service of the fatherland with ever-
increasing rapidity.”

Buat —

"If the best men were dying at the front, the least we
could do was to wipe out the vermin,"

Hider was refernng to the clique of Marxisty, Social Democrats,
pacifists, etc., who remained safely at home, behind the lines to
continue their dirty work. That this step was not taken by the Kaiser's
government at that time led ultimarely to the "Dolchstoss” ~ the "Stab
in the Back" — which unscated him and delivered Genmany into the
hands of the International Jews in November of 1918,

Hearken back to this admonishment to Iseacl from God himself in

the very beginning —

"But if ye will mor doive ont the inbabitants of the land from before
yom; then it shall come to pass, that thase whicls ye jot reniain of thent sbail
be pricks in your eyes, and therns ta your sides, and shaii vex you in the
damd wherein ye dwell"

~  Numbers, Chapter Thirty-Three, Verse 35.
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I would mject here on my own the sight of more of these same
racial Jews undermmning the sacrifices of the best of our own US,
troops during the Vietnam War. Inconceivable that the United States
could ever be defeated milicanly by such an opponent, it was rather the
work of the Jews — the vermin — at home which so sapped and
undermined the national will thar defear did come.

Bu, at that time, Hitler was aware of an even larger issue at stake —

"'...can spiritual ideas be exterminated by the sword?
Can ‘philosophies’ be combatted by the use of brute
force?"

Apparenty aot, if the lesson leamed at Calvaey is of any insight.
Two subsequent World Wars in the Twentieth Ccntun fought to
smash an idea and submerge the truth have vielded only the sTage we

now see set 10 have played out upon it the dcv::}opmcnts as foretold
m Revelanon.

"Any attempt to combat a philosophy with methods of
violence will fail in the end, unless the fight takes the form
of attack for a new spiritual attitude. Only in the struggle
between two philosophies can the weapon of brutal force,
persistently and ruthlessly applied, lead to a decision for
the side it supports.”

I would add to this that the brute force exerted in artempr to
suppress truth on this planet in both World Wars — and which to ail
casual observers succeeded so well — only represented whar we now
see as the self-same "hypocrisy”, "uuqum"‘ and "folly" just as laid out
by the prophets of the Old Testament when nefernng o Jewish.
Canaanite attempts to smother the truths on which the Hebrew
Temple had been founded. Whar they represented in no way came
close to an actual "philosophy” such as the one expounded by Hitler
and, thus, its "victory" has been a very hallow one and 1s proving to be
A VIV temporary one.
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"Hail a nation thanged their gods, which sre yer no gods? But my
people bave shanged thetr glory for that which doth not profit.”

“For my peaple hare commitied Ino eiils; they base forsaken my the
Sountain of Eviny waters, and beavd thenr out asterns, broken cistems,
that can bold no mater.”

~  Jeremiah, Chapter Two, Verses 11 and 13,

On the conduct of war, Hitler had this to say in his chapter six —

"As for humanitarianism, Moltke said years ago that
in @ war it lies in the brevity of the operation, and that
means that the most aggressive fighting technigue is the
most humane, "

Acting upon this belief in the Second World War, it was Hider's
tactic of the Blizkrieg — or “Lightnmng War — that so overwhelmed his
numersically and materially superior enemies and in six weeks of
fighting in Western Europe in 1940 established a basis for 2 new and
lasting — and just — peace in Europe. Howevet, in both wars, the World
Enemy far preferred to have the deaths of countless millions and the
destruction of everything rather than relinquish his control over the
fate of the earth.

‘The "defeat”™ on Calvary is descnbed, in part, in this wiy —

"lesus, when he had arved again with a louwd voice, yielded up the
woit,”

" And, bebold, the rasl of the tevgple was rent tn taxtiv from the fof 1o
thw botton; and the earth did quake, and the movks rent;”

—  Marthew, Chapter Twenty-Seven, Verses 50 and 51,

However the significance of that may be interpreted, there is lirtle
room for equivocation regarding the rending of the whole world
between Fast and West immediately upon the death of Adolf
Hitler,

Of these artogant types which now fancy themselves as the
"Chosen People”, Hiter wrote —

"Their whole existence ig an embodied protest against
the aesthetics of the Lord’s image.,"

Saint Joho expands greatly upon this thought —

"He that committeth sin i of the devil: for the devil sinneth from the
begenming. For this purpase ibe Son of God war manifested that by might
destroy the works of the dewil”

“Whosoerer is born of God doth wol commit sin; for bis seed romainelh
in bime: and be cammor s, becagse he is barn of God.”

"“In this the childven of God are manifest, and the childven of the devil:
whasaeser doeth not righteowiness £ wor of God, neither be that loseth mot
bus brother,”

~ Farst John, Chaptet Three, Verses 8, 9 and 10,

Hiter always mamtained that the loss of the First World War had
been as a result of the falure of the propaganda at home. His
conclusion on this outlines the Achilles Heel of the Aryan nace —

"The people in their overwhelming majority are so
feminine by nature and attitude that sober reasoning
determines their thoughts and actions far less than the
emotion and feeling.”

And, at bortom, this is the primary reason the nations of the West
are in the sorry shape they are in today: Dizbolic manipulation of their
emotions done on the part of the Jewish mediu. For none of what goes
on makes the least "sensc". It all proceeds and is mantined on the
stampede of sheer emotion.

The basic clement of "sin" is summed up by Paul in these few
words;

"For to be carnaliy minded is deathy but fo be spiritually manded iv

Jife and peace"”
~ Romans, Chapter Eight, Verse 6.
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Jews, being of a base nature that is in-bom, ate the masters of
playing upon that primitive, trace element within the psyche of Whites
which permirs them to then override plan intelligence and good
judgment. This is the quality they bave which makes them "the world's
greatest entertainers”. As propagandists among Whites, their effect is
worse than any natural disaster,

Theit object is 1o sublinate the "new brain", or the cerebral cortex
which was God-given, and fully engage the "old" or animal brain that
relies entrely upon reflex, impulse, resction and, of course, lust,

The philosophy of "Might Makes Right", so often attributed to
Hitler, in acruality, is the exclusive domaimn of the lying and bullying —
and thus far all-tiumphant — Wordd Enemy. Hitler concludes his
chaprter six by saying —

"And in England they understood one more thing:
that this spiritual weapon can succeed only if it is applied
on a tremendous scale, but that success amply covers all
costs."

1 would inject this thought: Yes, but they do seem to overook that
even the military victory of a lie does in no way change WHAT IS, It
only flies n the face of it and, thereby, further enrages an alveady
exasperated God who is nearing the end of his patience.
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Part VII

Hitler conveys the utter incomprebensibility of the sudden pulling
of the plug on the German war effort in 1918 by, first, poinnng our
that Germany was winning the war in 1917 and 1918 by defeating
Russta and being able to concentrate all its forces on the Westesn Front
and, second, by analyzing the strikes and, finally, the Marxist revolution
staged behind the lines on the home-front by internal traitars.

He writes in chapter seven of Mein Kampf —

"More than once I was tormented by the thought that
if Providence had put me in the place of the incapable or
criminal incompetents or scoundrels in our propaganda
service, our battle with Destiny would have taken a
different turn."

A crude and shocking racial invective, not worthy of any figure in
the Bible? I quote Jesus directly -

"And, behold, a woman of Camaan cane ot af the samw coasts, and
azed snte b, sying, Hase mery on pe O Lowd, thon son of David;
my danghter is grievonsly wexed with a dess”

"But be answered ber wot a word. And bis discples came anid besonght
bim, saying, Send her 2wy, for sbe evieeh after us.”’

"Buz be ansuered and said, I am wot sent bui snto the lost shesp of
twe hasse of Tirael"

“Then it came and worshipped him, saying, Lovd, hefp me.”

"Bt e answered und said, [t is nat mevt ta take the children's bread
and vast it to the dogs."
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A Cansanite would always be a person of ar least partially Negro
blood. And, in German, one would use the term "schweinhuad” — or
pig-dog ~ instead of just "dog",

Hitler was wounded and sent back to hospital, eventually coming
to Munich. He wntes -

"The offices were filled with Jews, Neary every clerk
was a Jew and nearly every Jew was a clerk. T was amazed
at this plethora of warriors of the chosen people and could
not help but compare them with their rare representatives
at the front."”

"As regards economic life, things were even worsc.
Hete the Jewish people had become really
‘indispensable’. The spider was slowly beginning to suck
the blood out of the people’s pores. Through the war
corporations, they had found an instrument with which,
little by little, to finish off the national free economy."

"“The necessity of an unlimited centralizatdon was
emphasized.”

"Thus, in the year 1916-1917 nearly the whole of
production was under the control of Jewish finance."

The words of John, writing in Revelation, Chapter Two, Verses 12
and 13, might not seem geemane here unless one has the background
to them -

"Amd to the anged of the chwreh in Pergamos uwite: These things saith
ke which hath the sharp swvrd ueth two sdges”

"I krow thy works, and where thou dwellost, even where Satan's sear
is: and thou boidest fast my wame, and bast vot desied nry faith, esen in
those days whersn Antipas was pry faithfil martyr, who was slais anoxg

you, where Satan duelicth,"
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Pergamos, located in Asia Minor, was where the Jews had made
their headquarters and from whete they attempted to monopolize and
control the economic svstem of the Roman Empite. The center of
financul capital, a Jewish stronghold, "Satan's seat”. The result for
them that time was the Roman devastation of Judea in 66 A D. —and
the killing of well over one million of them — and the subscquent
Diaspora, or the total dispersion of them throughout the Empire.

With 1918 came the last great Germun offensive of the War. Hitler
descabes it this way —

"Once again the victorious battalions cheered and
hung the last wreaths of immortal laurel on their banners
rent by the storm of victory, Once again the songs of the
fatherland roared to the heavens along the endless
marching columns, and for the last time the Lord’s grace
smiled on his ungratcful children."”

And this from the Bible -

" And the 1 ovd was gracions wnte thers, and had comgpaision i b,
and had respect wiitn them, becanse of bis cosenant wirh Abrabam, Liaac
and Javob, aod would not destray them, nsither cast be thene from hés
presence as yet"”

~  Second Kings, Chaprer Thirteen, Verse 23,

We don't have it in very preat detail the degree of treachery on the
part of Edomite (racial) Jews in the wlimate military downfall of
ancient Tsrael. Hitler's first-hand account, howeves, certainly provides
us with iovaluable insight as to just how these people proceed about
their nefanous business,

Be it remembered though that Tsrael had already divided against
itself several centuries before the final end arnved.

"A bowse divided against iielf cannot stand."
- Matthew, Chapter Twelve, Verse 25.
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There was to be no fercher unity for the Trbes of Israel even after
they had reached their new homes in Europe, but only a continuation
of these identical travails. So it would hardly matter whether God
favored one side as opposed to the other: Both were under control of
the Jews and engaged in fighting his own brother.

We've already stated the importance Lenin placed upon capruring
Germany for World Communism. Now it 15 well to take up the Zionist
nterest in Wotld War One.

Palestine, the former Holy Land, was 1n the hands of the Turkish
Empire which itself was allied with Germany, Deals were made. The
Germans, for their paer, would slip Lenin and his Bolsheviks out of
Switzerland, scross Germany and Poland, and into Russia to foment
their revolution, thereby removing Russia as a belligerent. Jews aside
Germany would cavse the internal collapse of that nabon, giving the
War to the Allies if the Allies, in rerurn, would tuen Palestine over o
the Zionists, This latter maneuver is known to history as the Balfour
Declaration.

It was done on November Sth, 1918, as Hitler personally witnessed:

"Thus I came to the hospital at Pasewalk in
Pomerania, and there [ was fated to experience the
greatest villainy of the century.”

"Kaiser William I was the first German Emperor to
hold out a conciliatory hand to the leaders of Marxism,
without suspecting that scoundrels have no honor, While
they still held the imperial hand in theirs, the other hand
was reaching for the dagger."”

Parallel from the Old T'estament -

"And Zedoksal the king satd wnto Jeresniab, I am afraid of the Jews
that are fallew to the Chaldeany, fest they deliver nre into their band, and
ey mock me."

~ Jeremish, Chapter Thirry-Fight, Verse 19,
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Kaiser Wilhelm 11, as a noble within the House of Judah, would
have been a direct descendant of Zedekish. After learning of the
murder by the Jewish Bolsheviks in the summer of 1918 of Czar
Nicholas 1l of Russia and his whole family, the Kaiser took no chances
for himself and fled to Holland upon the Jewish revolution in
Germany Jater that year,

Hitler continues mn Mem Kampf -

"There is no making pacts with Jews; there can be only
the hard: either-or."”

"I, for my part, decided to go inte politics.”

Chapter eight of Mein Kampf begins in 1919 with Hiter, sdll
attached to the Army, back 1 Munich, Kurt Eisner, the [ew who had
led the Communist revolution in Bavaria in 1918, was shot and killed
by Bavarian patriots early in 1919, Hitler picks up the story ~

"Eisner's death only hastened the development and
finally led to a dictatorship of the Sovicts, or, better
expressed, to a passing rule of the Jews, as had been the
original aim of the instigators of the whole revolution.”

Nartowly escaping imprisonment and execution himself by these
Commumsts, Hitler was assigned by the Army - following the Army's
ouster of these same Jews, accompanied by the deaths of many of them
-t investigate vanous political groups actve in the Munich area, It
was at onc of these gatherings that Hitler first encountered Gottfried
Feder, the man who would open his eyes onto the socialist aspect of
the National Socialist struggle.

"In my eyes Feder's merit consisted in having
established with ruthless brutality the speculative and
economic chatacter of stock exchange and loan capital,
and in having cxposed its ecternal and age-old
presupposition which is interest, His arguments were so
sound in all fundamental questions that their critics from



the start questioned the theoretical correctness of the idea
less than they doubted the practical possibility of its
execution. But what in the eves of others was a weakness
of Feder’s arguments, in my eyes constituted their

strength."

High interest and unearned income stemming from speculation fall
under the Biblical term of usury. The Bible offers words on this

"Thas shalt nat lewd upon semry ta thy brother; wsury of mongy, niry
of victwals, nsury of anytbing that is Jent spon usury:"

And it was here where Hitler arrived at, a5 even he uses the tesm,
“the touchstone" of why it is that man ever strays from the simple laws
of truth which God set down for him to abide by for his own goad
and well-being —
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"...though human thought can apprehend truths and
set up crystal-clear aims, complete fulfillment will fail due
to the general imperfection and inadequacy of man. The
more abstractly correct and hence powerful the idea will
be, the more impossible remains its complete fulfillment
as long as it continues to depend on human beings."

This is the modern, technological way of saying —

"Every mean is bratish by bis Enouwledge; eeery founder is confornded
by the graven nsage: for bic molten image is falsehosd, and there i mo
oreath in them."

"They are vantty, the work of ervors: in the time of thetr visitation they
shall perish."

- Jeremuah, Chapter Fifty-One, Verses 17 and 18.

Of Christanity, Hitler said —

"In its workings, even the religion of love is only the
weak teflection of the will of its exalted founder; its
significance, however, lies in the direction which it
attempted to give a universal human development of
culture, ethics and morality."

Hitler takes up the very patterns, truths and principles cited in the
first part of this series and makes it plain that the common masses,
together with their common politicians, are lirtle concerned with these
but, rather, 2s he puts it, "with beer and milk regulations" of the
immediate moment, In this they make perfect pawns of themselves for
the Jews. And here also is why, in the age of materialism and untruth,
the great prophets of the truth are rejecred and persecuted: No one
wanes to hear ir.

“Thersfore thus saith the Lord concerning the prophels that propéesy
1 0y mamz, and 1 sent them not, yer they say, Sword and famine shall
mot be in this lamd: By sword and famine shali these prophetr be
coninmed."”
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— Jeremiah, Chaprer Fourteen, Verse 15,

"His importance lics almost always solely in the
future, for not seldom is he what is described by the world
as ‘unworldly’, For if the art of the politician is really the
art of the possible, the theoretician is one of those of
whom it can be said that they are pleasing to the gods
only if they demand and want the impossible. He will
almost always have to renounce the recognition of the
present, but in return, provided his ideas are immortal,
will harvest the fame of posterity."

"To be sure, these great men are only the Marathon
runners of history; the laurel wreath of the present
touches only the brow of the dying hero."

Or, one might add, the crown of thorns.

“"Know yv wot that they wénch ram in @ race run all, faf one poesth
the prize? So vun, that ye may obtain.”
—  Fitst Connthians, Chapter Nine, Verse 24.

Hirtler concludes —
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"As I listened to Gottfried Feder's first lecture about
the ‘breaking of interest slavery’, I knew at once that this
was a theoretical truth which would inevitably be of
immense importance for the future of the German

people.”

Hitler's real brlliance shows forth next when he makes it plain that

"...every idea, even the best, becomes a danger if it

parades as a purposc in itself, being in reality only a
meuns to one, "

Mun's apparently high intelligence getting lost —

"For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you engying, and
strife, and divisions, are ye ot carnal, and walk as men?"”

“For while one saith, 1 am of Paul; and awotber, 1 ans of Apollos; ar
e wot carnal?”

"Who then is Paul, and who is Apodios, but minssters by whom ye
teifeved, even as the Lord gave to every mant”'

"I bxive pianted, Apolios watered; but God gave the increase,”

-  First Connthians, Chapter Three, Verses 3, 4 and 5.

Here both Hitler and Paul take their turn at sconng the petty-
minded silliness of club work, personality cliques and of genesally
putting form ahead of function.

That function, that purpose, Hitler makes absolutely clear with this

paragraph —

"What we must fight for is to safeguard the existence
and reproduction of our race and our people, the
sustenance of our children and the purity of our blood,
the freedom and independence of the fatherland, so that
our people may mature for the fulfillment of the mission
allotted it by the creator of the universe.”
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Now fully off on his political course, Hitler adds —

"I started out with the greatest enthusiasm and love,
For all at once | was offered an opportunity of speaking
before a larger audience; and the thing that I had always
presumed from pure feeling without knowing it was now
cortoborated: I could ‘spealk’.”

And, finally, from the Bible —

"I will naise thems wp a Propbet from their brethren, Jke unto they,

When it came time for Hitler to actually join the Hedghng party that
the Army had originally sent hint to investigate — the German Workees
Party - Hitler described his feeling this way, from chaprer nine of Mein

something else again. | knew that for me a decision would
he for good, with no muming back. For me it was no
passing game, but grim earnest.”

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Because he was "numbered among the nameless”, as Hider put i,
he had some doubts about his suedness for such a msk But in ditect
line wath what he had sald about the ony parry sesclf, this fact acmally
suited him the best: For he was not pant of the problem already as were
most professional or aspiring pary politicians, He was free m become
the very catharsis for the solution.

Particulardy in more recent times it is ¢asy 1o tell that the scrual
function of these “institutes for hipher learning” is not so much
devoted to education as it i to conditioning the mndivicdiaal 1o become
one moee mierchangeable cog in the wheels of a mindless and aciti-
himan ant hill.

They weze prepared to react as only a sound and mrnnsically healthy
population can.

The subject of Hitler and race. The World Enemy took the image
of Hitler, vilified it beyond any other, and then forever amached it o
the whole idea of so-called "racism”. Thus, at one stroke, they had
scparated the White race from its greatest hero as well as the very
groundwork for its survival as a people. The result of this having taken
place over fifry years apo 13 the world 1 which we exist today, even as
1t sinks deeper into varying stages of hell on earth, depending on where
you happen to live. But, be agsured, it's catching up with vou.

The matter of human reproduction. What could be more crucial 1o
human affairs and endeavors or to human destiny? The Bible alludes
to this in terms which the average reader ought to be able to catch but,
sadly, couches much of its references in round-about, poetic fashion —
perhaps as a direct consequence of ano-White involvement at the times
of the varous rranslations. However, the media-established notion of
Hitler-equals-Racism-equals-Evil has permitted the thoughts of this
great mind to pour forth to us today in a stréength and a clanty we do
not find elsewhere.

For our purposes, we
might just as well read into the following lines, "AIDS" to get & more
immediate. appreciation of the very real plague that Hiter is miking
about —

"Here again it was only the fight against causes that
mattered and not the climination of the symptoms. The
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cause lies, primarily, in our prostitution of love. Even if
its result were not this frightful plague, it would
nevertheless be profoundly injurious to man, since the
moral devastations which accompany this degeneracy
suffice to destroy a people slowly but surely. This
Jewification of our spiritual life and mammonization of
our mating instinct will sooner or later destroy our entire
offspring, for the powerful children of a natural emotion
will be replaced by the miserable creatures of financial
expediency which is becoming more and more the basis
and sole prerequisite of our marriages, Love finds its
outlet elsewhere."

Which, of course, is the non-poetic, non-mysncal way of saying -

"In The Beginning”, once more —
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"That the sons of God saw the dayghiers of men that they were fair;
and by took them wives of alf which they chose.”

"There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when
thx soms of God came in wnto the daughiers of men, and they bare childeen
70 them, the same became neighty men which werr of old, men of renown.”’

"And God saw thar the wickedness of man was great in (e varth,
and that every imagnaiion of the thoughts of his beart was ondy evil
sonkinnally.”

"And the Lovd said, I will destroy peaw whons 1 have created from the
Jace of the sarth; both man, and beast, wnd the creeping thing, amd tix
Jowds of the ar; for it repenteth mv that I hare made them."”

—  Genesis, Chapter Six, Verses 2,4, 5 and 7.

"No more than Nature desires the mating of weaker
with stronger individuals, even less docs she desite the
blending of a higher with a lower race, since, if she did,
her whole work of higher breeding, over perhaps
hundreds of thousands of years, night be ruined with one
blow." .

Here 1 direct reference to the concept of a Master Race, or, in
German, a Herrnvolk, a thing intimately and exclusively associared
with Hitler and Nazism. But is it really?

"Now therefors, if ye will obey mey sotce imdeed, and keep mey covenant,
then ye shall be a pecular troaswre unto me above all peapile: for ail the
earth is mcne:"”

"And ye shall be sacte me @ kingdom of priests, and an boly pation,
These are the words wéich thow shalt sixak wnto the hildren of Lirael "

~  Exodus, Chaprer Nineteen, Verses 5 and 6.

"For thou art an holy peaple wnte the Lord thy God, and the Lord
btk chosen thee 1o be @ peculiar people unto himself, above all ibe nations
that are upon the earth."

- Deuteronomy, Chapter Fourteen, Verse 2,
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"The Lord shall ectabiish thee an boly people anto brmself. as be bath
swory unto thes, if thow shalt keep the commoandments of the Lord thy

“clred all the people of the ecarth shall ize that thou art called by the
wanre of rhe Lovds and they thall be afraid of thee,”

— Deuteronomy, Chaprer Twenty-Eight, Verses 9 and

Here I would add & number of things: Firse, the term "holy"” simply
and straightforwardly means only "separare"; Second, it is here also
where the Jews take their favonte appellation of "God's Chosen
People™ but as 1 have already discussed hese and in other works, their
claim is a counterfeit one which they assumed after the majority of
Whites — to whom the title really belongs — left the temple and the
entire area once it had gone irredeemably rotten due to this very same
Jewish influence; And finally, these coloreds in the streets roday
certainly are no longer "afraid" of or even respectful of Whites for the
reason that Whites no longer walk in the statutes of their God. .. they
no longer act White.

"Historical experience offers countless proofs of this,
It shows with terrifying clarity that in every mingling of
Aryan blood with that of lower peoples the result was the
end of the cultured people.”

"The Germanic inhabitant of the American continent,
who has remained racially pure and unmixed, rose to he
master of the continent; he will remain the master as long
as he does not fall a victim to defilement of the blood."

"To bring about such a development is, then, nothing
else but to sin against the will of the eternal creator."

"And as a sin this act is rewarded."”

Here Hitler consciously and knowmgly throws the ball over to Saint
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“For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God 15 eternal life through)
Jesss Chrast owr Lard”
- Romans, Chapter Six, Verse 23

"When man attempts to rebel against the iron logic of
Nature, he comes into struggle with the principles to
which he himself owes his existence as a man. And this
attack must lead to his own doom."

"Here, of course, we encounter the objection of the
modem pacifist, as truly Jewish in its effrontery as it is
stupid!’ Man's role is 10 overcome Nature!""

"Without human beings there is no human idea in this
world, therefore the idea as such is always conditioned by
the presence of human beings and hence of all the laws
which created the precondition for their existence."

"Everything we admire on this earth today - scicnce
and art, technology and inventions — is only the creative
product of a few peoples and originally perhaps of one
race. On them depends the existence of this whole
culture. If they perish, the beauty of this earth will sink
into the grave with them."

Once more, does Hitler over-do it? Only if God, as recorded in
Genesis, over-does it —

"Aud | will make of thee @ great nation, and I will bless ther, and
ke thy wame great: and thow shalt be a blessing:"”

" s I awill biexs thems that biess thee, and cterse bim that anseth thes:
and in thee shall al families of the earth be blvsred”

- Genesis, Chapter Twelve, Verses 2 and 3.
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"All great cultures of the past perished only because
the originally creative race died out from blood

poisoning."

"The ultimatc cause of such a decline was their
forgetting that all culture depends on men and not
conversely; hence that to preserve a certain culture the
man who created must be preserved."

It is forgorten now just as it was forgotten at the time of Paul -

" And the times of this sgporanee Grod wircked at; urt sow ommandeth
all men eocrymwbers to repent:"”
—  Acts, Chapter Seventeen, Verse 30,

"Those who want to live, let them fight, and those who
do not want to fight in this world of eternal struggle do
not deserve to live."

"Even if this were hard — that is how it is] Assuredly,
however by far the harder fate is that which strikes the
man who thinks he can overcome Nature, but in the last
analysis only mocks her. Distress, misfortune, and
discases are her answer."

“All the human culture, all the results of art, science,
and technology that we see before us today, are almost
exclusively the creative product of the Aryan."

Before proceeding any further, it would be well, for those who may
have had their impression of this term, Aryan, tainted for them by the
lying and slandering Jews, to get it straight exactly what it means: A
White migration — or "Exodus” — out of Egypt ahead of that one of
Moses had gone to the Indus Valley and founded the brilliant culture
of ancient India. In the Sansknt Janguage which they also evolved, they



mciuded the word Aryan which meant the lordly or noble ones. Pure
White of the very highest caliber.

Slavery is an issue treated within the pages of the Bible as a given,
as 4 constant and with no inminsic evil attaching to it as an nsurution.
Hitler delves into this socu! and cultural phenomenon as the master
that he is, as only @ master could -

"Aryan races — often absurdly small numerically -
subject foreign peoples, and then, stimulated by the
special living conditions of the new territory (fertlity,
climatic conditions, etc.) and assisted by the multitude of
lowes-type beings standing at their disposal as helpers,
develop the intellectual and organizational capacities
dormant within them. Often in a few millenniums or even
centuries they create cultures which originally bear all the
inner characteristics of their nature, adapted to the above-
indicated special qualities of the soil and subjected
beings. In the end, however, the conquerors transgress
against the principle of blood purity, to which they had
first adhered; they begin to mix with the subjugated
inhabitants and thus end their own existence; for the fall
of man in paradise has always been followed by his
expulsion.”

Paul approximated Hitler's words when he sad —

“For if w written, hat Avrabam bad two sons, the ome by @
bondmard, the other by a free woman.”

"Bt be who was of the bondwoman was born after the flesh; but b of
e free womvan was by promise."”

"Now wy, brsthren, as Isaac was, are the children of promise."”

"Bues ar thew be that was borw after the fTesh persvowted hine that was
born afier the Spenst, even s0 i is wow."

"Newertheless what saith the sceipture? Cast ot the bondwoman and
her son: for the jon of the bondvoman sbali ot be beir with the son of the
[ree woman."
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"Sa then, brethren, we ar wot childeen of the bordworran, bui of the
Jree”
—  Galsnans, Chapter Four, Verses 22, 23 and 28 through

3.

"Not as thoagh the word of God bath taken wone dffecs, For they are
wor all Liracd, which are of Lmael:"

"Neither becanse they are the seed of Abrabam, ure they all cheldren;
bad, In Lsaar shall thy éed be called.”

—  Romans, Chaprer Nine, Verses 6 and 7.

Here T would point out that out of this came our modern term
Saxon, or Isaac's sons. In Germany there is the region known as
Sachsen, or Saxony. In England there are the locales respectively
known as Essex, Wessex, Sussex and Middlesex, also refernng to their
Saxon inhabitants.

As to the expulsion from paradise that Hitler mentioned —

" Awd the Lord Cod said, Behoid, the man has becomse s pwe of us,
7o Anow good and sl and now, iest he put forth bis bawid, and take wizo
of the tree of ke, and eat, and live forever:"

"Thersfore the Lord God sent hini forth from the garden of Edew, 1o
il the grownd from whenee be was taken."”

~  Geness, Chapter Three, Verses 22, 23 and 24,

"Blood mixture and the resultant drop in the racial
level is the sole cause of the dying out of old cultures; for
men do not perish as a result of lost wars, but by the loss
of that force of resistance which is contained only in pure
blood."

By way of concluding this most fundamental of dissertations, Hiter

offers some truly incredible insights, Some of which were fiest
expressed by Jesus himself, except in lesser detail —
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"As in daily life the so-called genius requires a special
cause, indced, often a positive impetus, to make him
shine, likewise the genius-race in the life of pecoples. In
the monotony of everyday life even significant men often
seem insignificant, hardly rising above the average of
their covironment; as soon, however, as they are
approached by a sitnation in which others lose hope or go
astray, the genius rises manifestdy from the
inconspicuous average child, not seldom to the
amazement of all those who had hitherto seen him in the
pettiness of bourgeois life — and that is why the prophet
scldom has any honor in his own country."

And the onginal take of this often-quoted line —

“And they were offonded in hin. But Jesus sad unto them, A prophet
is mal plient bopor, save tn bis oun country, and in his own boswie.”
Marthew, Chapter Thirteen, Verse 57,

Hitler concludes with this mighty thought, & lamentation that may
have been breathed by each and every true savior of mankind to ever
have lived —

"The hammer-stroke of Fate which throws one man to
the ground suddenly strikes steel in another, and when
the shell of everyday life is broken, the previously hidden
kernel lies open before the eyes of the astonished world.
The world then resists and does not want to believe that
the type which is apparently identical with it is suddenly
a very different being; a process which is repeated with
every eminent son of man."

Here Hitler invokes "son of man", He who was known as the Son
of man expands on Hiler's own thought -
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“esas suith nnto thers, ded ye never read in the sripiweres. The stone
which the beilders rejevted, the samie is become the bead of the cormer: ibis
is the Lond's doing, and i is marvelows in osr gyest™

"Therefure suy T unto yose, the &ingdomn of God sball b taken frim

you, and given wnts @ walion bringng forth the fruity therof.”

"Amd whosserer shall fll on this stone- shall be brokew: but on
whomsoeser it shalf fall, it will grind bine fo powder,””

- Marthew, Chapter Twenty-Two, Verses 42, 43 and 44.

Hitler and Jesus each taking the other's counter-poine to tell this
dving world that what they each represented is the one truth, "The
stone the builders set at naught.” Whether 10 the form of a personality
or that of abstract principle, they are the same. And the world will dash
wself to bits in the continued dental of this.
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Part X

As anyone will know, the Bible focuses upon motal and spiriraal
matters, especially in the New Testament. The reasons for this are
good ones except that the average person tends fo get the impression
that it 1s some spiritual condinon which is the be-all, ead-all to 1. Of
course, it certamly is not,

A nominally "Christian” land of Third Worldess i3 just as damned
in this life as they would be in the next, just 2z bereft of hope m life as
they are of any desuny. At bortom, it is a question of blood. But the
condition the spirit is in will usually determine whether the blood will
remain pure.

Hitler in no way ovedooks the spinmal aspect of the greater
struggle. Backing up for a moment into chaprer ten of Mein Kampf,
he takes up the matter —

"Art Bolshevism is the only possible cultural form and
spiritual expression of Bolshevism as a whole."

"Sixty ycars ago an cxhibition of so-called Dadaistic
'experiences’ would have seemed simply impossible and
its organizers would have ended up in the madhouse,
while today they even preside over art associations. This
plague could not appear at that time, because neither
would public opinion have tolerated it nor the stare
calmly looked on. For it is the business of the state, in
other words, of its leaders, to prevent a people from being
driven into the arms of spiritual madness,"
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"L wicked walk ow evry side, when the vilest men arv exalted,”
~  Psalms, Chapter Twelve, Versc 8.

Nore two things here: The term "spinrual” is not being applied to
anything other-waoddly bur as something very real and "alive” within
the individual and even the nation as a whole. It is capabie of being
poisoned from without, thus rurming it against its very "soul” - that is,
the vessel which houses it; and the big "what if" here throughout has
to do with the alien subversion of the vasious state apparatuses the
White people once established to look after their interests for them -
now muned against them, This is an altogether msidious business.

"Be rober, be vigilans; becasse your adversary the desil, as a rovering
lion, wealketh abvows, sveking whos be may desur:""

“Whom resist stedfast in the fath, knowing that the same affiitions
are avommplished in your brethen that are in the wordd”

—  Firse Peter, Chapter Five, Verses 8 and 9.

"Everywhere we encounter seeds which represent the
beginnings of parasitic growths which must sooner or
later be the ruin of our culture, In them, too, we can
recognize the symptoms of decay of a slowly rotting
world. Woe to the peoples who can no longer master this
disease!"

“For this cause God gave thens up unto svle affections: for even their
wumen did change the watwral use into that which is qyainst nature; AAnd
fkewsiv alvo the men. learong the matural nse of the woman, burned in
their fust foward ome another: pien with men working that which is
unseomdy, and receivng in themseloes that recompense of their ervor which
wazs meet,”

“And even as they did wot ltks to retain God in thefr knowledge, God
pave thess owver fo a reprobte peind fo do those things which are wol
comeniens;”

"Beang filled with ail senrighteonsuess, corctonsness, malicionsmess; full
of enyy, mierder, debate, decess, malignity; whisperers,”
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“Backbiters, baterr of God, despitefisl, proud, boasters, fmventors of
ewi! things, disobediont fo parents."

"Without wnderstanding, covenant breakers, withont  matwral
affection, uplacabl, wnmrercifal”

"Wk kmowing the judgment of God, that they which commit swch
rhings are worthy of death, noi only do the same, bui bave pleasure in them
that dp then.”

—~  Romans, Chaprer Two, Verses 26 through 32.

The Bible keeps using the term "repent” and keeps urging the
people to "turn with their whole heart back to the Lord". If a people
has previously been robbed of all its onentation as to right and wrong,
it 15 well-nigh impossible to rerum to the right track even should an
individual of nation desice it. So the World Enemy intends for it to be!
A one-way ride, Hitler explains in the most minute detail to the reader
exactly what to be on guard agamnst and just how to save himself from
it. Something the Bible omits — unless it was cut out in the translation.
We can begin to betrer understand the real reasons for which Hitler
was and remains so "hated by the wordd”,

Hitler conninues —

"It was a sad sign of inner decay that the youth could
no longer be sent into most of these so-called 'abodes of
art' a fact which was admitted with shamelcss frankness
by a general display of the penny arcade warning: 'Young
people are not admitted!""

"By this it should have been recognized that these
were no new, cven if false, cultural conceptions, but a
process of destroying all culture, paving the way for a
stultification of healthy artistic fecling: the spiritual
preparation of political Bolshevism. For if the age of
Pericles seems embodied in the Parthenon, the
Bolshevistic present is embodied in a cubist
monstrosity."
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This is but how it works i1 modern, nuts-and-bolts language. This
is what oceurred and how it oceurred to the people of the Bible. If you
prefer mysticism, go with that, Burif you desire realism and something
that can genuinely mstruct you, go with Mein Kampf.

Cosmopolitanism. A word not found ecither in the Bible or Mein
Kampf but, vet, a most apt term that can be applied to the general
condition of the respective peoples involved. Also, constantly bear in
mind that I always inclode automancally the present nme, place and
pecple.

Hitler goes into this —

"In the nineteenth centusy our cities began more and
more to lose the character of cultural sites and to descend
to the level of mere human settiements. "

"Masses of apartments and tenements, and nothing
more. How, in view of such emptiness, any special bond
could be expected to arise with such a town must remain
a mystery"

Whart else could the following be other than & very rare Biblical
reference to the same conditton?

“Woe anto them that join bouse to bawse, that lay field to field, il
thers by mo plave, that they meay be placed alone in the wridst of the earth!”
— Isamh, Chapter Five, Verse 8.

"This, too, is a sign of our declining culture and our
general collapse. The epoch is stifling in the pettiest
utilitarianism or better expressed in the service of money,
And we have no call for surprise if under such a deity litde
sense of heroism remains, The present time is only
harvesting what the immediate past has sown,"

"Be ot deceived; ‘God 11 mot movked: for whatsoerer o pran soweth,

that shall ke also reap."”
Galatians, Chapter Six, Verse 7
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"All these symptoms of decay are in the last analysis
only the conscquences of the absence of a definite,
uniformly acknowledged philosophy and the resultant
general uncertainty in the judgment and attitude toward
the various great problems of the time,"

Once again, managed confusion. The World Enemy may have his
own agenda and vou may have yours, as long as it falls in line with his
or amounts to a neurtal. He'd much prefer it, however, if yvou'd simply
leave ull your thinking and decision making up to him or his hired
minions, Bur to have, as Hitler said, a philosophy and a cerrainty in
opposition to that of "Big Brother", and you will mstantly know the
meaning of Paul's words as he wrote in Ephesians —

"That we lenceforth be no niore children, tossed to and fro, and carred
about with every wind of dostrine, by the sleght of men, and cunning
crigfiiness, whereby they lte in wait to devoive?”’

~ Ephesians, Chapter Four, Verse 14.

Hitler devotes several lines to the religious bodies of ks day, which
compare closely enough with those of the present excepe that they
were not nearly so bad off then as they have since become. Hitler
states:

"Not the smallest blame for the none too delectable
religious conditions must be bome by those who
encumber the religious idea with oo many things of a
purely earthly nature and thus often bring it into a totally
unnecessary conflict with so~called exact science, In this
victory will almost always fall to the latter, though perhaps
after a hard struggle, and religion will suffer serious
damage in the eyes of all those who are unable to raise
themselves above a purely superficial knowledge."

Once again, the words of Paul in echo of Hitler -
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"Becauie that which muy be known of God is mantfest in thens; for
Gad hath ihowed it unto them.”

“For the invisible things of bim from the creation of the world are
olearly soen, being nnderstood by the things that are made, even bis elernad
power and Godbead; o that they are without excuse:”

-~ Romans, Chapter One, Verses 19 and 20.

Cermainly, the World Enemy knew well encugh to attack the
people’s belief system early on as & first step toward their ulnmate
destruction. [n this they have eminently succeeded.

Hitler continues —

"For a single political swindle, provided it brings in
enough, they arc willing to scll the heart of a whole
religion; for ten parliamentary mandates they would ally
themselves with the Marxistic mortal enemies of all
religions — and for a minister's chair they would even
enter into marriage with the devil, unless the devil were
deterred by a remnant of decency,"

"For the tirey will come ahen they will not endure smund doctrine; but
after their owy lusts shall they heap to themselves toachers, baving diching
mrx.'"

“Aud rhey shall turn away ther cars from the truth, amd shall be
furned wnto fables."

- Second Timothy, Chapter Four, Verses 3 and 4.

"W hase mwnths must be stopped, whe ixbject whole houses, feaching
things udich they oxght nel, for filthy facre’s cake.”

“Not giving beed to Jewish Jabies, and commandments of men, that
tury froms the trth."”

"Unio the pare all things are purv: but wlo thew that are defiled and
wnbelioving s nothing peere; but even thoir weind and comsaence is defiled”

"They profess that they kuow God; bup in works they deny bim, befng
abomsinable, und disoledient, and unto every good work reprobate,”

—  Titus, Chaprer One, Verses 11, 14, 15 and 16.
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Howeves, there have been two developments most significant
alongside what Hitler has just outlined, These have been, first, that
following the long, deep valley of time wherein religion took a serious
beating at the hands of & young and as yet, as Hitler pue e, "superficial®
science, it now finds itself actually supported and vindicated by o more
mature science which begins to approach the wisdom of God umsclf;
And, secondly, the indispensable truths — withour which no amount of
science, knowledge ot wisdom is of any avail — that previously were to
be had only through religion bave been snatched from thin air and
provided solid form by Hitler himself, writing in Mein Kampf and as
put into practice by his Nanonal Socialist movement.

This is exactly what Jesus did in his own day and, again, why he was
s0 "hated by the world".

"In the begimning way the Werd, and the Wonl was with God, and
the Word sus God,”

“And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprebended
## mot.”

“ Awd the Word war made flesh, awd dwelt among ws, {and we beboid
His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) fuil of grace and
truth."”

~ John, Chapter One, Verses 1, 5 and 14.

The power of lies and image-making again 15 brought to life in
practical terms by Hitler where, again, John's words on exactly the
same methodology ring "magical” or "mystical” to us today, As Hitler
says —

"The fact that by clever and persevering usc of
propaganda even heaven can be represented as hell to the
people, and converscly the most wretched life as paradise,
was known only to the Jew, who acted accordingly; the
German, or rather his government, hadn't the faintest
idea of this."

" Awd be laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devdl,
and Satan, and bosnd bim a thoxsand years,”
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"And cast bim into the buttomless pit, and shut bim up, and set a
seal upan bin, that be should devesoe the nations wo more, till the thousand
wors showld be fuifilied: and after that by st be loosed a kittle ssagon."

- Revelation, Chaprer Twenty, Verses 2 and 3,

Need I paint out that we are now well along into that "lietle season”
when Satan is runaing rampant again, deceiving the natons?

Being led over a cliff, being sold out. The word is treason. The word
15 subversion, These concepts are all real and not, as the powers which
be today would tell you, just symptoms of the paranota which, itself, is
the pnme symptom of 2l those who stand in opposition to the trend
to death. Hitler says of this coterie of Judas-goats sitting in positions
of power and authonry -

"...will have to hide his head for shame before the
judgment of future generations, whose tongue it will no
longer be possible to stop by protective laws, etc., and
which therefore will say what today all of us know to be
true, to wit, that brains and virtue in our modern German
leaders are invemsely proportionate to their vices and the
size of their mouths."

Protective laws® Hate laws? They were present and in wide use in
the Germany in which Hider fought the Satanic system, Simply
legistation obstructing freedom of speech. One cannot name the name
of the enemy. One cannot accurately dissect the nature of the problems
affecting the nation. One cannot even pose thar any certain symptom
15 4 problem at all. There were bans against Hiler speaking. There were
bans against wearing the Brown Shirt.

It's when a "nigger” 18 no longer a "nigger”. When a "queer” is no
longer a "queer”, When you may be locked up for questioning whether
there ever really was 4 "holocaust™. Welcome to the tea party of the

"Yeu, they are greedy dogs which can meser have enongh, and they are
shepbrrds that cannot understand: they aif ook to their o iy, esery
one for his gain, feore bis quarter.”"

"Corse ye, say iliey, T well fetch wene, and we wsll fill owrselves with
strong drink; and temorrow shall be as this day, and much more
abwencant.”

— Isaiah, Chaprer Fifty-Six, Verses 10, 11 and 12,

Organized, unified and conscious White strength, This i« what the
World Enemy cannot stand. Hitler writes in reference to the German
Army -

""No more glorious monument can be dedicated to this
unigue institution than a statement of the truth that it was
slandered, hated, combated, and also feared by all inferior
peoples.”

“And Moah was sore afraid of the peaple, because they were sy
and Moal war distressed because of the children of Lrael"

"Come now therefors, I pray thee, curse mee this peaple: for they are oo
wrghty for me: peradventure 1 shall prevail, that wy may swite thew, and
hat I may drive ther ot of the land: for | wor that be wiom thow blesiest

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"Bebold, there ir a peaple camy ont of Egypt, which mereth the face
of the earth: come now, cierse mie fiemy peradyentirs | shall be abie to
sversoms them, and drive thens out."”

— Numbers, Chapter Twenry-Two, Verses 3, 6 and 11.

Naturally and of course, Jews and untermensch could never go
head-to-head with an aemy of Whites. They know this. And it is why
the Jews must resor to the very subversion and treason we spoke of
earlier. Jesus, recalling the mulitarily glorious days of ancient Istael, and

"Or elsz. how can one enter inte a strvny man's bowse, and spoil lns
Loods, except b first bind the strong man? and them he will spoil bis
bowuse."

~  Matthew, Chapter Twelve, Verse 29.

Back to chapter eleven of Mein Kampf, Hider resumes his
discussion of the spiritual aspect of the Aryan mace, a thing unique to
it alone and so highly evolved and — ag a direct consequence of that ~
so frghtfully vulnerable 1o tampedng and destruction that it amounts
to an Achilles Heel which attracts the most derermined attacks of the
enemies of God's highest work,

"(The) self-sacrificing will to give one's personal labor
and if necessary one's own life for others is most strongly
developed in the Aryan. The Aryan is not greatest in his
mental qualities as such, but in the extent of his
willingness to put all his abilities in the service of the
community. In him the instinct of self-prescrvation has
reached the noblest form, since he willingly subordinates
his own ego to-the life of the community and, if the hour
demands, even sacrifices it."

And the mirror-image reflection of this sentiment —

Where this instinct is absent or where it has been perverted through
alien media conditioning, Hiter makes clear that -

"_..in so far as it serves the instinct of self-preservation
without consideration for his fellow men, as theft, usury,
robbety, burglary, ctc. (does human activiry designate.)”

Saint Paul enters his comments —

“For yv, bestiven, becanse followers of the churches of God wlhich in
Judecs are in Chyist Jesur: for ye also have suffered lthe things of your own
countrymen, eeen as they hawe of the Jews!""

"Ik both kélled the Lord Jests and their ownt prophels, and bave
persecitted wi; and they pieate not God, and are contrary to all mes"

"Forbidding us to speak to the Genisles that they might be saved, 1o
[fidl wp their sins ahway; for the wrath is come upon them to the uttermost.”

—  Farst Thessalonians, Chapter Two, Verses 14, 15 and

16.

Returning to Mein Kampf —

"For if the Jewish people's instinct of self-preservation
is not smaller but larger than that of other peoples, if his
intellectual faculties can easily arouse the impression that
they are equal to the intellectual gifts of other races, he
lacks completely the most essential requirement for a
cultured people, the idealistic attitude."

Jesus sums it up by telling them to rheir face that they are not of
the same father as the Iseaclites — the Aryan race — that they are
different, that they are missing the crincal qualicy Hitler has mentioned
which is what makes the Holy Seed holy. In shorr, that they are the
offspring of the Devil,

"Ye are of your fatber the devel, awd the lusts of your father ye wilf do.
He war a murderer from the beygoning, and abods nol in the torh, becanse
therz ix wo Irscthy i Bim. VWhen be speaketh a fie, be speaketh of bis oum:
for be 25 a lar, and the fatber of i1."
John, Chaprer Eight, Verse 44,

Hitler continues exactly where Jesus leaves off -

"If the Jews were alone in this world, they would stifle
in filth and offal; they would try to get ahead of one
another in hate-filled struggle and exterminate one
another, in so far as the absolute absence of all sense of
self-sacrifice, expressing itself in their cowardice, did not
turn battle into comedy here too."

"Hence the Jewish people, despite all apparent
intellectual qualities, is without any true culture, and
especially without any culture of its own. For what sham
culture the Jew today possesses is the property of other
peoples, and for the most part it is ruined in his hands."

"Not through him does any progress of mankind
occur, but in spite of him,"

"In the Jew, however, this attitude is not at all present;
for that reason he was never a nomad, but only and always
a parasite in the body of other peoples.”
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Parasire 28 a word apparently did not exist at the rime of Paul. But,
as always, the concept was present and known and Paul puts it into the
language of his day —

"Far the neysiery of iniguity doth already work: onty be who now kettsth
will lot, untsi b be taken ot of the way,"

"And then shall that Wicked by rervaled, whom the Lovd shall
consume weld) the spint of bis month, and shall destroy usth the brightness

of bés comring:”
"Even bim, whose comring is ajter the working of Satan with all power
and signs and lying wonders,”

“And with all deceivableness of mrighteonswess in them that perish;
besanse they received mot the fove of the truth, that they might be sawd."

"And for this canse God chail send thews styoug defusion, that they
sbowld beliver a e

"That they all might be danmwed wha befievd not 1he trwth, bt had
pleasare in wnrighteonswess.”

~ Second Thessalonnns, Chapter Two, Verses 7 through

12.

In short, combinming Hitler's statement with that of Paul, we see the
effect of a society and a world having "gone Jewish". Precisely as a
cancer does not have to completely devour its host orgamism for death
ro ensue, sufficient Jewish influence over a people’s culture and
mstitutions will cavse the whole structure to rot and collapse —
thankfully leaving something, some remnant, of value and worth
behind with which to begin anew,

To the careful and attentive reader, the Bible, with greatest care and
detail, lays out the racial pedigree of what later were to become known
as "Jews". From that point being established by mid-way through the
Old Testament, the matter of them infectung and taking over the
Hebrew Temple is treated and it is ar the very nadir of that take-over
and degeneration that the world-shattering advent of Jesus of Nazareth
comes about as the Bible reaches its climax.

“And the sons of Noab, that went forth of the ark, were Shem, amd
Haew, and Japheth: and Ham és thy father of Canaan."”
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" Anid be (Noab) sard, Curred by Canaan, a servant of sersants shall
be e unto Bir brethren,”
—  Genesis, Chapter Nine, Verses 18 and 25,

“"Awd the soms of Ham Cush, and Mizraim, and Phul, and
Canaan.”

" And Patbrsesion. and Caxluhin, (owt of whom came Plilistin,) and
Caphiorion"

" And the Jebustle, and the Amorise, and the Girgashite,”

“Aud the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinire,"”

—  Genesis, Chapter Ten, Verses 6, 14, 16 and 17,

Here as with most mythology and fable that is actually based in face,
a Bittle "back-dating” bas been undertaken to benefit the simple and
common mind. Quite obviously, Ham, Noah's youngest son, strayed
southward and became intermingied with Negroid types from Africa
If his line wasn't cursed before that fime, it most cerrainly has been
ever since.

And there you have the primary rscal element of most of those
tribes which God had commanded Israel to exterminate but who
survived and became racial Jews, The strain is, of course, called
"Hamitic".

Hitler sizes this up in a single paragraph —

"The Jew has always been a people with definite racial
characteristics and ncver a religion; only in order to get
ahecad he carly sought for a means which could distract
unpleasant attention from his person. And what would
have been more expedient and at the same time more
innocent than the 'embezzied' concept of a religious
community? For here, too, everything is borrowed or
rather stolen. Due to his own original special nature, the
Jew cannot possess a religious institution, if for no other
reason because he lacks idealism in any form, and hence
belief in a hereafter is absolutely foreign to him. And a
religion in the Aryan scnse cannot be imagined which
lacks the conviction of survival after death in some form,
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Indeed, the Talmud is not a book to prepare a man for the

hereafter, but only for a practical and profitable life in this
world."

Jesus on the hereafics —

"And na man hath aseended up to beaven but that b canse dasm from
beaven, even iy Son of man which is in heaven.”
— John, Chaprer Three, Verse 13,

"“Then sard Jesus again wnto them. T go my sy, and yo shall seek me,
and shall diz i yonr stus: whither [ go, ye camuot com.”

"“Awd be sad wmto them, Yo are from bencath; I am from above: pe
are of this worid; 1 ame not of thes worid,”

— John, Chapter Eight, Verses 21, 22 and 23.

The Talmud, incidentally, which Hitler made reference to before is
a book containing the rabbinical reworkings and "interpretations” of
the Old Testament as done duting the time of the Babylonian Captivity
and afterward — circa 500 B.C. and onward — by these racial Jews o
suit themselves. It was in defiance of this perversion of the Law, as
well a5 in the name of the original, racially Arvan Israclites, that Jesus
came to take up the cause,

Hitler ends his statement with "this world", This is saying a
tremendous lot and falls directly in line with most of what Jesus was
stressing within the quotes that have been preserved for us in the
gospel.

The stark drama and irony do not stop there, as Hider continues —

""The best characterization is provided by the product
of this religious education, the Jew himself, His life is
only of this world, and his spirit is inwardly as alien to true
Christianity as his nature two thousand yeats previous
was to the great founder of the new doctrine. Of course,
the latter made no secret of his attitude toward the Jewish
people, and when necessary he even took to the whip to
drive from the temple of the Lord this adversary of all
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humanity, who then as always saw in religion nothing but
an instrument for his business existence. In return, Christ
was nailed to the cross, while our present-day party
Christians debase themselves to begging for Jewish votes
at elecrions and later try to arrange political swindles with
atheistic Jewish parties-and this against their own
nation,"

Remember, these are the words of Adolf Hitler. Not exactly what
you've been led to expect. But look at who has been leading you. First
the story of Jesus' clearing the temple -

"AAnd when be bad made & sconrge of small cords, be drove them ail
s of thy tempie, and the sheep, and the oxeny and poured owt the hangers'
oy, and ossrtirew the lables;”

" And s wto themn that jold deves, Take these things bence; make
wot my Father's bonse an bonse of merchandiss,"

- John, Chapter Two, Verses 15 and 16,

1f vou are one of the millions of Whites who arc biteerly disaffected
by all the mercenary consumerism which is what all cur holidays have
been reduced to — especially Christmas — you now know where it first
began and with whom. Instead of just grumbling about it or even, as
more and moze people are doing, abandoning the holidays in disgust,
try doing what Jesus did, You'll quickly see and learn what it is like to
be on the hit list of the Jews.

"To what an extent the whole existence of this people
is based on a continuous lic is shown incomparably by the
Protocols of the Wise Men of Zion, so infinitely hated by
the Jews. They are based on a forgery, the Frankfurter
Zeitung moans and screams once every week: the best
proof that they are authentic, What many Jews may do
unconsciously is here consciously exposed, And that is
what matters. It is completely indifferent from what
Jewish brain these disclosures originate; the important
thing is that with positively terrifying certainty they reveal
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the nature and activity of the Jewish people and expose
their inner contexts as well as their ultimate final aims.
The best crticism applied w them, however, is reality,
Anyone who examines the historical development of the
last hundred years from the standpoint of this book will
atonce understand the screaming of the Jewish press. For
once this book has become the common property of a
people, the Jewish menace may be considered as
broken,"

A meeting of the rop-most Zionist Jews of the world was convened
in Switzerland late in the Nineteenth Century for the purpose of
hammering out the plan of artack regarding their final, physical ake-
oves of the nations of the earth, The minutes of this meeting were
leaked to the ocurside world and bave been known ever since as "The
Protocols of the Learned Elders of Zion". Quite naturslly, the Jews of
the world have also ever since been declarmng them to be a "forgery".
Bur, as even Henry Ford, Sr., pointed out in the 1920s, since the Jews
have been following their precepes ke a blueprint from the start, one
has to ask: A forgery of what?

Whereas the Bible does seem to skip over how conditions got from
Point "A" to Point "B" with regard to increased Jewish infiltration and,
thus, damage, Hitler spares the reader no such detads — and, at the

same time, ensures that they miss no critical lessons. He goes on -

"To strengthen his political position he tries to tear
down the racial and civil barriers which for a time
continue to restrain him at every step. To this end he
fights with all the tenacity innate in him for religious
wlerance and in Freemasonry, which has succumbed to
him completely, he has an excellent instrument with
which to fight for his aims and put them across. The
governing circles and the higher strata of the political and
economic bourgeoisie are brought into his nets by the
strings of Freemasonry, and never need to suspect what
is happening." '
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I would add to Hitler's ending that, with such a state of affairs being
the case, thar 1s, with the upper-crust of Whites not even realizing that
ther are no more than dupes, passages from out of the Bible like the
ones to follow have been rendered effectively moot -

“Thon shalt bave no otber gods before me.””
Exodus, Chapter Twenty, Verse 3.

"Ye shall not aded unto the word which 1 connmand you, meither shali
ye diprinisl ought from it that ye may Keep the commandments of t
Lord yosr God which I comenand yon."
—  Deuteronomy, Chapter Four, Verse 2,

"Ye shall obserse to do thergiore as the Lord your God hath
commanded you: ye shull mot turys asidy to the right hand or to the lgt."”
~  Deuteronomy, Chaprer Five, Verse 32,

"Thus Freemasonty is joined by a second weapon in
the service of the Jews: the press. With all his
perseverance and dexterity he seizes possession of it
With it he slowly begins to grip and ensnare, to guide and
to push all public life, since he is in a position to create
and direct that power which, under the name of 'public
opinion,’ is better known today than a few decades ago."

“Politically correct" is the term today and it is still dictated by this
very same |ewish power of the media. They have made it downnght
unprofitable to go against this artificially and asbicranly created "mass
taste” and "mass opinion". To the extent that it does quite literally
govern all of our affairs because the nominal "leaders” 2l kowtow to
it—

"For they loved the praise of ween more than tbe praise of God."
—  John, Chaprer Twelve, Verse 43,

"To be sure, he sometimes palms off his women on
influential Christians, but as a matter of principle he
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always keeps his male line pure. He poisons the blood of
others, but preserves his own, The Jew almost never
marries a Christdan woman; it is the Christian who
matries a Jewess. The bastards, however, take after the
Jewish side. Especially a part of the high nobility
degenerates completely. The Jew is perfectly aware of
this, and therefore systematically carries on this mode of
'disarming' the intellectual leader class of his racial
adversarics. In order to mask his activity and lull his
victims, however, he talks more and more of the cquality
of all men without regard to race and color. The fools
begin to believe him."

When earlier on I said that the Jews permitted Mein Kampf to
arcalate freely n the smug confidence thar no one would heed its
warning on the grounds that it sounded too far-fetched, passages like
the one above may serve to establish my poinc. In all objectivity, |
know how it sounds. However, the best I can do s offer up the exact
parallel from the Bible and pose to the reader that cither they both are
"erazy" or they both are right on the mark —

"Observe thow that wiich I command thee this this day: bobald, 1 drive
axt befare thee the Amarite, and the Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the
Persenite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.”

"Lake heed jo thyself; lest thow make a covenant with the mbabitants
of 2be dand whither thou goest, lest it be for a sware i the midst of thee:"

“Buet yv shall destroy their aitars, break ther images, and out down
theer groves:"

"For thon shalt wxrrbep wo otber god: for the Lord, whose name is
Jealons, &5 a jealous God:"

"L et thou make a covenant with ihe inbiabitants of the land, and they
30 a whoting after their gods, and do sacrifice smte thyir gods, and ome sl
thee, and thou eat of bis sacrifice)””

“And thoy take of rheir dawghiers wnto thy sons, and ther daughters

Do recall that, as we develop toward the "Jews" m the Old
Testament, we are constantly reminded that they spring from those
Hamitic tribes which have again been named n the above passages
from Exodus. It is purely a racial matter, Different races of people wall
generate different values and thought patterns. And, just as Hitler said,
the darker genes will always predominate, being the more primitive and
deep-seated, in any crossing with Whites.

When Hitler talks about the Jews breaking down the barness of race
within 4 multi-culrural society, such as is the United States of today, he
might just as well be refernng to their own Anti-Defamanon League
of B'nai B'tith, their own creation of the Nadonal Association for the
Advancement of Colored People, and literally their hand in every so-
called "civil rights”" and race-mixing move that has ever taken place.
They want to extend their managed confusion from thought and
opinion to the very blood of their host — or vicrim — people —

"By mwearing and hing, and kifling and spealing, and committing
adnitery, they break owt, and blood toucheth blood."
~ Hosea, Chapter Four, Verse 2.

"With the shattering of the personality and the race,
the essential obstacle is removed to the domination of the
inferior being — and this is the Jew."

And another echo from the Old Testament —

“If the foundations be destroyed, what can the rightecus do?”
—  Psalms, Chapter Eleven, Verse 3.

"His unfailing instinct in such things scents the
original soul in everyone, and his hostility is assured to



anyone who is not spirit of his spirit, Since the Jew is not
the attacked but the attacker, not only anyone who
attacks passes as his enemy, but also anyone who resists
him. But the means with which he seeks to break such
reckless but upright souls is not honest warfare, but lies
and slander."

If this again begins to sound far-out or paranoid, due 1o generations
of a steady diet of Jewish brainwashing, refer once more to Saint Paul
writing in Galatians -

"But as then he that was born afler thx flesh persecuted him that was
born agter theé Spiryt, evenw so it is mow."
~  Galanans, Chapter Four, Verse 29,

"Apr 1 thrfore become your eneney, becanse [ tell you the trua?”
—  Galatians, Chapter Four, Verse 16.

"Here he stops at nothing, and in his vileness he
becomes so gigantic that no one need be surprised if
among our people the personification of the devil as the
symbol of all evil assumes the living shape of the Jew."

"I row thy works, and tribuiations, and poverty, (but thou art rich)
and 1 kenow the blaspliny of thews whish say they are Jews, and arv not,
but are e synagogue of Satan."”

- Revelation, Chapter Two, Verse 9.

"Slowly fear of the Marxist weapon of Jewry descends
like a nightmare on the mind and soul of decent people.”

"They begin to tremble before the terrible enemy and

thus have become his final victim."”

"Howbeit no neaw spaks apendy of hire for fear of the Jews."
- John, Chapter Seven, Verse 13,



"These words spake bis parents (the blind mawn whose sight lesws
restorvd), becanse they feared the [ews: for the Jews bad agreed already that
i any man did confess that v (Jesus) was Chnst, be showtd be put ot of
the synagogue."

The new person who may be reading this sort of thing for the first
time may well be shocked and nor just a little bit skeptical of it
However, | think not nearly so much as in decades past, before things
pot to be as far along down the road to destruction as they are now, 1
am banking that the telling now of this unvarnished truch will strike a
responding chord within the mind and heart of any sound individual.
Please remember too that Hider's use of the term Marxism znd the fact
that the Soviet Union 8 no more do not equal out 1o the concept and
the menace now being invalidated The present liberal democracy
springs from the same spirit and employs all the same tools.

Not just in the contemporary day when Hitler was writing — or
dictating — Men Kampf was the very real element of prophecy present
in his words, for Germany's condition then is the United Seates'
condition today, but he often takes up predictions for what was at that
tme the furure. Witness the paragraph below —

"The Jew's domination in the statc scems so assured
that now not only can he call himself a Jew again, but he
ruthlessly admits his ultimate national and political
designs, A secton of his race openly owns itself to be a
foreign people, yet even here they lie. For while the
Zionists try to make the rest of the wotld believe that the
national consciousness of the Jew finds its satisfaction in
the creation of a Palestinian state, the Jews again shyly
dupe the dumb Goyim. It doesn't even enter their heads
to build up a Jewish state in Palestine for the purpose of
living there; all they want is a central organization for
their intermational world swindle, endowed with its own
sovereign rights and removed from the intervention of
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other states: a haven for convicted scoundrels and a
university for budding crooks."

The bandit state of "lsrael” was declared a reslity in 1948, And the
term "Govim" 15 the word applied by [ews 1o all non-fews. It means
"cattle”,

Hider takes us, however unwillingly, down the dazk allevs we
nonetheless must go and into a realm thar even the dark and bloody
Old Testament handled with kid gloves. But hint and innuendo have
proven altogether msufficient to amn a people sgainst constantly
menacing evil that threatens their very being, just as it 1 spping and
tearing today, virrually unhampered, at the very vitals of socsery in the
L'nired Stares.

"With satanic joy in his face, the black-haired Jewish
youth lurks in wait for the unsuspecting gifdl whom he
defiles with his blood, thus stealing her from her people,
With every means he tries to destroy the racial
foundations of the people he has set out to subjugate.

With all of the extensive Biblical references Hitler has deliberately
been dropping all throughout, is there any way we can imagine him not
being fally aware of the above passages from Isalah? Lucifer, the Jews.

The idea of the overthrow of Godly, White civilization with
himself at the top of the resultant wreckage and via his wols of
Marxism and, most specially, race-mixing?
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"For a racially pure people which is conscious of its
blood can never be enslaved by the Jew. In this world he
will forever be master over bastards and bastards alone.”

In the final chaprer of volume one of Mein Kampf, Hitler begins
to discuss the inital phases of the development of his Nanonal
Socialist German Workers Party. This 38 but the modem day
evangelical work but cast with the dimension of the more militacy
approach of taking ground and holding it, This was the political time
of struggle, or "Kampfzeit", to take Germany back from its betmyers
and seducers, it mormal enemies, and retarn it to the German people.

Of those like himself throughout history, Hitler says —

"Their aim has often been for centuries the inner
longing of hundreds of thousands, until one man stands
up to proclaim such a general will, and as a standard-
bearer guides the old longing to victory in the form of the
new idea."

Old longing, new idea? Hitler just encapsulated the whale thrust of
this book: That Navonal Sociahism 15 the newest form of thar ideal
which must prevail if the White race is 1o survive on carth, A look at
the earlier form of this same idea and of its founder and leader comes
ro us viz Saint John —

"That was the trae Light, which lighteth eovry man that compth) into
e wonid”

“He was tn the worid and the world was made by bim, and the sworld
Knewr bipe not"”

"He came wnte his own, and bis owas received bar wot.”
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"But ar many as vecetred hi, 1o them gave he power fo beconse the
sons of God, even to them that believe on bis name;"
" ek soere barn, ot of blaod, wor of the will of the flesh, not of 1he
walf of wan, but of God."
John, Chapter One, Verses 9 through 13.

As though speaking directly to the disenfranchised American
populace of the present, Hitler declared —

"How shall we manufacture the spirit which enables a
people to bear arms? If this spirit dominates a pcople, the
will finds a thousand ways, every one of which ends in a
weapon! But give a coward ten pistols and if artacked he
will not be able to fire a single shot. And so for him they
are more worthless than a knotted stick for a courageous
man."

I would just inject at this poiar: So much for the advocates of
keeping and bearing arms if they are only going to serve as play-pretties
or phallic symbols.

"Thus, any possibility of regaining outward German
independence is bound up first and foremost with the
recovery of the inner unity of our people’s will."

And it is that which is tonully lacking in the United States and the
ennire West today. Blame it on materialism or blame it on the alien
media.

"All in all, this whole period of winter 1919-20 was a
single struggle to strengthen confidence in the victorious
might of the young movement and raise it to that
fanaticism of faith which can move mountains."



What kind of faith?

It was also by no accident that the titie of the littde-known film
documentary of Hider's 1933 Party Congress — the first one after
having assumed state power —was "Victory of Faith".

Hitler and bis movement fought physically sganst thetr enemies.
Probably, I sense, because they could do this and expect a reasonable
chanee of success. In occupied Judea, there was only the prospect of
immediate immolation, As headhnes in  recent years have
demonstrated here, it is the latter case that prevails for us here. Hence,
John's words in Revelation as regard the strategy for us in the very final
times —

" And rhey worshipped the dragon which gaw powver wnin the beast:
and they vorsbipped the beass, saying, Whe is ltke unto the beast? Who
it able fo make war with lim?"

"Ee that leadeth into caplisity shall go mto captivity: he that illeth
with the sword must be #illed with the nword. Here i3 the pativnce and the
Jaaith of the saints.”

—  Revelation, Chaprer Thirteen, Verses 4 and 10.

That this admonition is intended strictly 1© us today in this place
may be gleaned not only by the fact that the words fir pczfcctl\ our
own circumstances, the ‘much overworked term, “saint”, only means
racial comrades whose knowledge snd awareness binds rhem to the
cause of Christ beyond anything's cap«abth(v of sepanating ,

The rales of the furious battles for the streets and cities of Germany
between Hitler's Stormtroopers and the Marxists are today ev crvwhere
legendaey. Heroes such as Horst Wessel won the hearts of many of
their formerly lost and duped fellow countrymen who had begun with
the Communists but pow were with Hitler and the cause, if | may
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quote the Bible, of nghteousness. This, as much as anything, panicked
Satan.

For Satan, being the past-master of psychology, having first sensed
that the institutions of the Whites had lost their potency, had arranged
his owa "opposition” to them in the form of Mardsm and had then
caused the mad stampede of the growing number of disaffected Whites
to swell its ranks, It was working sdmirably unul the advent of Hitler
who now was winning them back o their own institutions again after
having revitalized them with the truth

Christ did no differenty,

Hitler ends his fitst volume of Mein Kampf with the following
words after he has described a huge fight at one meceting hall -

"A fire was kindled from whose flame one day the

sword must come which would regain freedom for the
Germanic Siegfried and life for the German nation."
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Part XII

The second veolume of Hide's Mem Kampf opens with this
thought —

"Into the rotten and cowardly boutgeoisie world and
into the twivmphant march of the Marxist wave of
conguest a new power phenomenon was entering, which
at the cleventh hour would halt the chariot of doom."

When Hitler gave these lines to Rudolf Hess to commir to paper he
was in prison for high treason, sixteen members of his movement had
been killed in a failed pursch, the movement itself had been ontlawed
and all of its assets seized, Quite an expression of faith under such
circumstances. Pechaps, however, it could be taken as an illustration

that sometimes faith taken to sufficient degree becomes more than

But who would view
the sinuation m Judea in 33 A.D. and that in Germany in 1920 as being
the same in their essencer That much ruled out, when reading of the
particulars of both, who'd get the connection® Just so easily are
history’s most important lessons lost, if ever they arve indeed firsc
gathesed at all

Also as Hitler opens the second volume of Mein Kampf, he regales
us with rthe storv of the Party's first mass meeting —

"On Febroary 24th, 1920, the first great public
demonstration of our young movement took place. In the
Festsaal of the Munich Hofbrauhaus the twenty-five
theses of the new party’s program were submitted to a
crowd of almost two thousand and every single point was
accepted amid jubilant approval."

Balance that against this from the Bible —

“For the promse ir unto you, and to your children, and to alf that are
afar off, even as many as the Lord oter God thalf sall"

"And with many ether words did by testify and exchort, saying, Save
yorrselves from this wtoward geweration.”

"Then they that gladly recvised bis word were baptised: and the same
day there were added unts them about three thowsond sonds"

—  Saint Pecer as quo ted ia Acts, Chapres Two, Verses 39,

40 and 41.

Mass meetings, indeed. Rather than the Festsaal, the above took
place at Solomon’s Porch, at the Temple 1n [erusalem,
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Now, reraming to Mein Kampf -

"As I entered the mighty hall (the Zirkus Krone,
February 3%, 1921) the same joy seized me as a year
previous in the first meeting at the Munich Hofbrauhaus
Festsaal. But only after I had pressed my way through the
human walls and reached the lofty platform did I see the
success in all its magnitude. Like a giant shell this hall lay
before me, filled with thousands and thousands of
persons.”

[hat was taken from volume two, chapter seven.
Another similarity I was struck by is outlined by Hider in the
following two paragraphs from Mein Kampf, volume two, chapter six:

"In all these cases we have o do with an
encroachment upon man’s freedom of will. This applies
most, of course, to meetings attended by people with a
contrary attitude of will, who must now be won overto a
new will. In the morning and even during the day people’s
will power seems to struggle with the greatest energy
against an attempt to force upon them a strange will and
a strange opinion, At night, however, they succumb more
easily to the dominating force of a stronger will. For, in
truth, every such meeting tepresents a wrestling bout
between two opposing forces. The superior oratorical art
of a dominating preacher will succeed more easily in
winning to the new will people who have themselves
experienced a weakening of their force of resistance in the
most natural way than those who are still in full
possession of their mental tension and will,"

"The same purpose, after all, is served by the
artificially made and yet mysterious twilight in Catholic
churches, the buming lamps, incense, censers, ete.”

Back again to the Bible —
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" Awd as they spake unto the poople, the prvests, and the caplain of ihe
tempple, and the Sadducees, canse spon them,""

“Being gricved that they tawght the prople, and proached through Jerns
the resnryection fiom the dead,”

“Aud they laid hands on them, and put them in bold unfo the next
day: for it was now exvenfide.”

“Howbeit many of them which beard by word believed; and the
rwmrber of the mew was abow! five thousand."”

~ Acts, Chapter Four, Verses 1 through 4.

Not jusr mass rallies but mass rallies at night.

And thar all-recurring "word” that so maay of these masses
"believed". It's so important to understand exactly what it was 1
Biblical times as well as in Hitler's time. Certainly not the crap spewed
forth by these sold-out and taken-over churches today that only an
imbecile could believe and, even if one did, is urterly relevant and
false,

| personally found this most major clue to be absolutely
breathtaking when | found it —

"Without cleardy delimited faith, religiosity with its
unclarity and multiplicity of form would not only be
worthless for human life, but would probably contribute
to gencral disintegration."

Well, as always, leave it up to Hitler in Mein Kampf to capture the
essence of the very matters which consistently elude and confound the
rest of a lost mankind.

He is saying this: Something presumably for everyone can really be
for no one. Exactly like a multi-racil "democeacy”, it serves nothing
but itself and the crooks who age highest up. Too loose, too general,
too much room for the interpretations of more crooks, fakers and
outtight lunancs. Too genenc,

I chose that ene short quote from out of many paragraphs wherein
Hitler delves into his term “volkisch", or folkish, as his way of referring
to that which is racial. For without race as the common bedrock, any
other consideration or approach to any matter — whether government
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or religion — invariably leads one off on the wrong "slant” and, as a
result, at least where the Bible 1s concerned, readers our racial Book of
Truth as ene mote weird supersution.

So then, it only remains to escertain whether the first apostles
viewed it the same way and, by the same token, determine just what
kind of following they were cultvating in those eacdiest, most
dangerous years. Was ir the "human scum of the earth” as so many
detractors of Chrstianity assert? Or was it the very opposite, the
precious penetic “cream of the crop” as Hitder was recruinng?

Here 15 one clue as we go to one of those mass meetings as
convened by Saint Paul -

"Thew Pawl stood wp, and beckoming with bis band said, Men of
Irrael, and ye that fear God, give awdieny."”
= Acts; Chaprer Thirteen, Verse 16.

Here [ bave no difficulty seeing Hiter or Goebbels or any organizer
of the NSD.AP. in Weimar Germany standing up in a crowded beer
hall and, with the straight-armed, openhanded salute loudly exclaiming,
"Volksgenossen!”, to bring the meering to order. But if that's not
sufficient, try this next one —

"Men amd brethren, clildren of the stock of Abrakam, and whoseever
among you fearcth God, to you i1 the word of this salvation sent"”
= Acts, Chapter Thirteen, Verse 26.

Anyone who can't see that simply doesn’t wanr to see 1z, [t was said
in movement circles years ago that the whole strategy for putring
across a successful revolutionary cffort was all mapped out for us in
Mein Kampf but that no one was putting it into practice. Yes and no.
It was there, alnghe. But s ume was past. Efforts i that directnon in
the Post War United States, valiant though they were, did not do justice
to the orignal example. There does exist a genuine concept of a
siteation having gone too far for too long.
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"But they mocked the messengers of God, and despised his words, awd
mzsued bis prophess, senred the weath of the Lard amie againiz bis people,
#ill there was no remedy.”

—  Second Chronicles, Chapter Thirty-Six, Verse 16,

How would Hider have addressed that? The answer 1s already
provided for us in the pages of the gospels which detail the words and
actions of Jesus of Nazareth, the same spirit and personality, just under
different circumstances.

And so, for thar reason, I will omir from these pages that formula
which, mne years hence, on January 30th, 1933, led to the
estzblishment of the Third Reich. It is not within the scope of this
work to cither recap history or to suggest that historic repeat
pecformances are possible or even desirable. My purpose here is to
demonstrate the nature of that spint which was ar work at owo
momentous occasions for mankind. And this is best served by
revealing its thoughts and principles.

A spirit and a personality assuming human form so as to be able to
rake a direct, physical hand in the affaies of a lost humanity and thereby
guide the progression of events toward the victorious conclusion as
written in Revelatdon. And it is therefore because of that final ending
having already been wntten that any and all apparent "defeats” on the
physical plane at the hands of the World Enemy are nothing of the
SOrL.

Hitler, on the twelfth annivesary of his accession to power, January
30th, 1945, approximartely ninety days prior to his own death, in his
final broadcast to the German nation, declared the date of the Nagonal
Soculist assumption of state power m 1933 to represent that victory
which all of the forces of the Satanie, Jewish World Enemy could never
undo.

Jesus Christ, similady, declazed that his own death, then close i the
offing, would be anti-climactic as, in his words -

"These things I have spoken wuto you, that in me 3¢ reight bave peare.
Lot the world ye ihall base tribulation: but be of good dheer; I hare oservome
the world"

— John, Chaprer Seventeen, Verse 33,
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In volume two, chapter two of Mein Kampf, Hitler states ~

"If, therefore, we speak of a higher mission of the
state, we must not forger that the higher mission lics
essentially in the nationality whose free development the
state must merely make possible by the organic force of

its being."

It would seem to me that Hitder's idea of the proper funcrion of the
state would be 1o see to it thar the whole people followed in line with
the following and to be aggressive enough to mever allow any
divergence from it or inrerference with it -

“If ye walk in my statwles, and Reep my commanidments, and do
them?"

“Then 1 well grve you rain in due s2ason, and thye land shatl yield ber
tncrease, and the tress of the field shail yield ther fraat."”

" And yowr threstung shadl wach unto the vintagy, and the vintage shail
mach wunto the sowing time: and yo shall cat your bread to the full, and
dwell in yonr land safely.”

" And 1 will give peace in the land, and ye shall &e down, and nowe
shall make you afraid: and I will vid evil beasis out of the land, weither
shall the sword go through yonr land."

“And ye chall chare your enemics, and they shali fall before yose by the
suord."

" And five of you shall chase an hundred, and an busdred of yox shall
put ten thousand io to flight: and your enemies sbaill fall before you by the
sword."”

"For will bave respect unto you, and prake you froatinl, and maltiply
yow, and eitablish my corenant with you."

"And ye chall eat old itove, and bring forth ths old becanse of the
new.”

" And I will set my tabernacle among you: and my soul shall not abbor
you.”"

" A T will walke anvong you, and will be yowr God, and ye shall be
my peaple.””
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"T am the Lord your God, which bronght you forth out of the land of
Egype, that ye shosid mot be their bondmen; and | bave broken the bands
of your yoke, and made you go upright.”

-~ Leviticus, Chapter Twenry-Six, Verses 3 through 13,

A far ety from the aims, sgenda and intrusion of today's alien and
hostle Big Brother police state.
Hitler goes on —

"Anyone who speaks of a mission of the German
people on carth must know that it can exist only in the
formation of a state which sees its highest task in the
preservation and promotion of the most noble elements
of our nadonality, indeed of all mankind, which sull
remain intact."

Now, as | have said, as vilified and tar-brushed as Hitler's image has
been, one thing everyone is clear on 13 that his number one thrust was
ahways race. So when he says to preserve and promote the best, we
know he is speaking racially. When he refers to the noble element of
mankind that still remains intact, we again know he means Whites who
have not lost their racial integrity, Since the key element of the Bible
has been so downplayed, how few is it that can carch the identical same
thought i the following?

"Far the San of man it ome to save that which was lost,"

The formula | have been unlizing 1 the construction of this book
has been to allow the strucrure of Mein Kampf to lead the way with
regard to the line of thought that is to be examined and then compared
with that m the Bible itself. Here | am going to make a slight exception
but only i the respect that I'm going to go to the Bible first and then
to Mein Kampf for the sake of illustranng 4 very major point.
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“If ary man sez bis brother s a sin which is not unto dzath, be shadl
ask, wnd be shall give hime e for theme that sin not wnto death, There is
@ stn sewito death: 1 do not say that be shall pray for i2."

~  First John, Chaprer Five, Verse 16,

Just the type of thing I've come to expect in the Bible wherever the
maost absolutely important points and issues are 0 be made. The
unfargivable sin, and John doesn't tell us what it is! But by that, John
is tefling us to — if we haven't done so already ~ carefully go and read
the rest of the Bible in order to find the snswer.

But Hitler, in Mein Kampf, lets us have it sight between the eves
with the proverbial two-by-four i just the manner which makes the
basis for this entire thesis of mine.

"The undermining of the existence of human culture
by destroying its supporters appears, in a folkish view of
lifc, as the most execrable crime. He who dares to lay
hand upon the highest image of the Lord sins against the
benevolent Creator of this miracle and helps in the
expulsion from Paradise."

There will undoubiedly be those who will not make the connection
and who will sccuse me of "reaching” in order 1o force connection
with some pet idea all of my own.

Okay. Let's go back into the Bible and find the answer,

Best place to start is with the Man himself, Jesus Christ —

"Wheregare 1 say wato_ yos, AN meanwer of sim and blagnbemy shall be
Jorgsven unto puen: but the biciphemy against the Holy Ghost shatl not by
Jorgreen unto men.”

“And whosoersr speakerh a word against the Son of man, it shall be
Sorgiven bim: bt whosoever peaketh against the Holy Ghost, it thail not
be forgieen himt, neitber fn this world, mesther tn the world 1o come."

— Marthew, Chapter Eleven, Verses 31 and 32,
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That's prerry definite, 10 face, that's IT. However, too much room
yet exists for some to question or doubt just what 15 being meant here
by all this archaic language and reference.

Let's go 1o Sant Paul for final clanfication -

“What? know ye not that your body £ the temple of the Holy Ghost
wiiich &5 i yon, which ye bave of God, are yv are nof your ownf"'
- First Corinthians, Chaprer Six, Verse 19,

What could Saint Paul have known then thar we don't know today?
nless, of course, 1t was revealed to him by God himself. Mix White
blood with that of any other race and those top-most points of
mtelligence quotient are destroyed and gone forever. And I doubr
much whether God would take very kindly to stupid and selfish human
creations taking it on their own to reverse his highest work.

Regardiess how anyone may view the importance of race in hutnan
affairs, by the previous starement, Hitler places his idea of government
at diametnically opposite poles from the one which today prevails
everywhere. 1 pose o you the following: Is it or is it not 1o be the
system of Satan commanding total world control ar the end of times?

"Thus, for the first time state achieves a lofty inner
goal. Compared to the absurd catchword about safe-
guarding law and order, thus laying a peaceable
groundwork for mutual swindles, the task of prescrving
and advancing the highest humanity, given to this earth
by the benevolence of the Almighty, seems a truly high
mission."

Precisely here has Hitler pmpomted for us where and how alien
nfluence takes the form of a people's own government and altess the
funcdon of it from being their servant to becoming their oppressor.
Certamly, 1t doesn't happen oversight, One must be able to compare
times and the progression of treads in order not to be caught with the
rest who are pitifully nnaware of the "slippery slope” or the "thin edge
of the wedge".
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We have here today the same situation that Hitler faced in Germany
and smashed, that is, what effectively amounts to an incipient Beast
System. And perhaps I shouldn't say incipient in roday's instance as it
may as well be full-blown, Only the trends which it enforces await their
final achievement, the Beast itself stands as 2 reality.

Certamnly Hitler had to be aware of the following passages from
Revelation despite the fact that the high-tech that would be necessary
for its implementation was as yet undreamt of, unlike our own day —

"And be causeth all, both small and grsal, vich and peor, froe and
bowd, to receive @ mark in their right band, or in their forebeadc”

“And that wo man might by or self, save be that bad the mark, or
the name af the beast, or the nusvber of his nanse,”

— Revelation, Chapter Thirteen, Verses 16 and 17,

"For a dead mechanism which only lays claim to
existence for its own sake, there must be formed a living
organism with the exclusive aim of scrving a higher
idea."

"...there is only the holiest human right, and this right
is at the same time the holiest obligation, to wit: to sec to
it that the blood is preserved pure and, by preserving the
best humanity, to create the possibility of a nobler
development of these beings."

With the theoeracy, or God's Kingdom on Earth, which was an
established reality in the Third Reich, having been destroyed by the
Sataruc World System in 1945, the only possibility of forestalling the
following scenario — which never really was a possibility ar all — was
removed —

and 23,

Above s descnbed an object from space, a pesfect cube,
approximately one thousand, four hundred miles square: An artificial
planet containing its own light source.

Despite the Old World prose which reads like mythology, what
with our present level of rechnology, the above is nothing more than
a scientific recipe for a biological breeding experiment and implicit
the language is the purist and exclusive natare of it.

"If our churches also sin against the image of the
Lord, whose importance they still so highly emphasize, it
is entirely because of the line of their present activity
which speaks always of the spirit and lets its bearer, the
man, degenerate into a depraved proletarian, Afterwards,
of coumse, they make foolish faces and are full of
amazement at the small effect of the Christian faith in
their own country at the terrible ‘godlessness’, at this
physically botched and hence, spiritually degenerate
rabble, and try, with the Church’s blessing, to make up
for it by success with the Hottentots and Zulu Kaffirs,"

Here once more we have ditect reference to the biological

imperfection — or "fall" — of man. Call it even a work of evoluton as
vet incomplete. Even Nietzsche said that man was a rope that was
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strerched benveen the anmmal and the Superman; a rope that was
stretched over an abyss. As God's or Nature's highest achievement, the
White race is ever in danger of "back-sliding”, if you will, wheneves
exposed 1o more primitive stimulus — not to mention primitive genes.
And here, just as Hitler has said, the Church has totally dropped the
ball.

"The folkish state must set race in the center of all life.
It must take care to keep it pure. It must declare the child
to be the most precious treasure of the people. It must see
to it that only the healthy beget children; that there is only
one disgrace: despite one's own sickness and
deficiencics, to bring children into the world, and one
highest honor: to renounce doing so. And conversely it
must be considered reprehensible: to withhold healthy
children from the nation."

And this
not to mention a2 vulnerable "back door" whenever the state decides to
move against you with its harassment and persecution.

"Should the same renunciation not be possible if this
injunction is replaced by the admonition finally to put an
end to the constant and continuous original sin of racial
poisoning, and to give the Almighty Creator beings such
as He Himself created?"

A question of superficality. The result of the indoctrination of pure

What
in the world could possibly be meant by "the last and greatest decisions
on this earth"? The answer could only be supplied by Jesus himeelf -

How far away from that ideal is the world of the present! As far as
I am concemed, this is precisely the reason for which the Day of the
Lord will be such a terrible one, exactly the way the Bible says it will
be. Look at the way the "educaton” of today is leading them! Under
current conditions and trends, there exists nowhere on earth "a race
rpe for the last and greatest decisions,,." What could this possibly
mean other than how to greet the returning hosts of the Lord? The
Book of Revelation would tend to show a picture resulting from a
wrong decsion,

"And when the thowsand years ar expired, Satan shatl be loosed out
af bis prison."”

"And shail go ont 1o deceivs the nasions which are in the four quarters
of the earth, Gog and Mayog, te gather thems together to battie: 1he nuntber

"One has often complained that in the time of
November and December of 1918 actually all authorities
failed, that beginning from thc monarchs down to the last
division commander nobody was any longer able to
summon the enetgy for an independent decision. This
tertible fact is the ‘Mene, mene, tekel, upharsin’ of our
education, because in this cruel catastrophe is expressed,
in a measure cxpanded to gigantic size, and what
generally existed in little things."

One more very direct and deliberate reference from the Old
Testament. This time from the Book of Daniel, Chapter Five, Verses
25, 26 and 27, It has to do with the very famous handwating on the
wall -

"And this & the writing that war wwitten, Mene, Mene, Tekel,
Lipharsin.”

"This ix the interpivtation of the thing: Mewe; God hath numbersd thy
fsngdons, and finished i."

"Tekel: Thon art welghed in the balances, and art found wanting.”

It would be remuss to neglect the subject of atzenry within the

theocratic state and so there follows some relevant excerpts from
volume two, chaptet three of Hitler's Mein Kampf -
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"In general the formation which today is erroneously
designated as a state known only two varietics of people:
citizens and foreigners."

"Today the right of citizenship, as mentioned above,
is primarily achieved by birth within the borders of a state.
In this, race or natonality play no role whatever. A Negro
who formerly lived in the German protectorates and now
has his residence in Germany, gives birth to ‘Gesman
citizen’ in the person of his child,"

It is a question of who 15 8 member of the nation, or 3 member of
the people, or the race. Shouldn't such a matter be super-obvious?
Apparently nor anynime man sets about arranging things according to
his own very limited and off-base standards of measurement. The
question posed by Hiter above was faced by the returniag Ismaelite
exiles as they sought to reestablish some semblance of their own,
formerly theocratic state —

"Aud rhege wers they which wewt wp from Telmeiab, Telharsa,
Clirals, Addan, and Inmeee: but they couldd not show theiv fatier's bonse,
and their seed, wivther they were of Isnael "

“Thers iought their register among rthose that were reckoned by
Aynealogy, but they were mot found: thersfore were they as polluted, put froms
the priestivod."

~  Ezra, Chapter Two, Verses 59 and 62.

“And Egra the priest stood up, and said unto them, Ye baw
transgresied, and have taken strange wievs, to scrvase the treshass of
Lsruael "

"Now thergfore make confession unto the Lord God of your fiathery,
and do bis pleasnre: amid scparaie yourseloes from it people of the fand,
and from the strange wives."”

"Lt mox onr rukers of adl the congrepation itand, and et all them
which bave raken sirange SYies 1R our cities come at appointed times, and
watl themy the elders of every osty, and the judges thervof, until the fierce
wrath of Grod for this matter be turmed from ni."
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" And they made an end with ali the men that bad taken dtrange wivs
by the fivst day of the first month."

" Al these had taken strange wires: and some of theow had wises by
wiom they bad children.”

—  Ezra, Chapter Ten, Verses 10, 11, 14, 17 and 44.

Returning to Hitler's thought ~

"The whole process of acquiring citizenship takes
place not far differently than admission into an
automobile club."

"But not only do they not concern themselves about
the race of such a new citizen; they do not even pay
attention to his physical heath."

The Book of Leviticus, Chapters Twelve theough Fifteen, deals
entirely with the state of health of the individual atizen, labelling the
various conditons as cither "clean” or "unclean” and whether the
person should be "shut up" or "separated"” from the communiry. It is
oo lengthy and detailed ro even begin to reproduce here.

"And so every year these formations, called states, take
into themselves poison elements which they can scarcely
ever overcome."

A very sobering — and surprising to many — statement of histoncal
fact Hitler next takes up which, more than aaything, should serve o
gauge just how far things have fallen within the short span of a single
century —

"I know that people do not like to hear all this; but
anything more thoughtless, more hare-brained than our
present-day citizenship laws scarcely exists. There is
today one state in which at least weak beginnings toward
a better conception are noticeable. Of course, it is not our
model German Republic, but the American Union, in
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which an cffort is made to consult reason at least partially,
By refusing immigration on principle to elements in poor
health, by simple excluding certain  races from
naturalization, it professes in slow beginnings a view
which is peculiar to the folkish state concept.”

These very immigration laws Hitler speaks of, which for all pract:cal
purposes proscribed anyone from any place other than Europe or the
Briash Empire from entenng the United States, were only knocked
down as late as the 19605, even as our own internal system of racial
segregation was being dismanted and Death’s onrush was loosed.

"The folkish state divides its inhabitants into three
classes: citizens, subjects and foreigners."

And, again, the precedent for this, whar is presented by the enemy,
alien media as "crack-pot", is to be found within the pages of the Old
Testament. But they'd rather truse 1 your own ignorance of this
instead of tackling the Bible irself -

"There shall no stranger eat of the boly thing: a sajourner of the priest,
or an kired servant, shall not eat of the holy thing."

“If the priest's daxghier also be marvisd unts @ stranger, she may ot
et of an offering of the boly things."

~ Leviticus, Chapter Twenty-Two, Verses 10 and 12.

"And when the tabemmadle setteth forward, the Lavites shall take it
doww: and when the tabernacle 35 to by pitehed, the Levites shall set it up:
anid the strawger that comerh wigh shall be put to death.”

—  Numbers, Chapter One, Verse 51,

“To be a memoria unto the children of Lsracl, that we stranger, which
Zs ot of the seed of Aaron, vome wear 1o offer insense befors the Lard; that,
be br not as bs congpany: as the Lord satd to him by the hand of Moses."
—  Numbers, Chaprer Sixeeen, Verse 40.
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"...only the status of subject is acquired by birth. The
foreigner is distinguished from the subject only by the
fact that he is the subject of a foreign state."

"...the right of citizenship is most solemnly bestowed
on the irreproachable, healthy young man."

This will ourrage the thoroughly liberalized, egalitarian besorted
modern sensibilities, for sure. There are simply times when one must
chose his puidelines — and, once more, the precedent for this also is in
the Bible — and tough it out in the face of any and all objection -

"“Take ye the sum of all the congregation of the children of Israel, after
thezr famrilses, by the bowse of their futhers, with the wansber of thvir names,
every maie by theer polls"

"From twenty years ofd and spmard, ail that are abls 1o go forih 1o
war in Lvael: thow and Aaron shall nureber them by their armies.”

~  Numbers, Chapter One, Verses 2 and 3.

"It must be a greater honor to be a street-cleaner and
citizen of this Reich than a king in a foreign state."

"And ye shall be unto me a Kiggdom of prizcts, and an boly nation.
Thesz are the wonds which thow shait speak unto the childrer of Lorael”
— Exodus, Chapter Nineteen, Verse 6,

More detail on the racial state Hitler lays out in chapter four —

"The folkish philosophy is basically distinguished
from the Marxist philosophy by the fact that not only
recognizes the value of race, but with it the importance of
the personality, which it therefore makes one of the pillars
of its entire edifice."

"The best state constitution and state form is that
which, with the most unquestioned certainty, raises the
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best minds in the national community to leading position
and leading influence."

Only the best, to be established for the good of the whole people,

forever —

"And they shall be wpor Aaron, and wpon his sons, when they comee
iK wnlo the tabwernacle of the congregation, or whes they conne mear anto the
altar to minister in the boly place; that they bear not iniquity, and dés: it
shall be a statute for sver unty ki and bis sved ajter bim,"

Exodus, Chapter Twenty-Eight, Verse 43.

"Which the Lord commanded to be given of the children of Isruel; i

the day Mu. he anginted thems, by a stasute foreser throughout their
gensrations,”

— Levincus, Chapter Seven, Verse 36,

The above passages deal with the exclusive blood of succeeding
generations. Those which follow have te do with special pessonality

types, that is, drawing upon a good gene pool 1o begin with and coming
up with that one-in-s-million "chosen onc" —

These two pillats, as Hiter called them — race and personality — are
aot oaly completely absent from the presenr day ruling bureaucracy,
they are OUTLAWED aad ander active assault, You know the dall...

"Without regard for race, creed or color” And 1 would add "ability" to
that list. Merely "qualifying” at a set standard minmmum level is the
crterion for landing a state position and, in many cases, & private sector
one as well. The condition of things generally shows it. It's pure and
uncut Marxism,

Hitler reminds us —
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"...it will take a struggle, in view of the fact that the
first task is not creation of a folkish state conception, but
above all elimination of the existing Jewish one.”

The above was taken from chaprer five.

OF course, how could it be otherwise? To attempt to go about it
"cart-before-the-horse" can only end up one of two ways: Either the
effore will flounder and be absorbed by the ocean of filth 1 which it
tries to exist; or, owing to its comparative success and the increasing
pamnoia of the Beast System, it will be attacked and its members
mpnsoned or killed. And, as we saw that very thing happen in the case
of Natonal Socialist Germany on a world-wide scale, we may be
certain that it is 4 global condition roday. John foresaw this scenario
and wrote of it 10 his Book of Revelation —

"But that wiich ye hare already hold fast 6l 1 comre.”

" And be that overcomwsth, and kespeth my works wnto ibe end, fo bine
wtll 1 give paner over the mations:"

~ Revelation, Chapter Two, Verses 25 and 26.

"And be croed mughtsly with a strong voisy, saying, Babylon tle great
is fallen, is faiien, and i1 beconee the babitation of devits, awd the bold of
every jowd spirit, and a cage of every sncloon and batefud bird."

"For ail nations hare drunk of the wine of the wrath of ber formication,
and the kings of the varth have commitied fornication with ber, and the
werchants of the earth ars waced rich through the wbundawce of ber
deltcazss.”

"“And I heard another voice from beaven, saying, Come out of ber, niy
people, that ye be not partakers of ber 1ins, and that ye receire wot of ber

— Revelation, Chapter Eighteen, Verses 2, 3 and 4.

Lest there be any chance of misunderstanding, let me state here for
ull record that the present time and place do represent that very Whore
of Babylon spoken of sbove by Saint John.
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" Christianity could not content itself with building up
its own altar; it was absolutely forced to undertake the
destruction of the heathen altars, Only from this fanatical
intolerance could its apodictic faith take form; this
intolerance is, in fact, its absolute presupposition.”

"Thou that sayest a may showld wot commeit aduitery? dost thou
comnit adultery? shox that abborrest tdols, dost thou commaii sacrvlege?”
— Romans, Chapter T'wo, Verse 22,

Bt what saith the answer of God senso hine? I have reserved fo neyself

In chapter six Hitler explains why the spoken word is superior over
the written word when it comes to swaying the great masses of people:

“'...a piece of litcrature never knows into what hidnds it
will fall, and yet must retain its definite form."

"He (the speaker) will always let himsclf be borne by
the great masses in such a way that instinctively the very
words come to his lips that he needs to speak to the hearts
of his audience."”

" And the direiples came, and said ninto bins, Why speakest thes wnto
theme ins parables?”

"He answereid and jaid wnin them, Becawse it i given wnto you ro
know the mystesies of the Kingdom of heaven, bus to them it is not given."
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"For this peaple’s bears is waxed gross, and their cary are dull of
bearing, and txir syes they bave closed; Jest at any time they showld see
with their syes, and bear with their ears. and howld understand with their
teart, and shosld be vonverted, and 1 showld heal them."

AN these things spake Jesus unto the muititudes in parabies; and
wathout a parabie spake be not unto them:"

"That it roight be fulfilled wiich was spoken by the prophet, saying, I
will opens mvy month in parables; | will utter things which have been fept
sveret frome the joundatian of the wordd."

— Matthew, Chapter Thirteen, Verses 10, 11, 15, 34 and

35.

And so we wonder, actually, of the real benefit of the printed word,
having existed as it has for such a comparatively short time among
mankind. By far the most of what goes out in print consists of trash —
or worse, The would-be "leaders" only hide behind it. Entire forests
are destroved in its name as paper. At least |esus faced no such issue
or quandary,

Onto the proper aim of this spoken word Hitler contnues —

"For I must not measure the speech of a statesman to
his people by the impression which it leaves in a
university professor, but by the effect it exerts on people.”

And from Saint Paul -

"For we dare xot maks ourselves of the number, or corspare exrsejves
wath some thas commend themiclvs: but they measmring Mieniselees by
themselves, and comgparing themselves aniong themsedres, are pot wise,”

"Baet e will wot boast of things wathout owr mearure, bui accondig fo
the mearsre of the rfe which God bath distributed to us. a measure to
reach even unis you."

"For uy streteh not owrselves beyond our mectsure, as though we reacked
ot wrto yow: for we are come as far as fo you also in preaching fhe gospel
of Cheest:"
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"Not boasting of things nitbont our measire, Har &, of otber mien's
labors; but having hope when your faith is twcrecsed, that we shall be
enfarged by you according to oxr rile abundantly,”

—  Second Corinthsans, Chapter Ten, Verses 12 through

15

[ronic here that we do take from rwo outstanding examples of the
prnted or wrrten word to make this point concerning the primary
importance of the spoken word. And it is perhaps only here where the
printed word finds it besr application.

From thar point to s applicanion at mass meetings, and, at the same
ome, the function and necessity of those very same mass gathenings -

"The mass mecting is also necessary for the reason
that in it the individual, who at first, while becoming a
supporter of a young movement, feels lonely and easily
succumbs to the fear of being alone, for the first time gets
the picture of a larger community, which in most people
has a strengthening, encouraging effect.”

Probably wathour realizing it, you have just read the call and the
mandate for the church. Could the thoughts of Paul himself have been
any different?

"Agatn | say unto pow, that if twe of you shall agree on carth wi
tiching anything that they sbail ask, &t shall be done for thems of my
Father which is in heaven.”

"For were tavw or three are gathered together in my wame, thevs am |
in the nuidst of them."”

—  Matthew, Chapter Faghreen, Verses 19 and 20.

In chapter seven of Mein Kampf, Hitler takes up the struggle with
the enemy in the street. No Stormtrooper tactics did Jesus employ
dunng his time but his confrontations, one-on-one, with the maobs of
the Jewish foc remam outstanding among all of the various aspects of
his public carcer. One cannot help but uy to factor in the physical
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presence of his no-doubt beefy disciples who had for the most part
been drawn from the fishing industry.

“And s was aleo James, and Jobu, the sons of Zebedee, which wers
partwers with Simon. And Jesus satd unio Simon, Fear wot: from
hemesforth thow shalt carch mew,””

" And when they bad browght their skip to land, they forsoak all, and
foilowsd bins."

Luke, Chapeer Five, Verses 10 and 11,

"Ther the Pharisces went ont, and beid o council against bim, bow
they might destroy bim."

"Bur whon Jesus kenew if, be withdrew bimself from thence: and great
praltitudes followed, and be bealed them all"”

" And charged thers that they shauid not maks bim known:"

—  Matthew, Chapter Twelve, Verses 14, 15 and 16.

"And wivn tie chizf priests and Pharisees bad beard bix parables,
they perceived that be spake of them.”"

"But when they sought to day bands on him, they fearsd the mulbitude,
becanse they took bim for o prophet.”

—  Matthew, Chapter Twenty-One, Verses 45 and 46.

“And ali tbey in the synagogwe, wlen they beard these things, were

filled with srath.”

"But b passing through the midst of thess went bis way,”

“And the fame of him went oxf intp ewery place of the sonntyy vound
about."

" And be tanght daify in the lempie, But the chief priests and the scrthes
and the chief of the peaple sexght 2o destroy bime."
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" A anld wot find what they woight do: for all the peopie wyre very
attentive to fear bime."
—  Luke, Chapter Nineteen, Verses 47 and 48,

Hiter states —

"Just as a courageous man can more casily conquer
women’s hearts than a coward, a heroic movement will
sooner win the heart of a people than a cowardly one
which is only kept alive by police protection.”

Onto the truly nvaluable and genuinely mystcal subjeer of
symbolism. Hitler regales us with the story of just how his universally
famous and instantly recognizable Party banner came inro being -

"I myself," meanwhile, after innumerable attempts,
had laid down a final form; a flag with a red background,
a white disk, and a black swastika in the middle. After
long trials | also found a definite proportion between the
size of the flag and the size of the white disk, as well as
the shape and thickness of the swastika,"

"And a symbol it really is! Not only that the unigue
colors, which all of us so passionately love and which
once won so much honor for the German people, artest
our veneration for the past; they were also the best
embodiment of the movement's will As National
Socialists, we see our program in our flag. In red we see
the ¢ocial idea of the movement, in white the nationalistic
idea, in the swastika the mission of the struggle for the
victory of the Aryan man, and, by the same token, the
victory of the idea of creative work, which as such ahvays
has been and always will be and-Semitic."

The Swastka, Swasuka, along with Aryan, being a Sanskrit word
and meaning "well-bemng". The German word for it is Hakenkrewz and
that ssimply means "hooked cross".



Another form of cross, yes, even more ancient than that of the
familiar Christian cross. Bur there are no Swasnokas 1n the Bible, you
say? [ believe that that's very wrong, | will ask the senous reader ro
consult his Bible and, turning 10 the final two chaprers of the Book of
Ezekiel, work out for himself with pencil, ruler and paper the intsicate
design as painstakingly described by the prophet.

For many the same reasons as much of the Bible's message is in
effect coded, Ezekiel calls his design the layout of a great, new city
named, "Whete The Lord Is" or, alternately, "Possession of Peace™.
This corresponds direetly to John's "New Jerusalem”, Jerusalem
meaning "Where The Lord Is". What one soon realizes is thar this is
no "city" but, rather, a grid. And exactly as Hitler labored long over
perfect geometric proportions, so too does the prophet.

The lesson 15 best served if you work this out for yourself.

In volume two, chapter five of Mein Kampf, Hitler makes this blunr
statcment —

"Usurers, speculators, and other criminals of the same
ilk are to be punished with death,”

That also happens to be Article Fighteen of the Program of the
NS.D.AP, the Twenty-Five Poinrs. Harsh and draconian as it may
sound, it too finds its exace parallel within the Old Testament —

"Hath given forth upon ssury, and hath taken increase: shall be then
vt be shall not feve; be bath dove aif these abominations; be shall survly
die; his blood shadl be apon bin,"

— Bzekiel, Chapter Fighreen, Verse 13.

When the Trbes of Israel divided themselves into warring factions
following the death of Sclomon three thousand years ago, God told
them that they'd never again enjoy the strength and safety that their
former unity once brought. And, just as prophesied, that dream of
unity has been an elusive prize up to the present day. Not just between
the brother nations, cither, but down to among the respective trbes
within the nations themselves. As you might surmise by now, rhis is
the most welcome of good news to the common enemy, the Jew. On
this Hitler, in chapter ten, remarks —

"Let Bavaria fight against Prussia and Prussia against
Bavaria as much as they wanted, the more the better! The
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hottest struggle between the two meant the securest
peace for the Jew. In this way, the general attention was
entirely diverted from the interational maggots of
nations."

"It was an adroit, subte game that the Jews then
plaved, constantly occupying and distracting the
individual German tribes and meanwhile pillaging them
the more thoroughly."

Again, perhaps they lacked the word "pillage” during the days of
the Old Testamenr but we may be assured thar the concepr was well
known, God provided the insight as to what to expect —

“But §f ye il mor beavken wnto wme, and woll wot do ail these
commandments;” .

"Amd 3f ye shall despise my datiies, o if yowr soul abbor mty
juidgments, so that ye wili not do ali my conemandments, bat that ys break
mwy covenani:”

" A T uilf set mey face agunst pow, und ye shall be siain before your
enemics: they that bate you shail reign over you; and ye shail flee when nowe
paersuerhs you,”

" And 1 wilf bring a swond wpom you, that shall avenge the quarred of
my covemants and when ye are yotbered fogether werhin yonr cittes, T well
send the pestifence wnong you: and je shall be defivered into the hand of
the enemry.”

" And ye shall cat the flesh of your soms, and the flesh of your darughters
shall ye ear.”

" And I will make your ctivs waite, and bring your sanstuaries wnlo
desolation, and | will mot smell the savowr of your sweet odours,”

"And [ wilf briny the lamd into desolation: and yonr ememvies which
diwedf therein shall be astontsined at 18"

" And wpan them that are et alivy of you 1 will send a jaininess into
their bearts in the fandy of thetr enemies; and the sound of o shagen feal
shall chase them; awd they shall flez, a5 flesing from a sword; and liy
shall fall when mone prrsuetd,”"
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"And they shall fall one upor another, ai ¥ were before & sword, when
wime parsuerh: and ye shall have o poswer to stand hefore your exemics."”
~ Leviticus, Chaprer Twenry-Six, Verses 14, 15, 17, 25,

29, 31, 32, 36 and 37,

Hatler, of coutse, refess to a beaten and prostrate Germany, overrun
by Jews both domestic and foreign. But all of the above could just as
well describe the plipght of the White element in the United States
1oday.

S'upposedly the most well-armed citizensy in the world and yet
helpless to defend themselves from a hostide, alien government
determining therr future ar the top and from an increasing mass of
cotoreds in their midst which are poisoning their very bloodlines all
aczoss the bottom. And they toil all their lives so that this alien regume
can rob them of half their earnings to subsidize the death sentence I
have just outlined. Pillager That barely covers it

The patasite which God had so strenuously wamed against has, in
a very literal sense, not only attached irself to the blood stream and
digestive system of the host organism, it has attacked the brain and
nervous system as well, leaving the vicnm in a veritable seate of
paralysis, no longer a people or a nation but a mass of helpless
"individuals”,

Hitler continues -

"The intemnational Jew Kurt Eisner began to play
Bavaria against Prussia. It goes without saying, however,
that this Oriental who spent his time as a newspaper
journaille running all over Germany, was unquestionably
the last man fitted to defend Bavarian interests, and that
to him, in particular, Bavaria was a matter of the utmost
indifference possible on God’s carth."

The Jew 2s Onental? Yes, that is exactly so. Racial Jews are first
cousins to Turks who, themselves, had migrated to the Anatolian
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peninsula from inner-Asia, Collectively, in the language of the Bible,
they represent Edom, or [dumea. In many instances, individuals will
have sbsorbed a measare of Hamitic, or Canaanite blood which is itself
Negroid, A foreign race with an equally foreign spirit and mentality
who came to occupy what had been the Holy Land, despoiling it b\
their increasing presence, and adopting the religion of the Hebrew
Temple, thus raining it as well by their own inpurs.

[t would follow only logically that unless one knew the mamng of
the term Edom or Idumea, he would have no chance of appreciating
Biblical passages like this —

"For my sword shall be bathed in heaven: bebold, it shail come dows
wpasi Tdunsea, and upon the people of my curse to fudgment.”

"“The sword of the Lord i5 filled with bivod, it is made fat usth fatwes,
and with the blood of lamsls and goats, with the fut of the kidneys of rams:
Sor the Lard bath a sacrifice i Bosrah, and a great siaughter in the land
of Ldusen.”

—  Isaiah, Chapter Thirey-Four, Verses 5 and 6.

"Aod I will lay my vengeance upon Edom by the hand of my peopie
Tsracl: and they vhall do in Edom according to mine anger and aa’ordmg
to myy fury; aed they shall know my vengeance, saith the Lonf God.""

— Ezekiel, Chapter Twenty-Five, Verse 14,

Just as they had done a thousand years before in Egypt, the White
element had the choice of cither leaving to find a cleaner, safer haven
or staying to face slow degeneration and genetic erasure. Only a very
strong life force could have had the power necessary to move this
peaple on, first from Egypt, and then from the dying Israel and into
Europe,

And so they left en masse, to join their racial brethren who'd
previously gone on to settle in rhe frontier that was st that tme
Europe, an estimarted ten million of them. "Jews”, as such, remained
behind untl the Roman dispersions following 70 A.D. After that time
we were ever increasingly plagued by the presence of our own, living
sins within our midst,
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This progression has gone on, unbroken, up to the present time
and now threatens its world climax, We have no further place to run,
all the world is locked tight within the Jewish-Satanic grip. This, I
maintain, shall be the reason for the teturn of God in living form o
carth exactly as set forth in Revelation, All other consideranons on the
matter make as firtle sense as the whole of Judea-Christianity itself,

But, of course, this is the knowledge, from which follows the
progression of logie, that you are never supposed to own. The scarch
for the truth and for awateness will run you o real trouble,

Hitler comments —

"This aptitude of the Jew for diverting public attention
from himself and occupying it elsewhere, can be studied
again today."

"In 1918 there could be no question of a systematic
anti-Semitism, [ still remember the difficulties one
encountered if one so much as uttered the word Jew.
Either one was stupidly gaped at, or one experienced the
most violent resistance, Our first attempts to show the
public the real enemy then scemed almost hopeless, and
only very slowly did things begin to take a better rum,"

Hitler conunues —

"In any case the Jew reached his desired goal:
Catholics and Protestants wage a merry war with one
another, and the mortal enemy of Aryan humanity and all
Christendom laughs up his sleeve."
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" And ke thall give Israel np becanse of the sins of Jeroboam. who did

sin, and who made Israed to sin."'

“And Rebvboam the son of Solomon reigned in Judab, Reboboan was
Jorty and one ysars old when be began to reign, and be reggred secenteen
years in Jernsalem, the city which the Lord did choase ont of all the tribes

of Lirasd, to pat his namye there. And bis mother's nense was Naamih an
Ammonitess.”

" And Judah did ewil in the sight of the Lord, and they prosoked hin
fo jealousy with their sins wihich they had consenttted. above all that their
fathers bad dowe."

~  First Kings, Chapter Foutteen, Verses 16, 21 and 22.

Returning to Mein Kampf —

"Bear in mind the devastations which Jewish
bastardization visits on our nation each day, and consider
that this blood poisoning can be removed from our
national body only after centuries, if at all; consider
further how racial disintegration drags down and often
destroys the last Aryan values of our German people, so
that our strength as a culture-bearing nation visibly more
and more involved in a regression and we run the risk, in
our big cities at least, of reaching the point where
southern Italy is today. This contamination of our blood,
blindly ignored by hundreds of thousands of our people,
is carricd on systematically by the Jew today.
Systematically these black parasites of the nation defile
our inexperienced young blond girls and thereby destroy
something which can no longer be replaced in this world.
Both, vyes, both Christian denominations look on
indifferently at this desecration and destruction of a noble
and unique living creature, given to the earth by God’s
grace. The significance of this for the future of the earth
does not lic in whether the Protestants defeat the
Catholics or the Catholics defeat the Protestants, but in
whether the Aryan man is preserved for the carth or dies
out."

the whole bead is sick, and the whole beart faimt.”

"Wivrefore the Lord said, Foraomuch as this peaple drase near me

Socialism.

. Very quickly, Hitler has given us sall one more priceless dlustration
which we, today in the United States, can benefit from particularly. He
says —

"The Republic is a slave colony of foreign countrics
and has no citizens, but at best subjects, It therefore
possesses no national flag, but only a trademark."

Trademark? Saint John had something to say about that —

“Flers it wisdane, Lst him that bath snderstanding comnt the myimber
of the beast; for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six bandred
thrvescore and six."'

- Revelaton, Chapter Thirteen, Verse 18.

In another work | have fully demonstrated that this formula of 666
represents but the "rest quiz” ar the end of the book to find out
whether the reader has actually taken its lesson. Two literary
phenomenon: The sudden, out of nowhere appearance of the word
"lew" in Second Kings, Chapter Sixteen, Verse 6; And the heavily,
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almost annoyingly repetitive eighteen times the wibes of Canaanites
who are to become racial Jews are mentioned to that paiat

Satanic domination plus the idenriry of Satan, Three sixes, of
course, eighteen.

As the imbeciles love to say, "Love it or leave it." What? Take a
rocket off the planet?

Hitler pnes on to say —

"But whoso loketh into the perfct law of berty, and contimueth
therein, fie being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man
ihadl be blessed in bis deed.”

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"The greater and more essentially revolutionary an
idea is, the more activistic its membership will become,
since the revolutionary force of a doctrine involves a
danger for its supporters, which seems calculated to keep
cowardly little shopkeepers away from it."

Today and in the present place to be a fanatic is looked down upon,
not only officially but among the general populaton. You are to
perform accarding to what you are told and by what is expected of you
as dictated and defined by whomever it may be that is somchow in
charge over these things. No one is quite sure of that. But there is; to
be sure, i mass-raste and it did come from somewhere, You may follow
along in one of irs several variants. You may even "drop out” sa long
as vou're doing so 1 directionless and even, ideally, self-destructive.

"Tolerance™ is the thing. As far as vour beliefs are concerned, it
goes hike this: "Your brand of garbage ts as valid as my brand of
garbage.” Yes, where garbage is the issue. But where truth i involved:

“And be not confarmsd to this warld: bup be ye transformed by the
renesing of yoxr meind, that ye may prove what 15 tyat good, and acceplable,
and perfect, wilf of God."

~ Romans, Chaprer Twelve, Verse 2,

To possess the truth and 1o take an uncompromising stance with it
nor only alarms the useless drones around you, it draws the attention
of the official keepers 1n your locality. It is fanaticiem. It is adherence
to the truth. Truth frightens and enrages them. They are threatened by
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it. This is an easy thing to blurt out but it falls just shorr of the mark:
Whar IS this truth which so arterdy disrupts and shatters theis spell?

It is just those elements we've been focusing on in these segments.
In Psalm One Hundred and Eighteen, Number 22, we first read of,
"The stone which the builders refused is become the head stone of the
corner." This recurs again and again in the New Testament —

"And whosoerer shall full on thes stowe shall be broken: but on
whonssoerer it shall fall, it will grind bim to posder.”
-~ Matthew, Chaprer Twenty-One, Verse 44,

"Thit is the stons which was st at noxght of yow buiiders, which is
become the head of the cormer,”
~  Acts, Chapter Four, Verse 11,

Of course, Matthew and Luke were referring to the person of fesus
Chtist whereas David, m Psalms, was speaking in the abstract of critical
and elemenral touth as 115 applied to human societies and msttutions.
When, by virtue of personality, a person comes to embody and
symbolize this wuth then the principle and the individual becotne one
and the same,

Easy yer dangerous. Hard to grasp some of these abstractions in
their ethereal form but, once you have them, you have them.
Dangerous when the name and the mmage of a man come to mean
whatever present rulers want them to mean. At that point, one has
metre idolatry,

However, scen or unseen, recognized or unrecognized, accepted ar
rejected, that certain comerstone will reman all important forever, The
most basic truth: Ractal integrity, or "holiness”.

The ways to the truth, One, naming precisely who and what is in
control; Two, naming the crdcal element missing from present
morality and government. The former will explain how things got to
be the way they are; the latter why, despite all best efforts, it can only
get worse. In short: Jews and Race. That these factors exist cannot be
denied. That they are the farthest from being properly addressed
equally evident, That it has come to this and that it cannot seem to be
“fixed" 1s evidence enough that the world is in a militantdy hosule grip.



The Theocmt

We have a world sinking, not becoming bngheer. There is a lock-
step philosophical viewpoint as well as a closed-circle power clite,
Responsibility, therefore, must go to them and not to us. In other
words, let us not serve as their "scapcgozts".

Hitler states —

"A movement which in a time of majority rule orients
itself in all things on the principle of the leader idea and
the responsibility conditioned by it will someday with
mathematical certainty overcome the existing state of
affairs and emesge victorious"

How many would see in that quoration from Mein Kampf this line
from Saint Paul —

" And we krow that all thimgs wark fagether for good o them that love
God, to them who are the called acoording 0 bis pusposs.”
— Romans, Chapter Eight, Verse 28,

It comes down to this -

Vs saaith the Lard; If mry covenant be not with day and wight, and
if T have wot appointed the ordisancer of heaven and eartl;”

"Then will I cast away the sved of Jacob, and Dawvid my servani, 1o
that 1 wili mot take awy of Wix seed to be rulers over the seed of Abrabam,
Tsauae amd Jacob: for 1 well sause thetr captisity Io refurn, and have mercy
on them."’

— Jeremuah, Chapter Thirty-Three, Verses 25 and 26.

The correlation berween Hitler's statement and the above passage
may seem tenuous, Actually, it isa't,

Recall that in Exodus, Chapter Three, Verse 14, God gave his name
as Yahweh, or Jehovah, or T Am That 1 Am. That literal translation
from the Hebrew and the Greek, to me at least, suggests total reality,
absolute rruth. The Law of Nature, certainly. But behind even that, the
law of physics, of biology, of geometry and of course the law of
mathematics,




Science now knows that there i no "accident” in the structure
either of the universe as & whole or of the most minute atom. All of
the above laws apply. And not only the presence of the sun and the
moon bur their respective movemenrs as well — all mathematical
certaintics.

Hitler is stressing that — as even the Bible says — if we would only
call upon the Lord in earnest, that is, do things his way and not by
some flawed and compromised desiga of our ows, that we would be
saved. And through this, Hitler performed the miracle of stashing the
rule of Satan and established the Third Reich,

Hitler goes on —

"The visible success of this attitude was shown on
November 9, 1923: when [ came to the movement four
years previous, not even a rubber stamp was available. On
November 9th, the party was dissolved, its property
confiscated. This, included all properties and the
newspaper, already amounted to over a hundred and
seventy thousand gold marks."

We don't read of such things as what Hitler has descrbed above in
the Bible. Why not? The answer is almoss too obvious:

" And all that belrersd were together, und had all things common;”

" And sold tivir paisessions and goods, and parted them to alf men, as
erery wean had need.”

— Acts, Chapter Two, Verses 44 and 45,

To one such as myself, a child growing up m the safe, secure and -
above all - materialistic society of Post War America of the 19505 and
casly 1960s, lines like the above were just plain weird. Not only weird
but pointless.

That was unnl the times and the circumstances came 1o grow to fit
the words and their perfectly appropriare narure became suddenly
manifest.
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Riddmng oneself of vulnerability of this sort is one aspect of this
most stark reality, The other side of it has to do with focus and
devotion:

"Bt lay wp for yourselves treasures in beaven, where weither motlh wor
rwst doth corrpl, and where thieses do nor break throngh wor steal”

“For wixre your freamre &, there will yoser beart be alse,"

~  Marcthew, Chapter Six, Verses 20 and 21.

Disruption, confusion, heartbreak. This is the desired goal of the
World Enemy, the element in which his own plans can take shape.
Forget the greater than ninety percent of the world's population that
are non-white, consider only the remaining cight percent which still
genetically constitute God's Elect, They are the target. They make the
perfect pawns of themselves whenever they choose to indulge in the
game of Mammon, that 1s as one despicable bumper sticker Jately to
be seen says, "He Who Dies With The Most Toys Wins". To be thus
robbed of any higher purpose in life is to be harnessed like any draught
animal by his worst enemies.

Get them working against themselves for money or for position, or
get them lost and indifferent, and nme takes caze of the rest. But the
individual or, especially, the group which possesses the twuth must be
dealt with lest the truth spread.

I've said, on the one hand, that if 100% of all power proves
insufficient to bring about one's awn version of Utopis, then, you may
be assured, the effore is already foredoomed. Hitler said the rest in the
preceding paragraphs. And the apostles made up for aay difference in
the pages of the Bible.

['ve had occaston to comment lately that, ves, thev indeed have the
power to abuse their authority, but that I have the power to not allow
it to affect my course, However, minus a certain level of critical
awareness and the individual might be calculated to react in prediceable
ways, for which each method and tactic of oppression, repression or
plain tertor was onginally devised, That is, in order to dissuade. No
arpument, as such, but rather heartbreak.

Only if one can see it for what it is — a fransic and desperate effort
with smoke and mirrors — does he have a chance ar withstanding it and
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surviving it. In these, the very latter times, a terrific, pitched bartle &
being waged between the Satanic forces of carth and a handful of those
who hold and represent the wuth. God does have a rerfic sense of
humor and it is shown by the pitiful few of us who are standing off the
full might of Satan untl the day he re-arrives to set things back in order.

It 1s here where the Bible comes to the fore i laying it out as to
how it now has become and how it will be -

"While we ook mos ar the things wivch are sen, bt af ibe things
whish are rot seem: for the things which are seen ars femporal; but e
things which are not een are 2ternal”

—  Seccond Corinthians, Chapter Four, Verse 18,

Only the person who sees it for what it is — a one-on-one battle
with Satan and all of his tools — can feel the exhilaration and the actual
power that he has. If this were not true, 1 doubt the Beast System
would be going to such bother.

"Therefore I take pleassers in infiomitics, in reproaches, in necesisties,
in persecutions, in distresses for Christ’s sake: for when 1 am weak, then
am I stromp."”

Seen in such relief, Paul’s words don't sound quite as "insane™ as
they might have forty years ago. Without my reference handy, 1 can
onh pazaphrase an old Party motto having to do with this very same
thg It was entidled, "Volkssrurm 1945" and said that it was casy on
a clear and sunny day to raise the batner high. But that when the clouds
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were gathered and the winds blew strong, only the true spisit showed
itself,
Hider offers even more interestung words —

"The possibility of regaining independence for a
nationality is not absolutely bound up with the integrity
of a state territory, but rather with the existence of a
remnant, even though small, of this people and state,
which, in possession of the necessary freedom, not only
can embody the spiritual community of the whole
nationality, but also can prepare the military fight for
freedom." '

"Foceept the Lard of bosts bad left unto us a very small remenant, we
showid Bave brew as Sodom, and we showld bawe beew bke unto
Gomorrah."

"Hear the word of the Lard, ye rulers of Sodem; grve ear unto the law
of our Cod, ye peaple of Gomorrah.”

~  Isaiah, Chaprer One, Verses 9 and 10,

"Forasmuch as yo are manifestly declared to be the gpistle of Christ
ministered by ws, written not with ink; but with the Spirit of the fiving
God; not in tubles of stone, but in fleshly tabies of the beart,”

the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spivit gioeth ffe,”

"The enemy does only what was to be predicted. We
should leam from his conduct and his acts."

Remember that as Hitler dictated the words of Mein Kampf, the
World Enemy was just then jockeying about, putting the final touches
to his world control. The World Enemy was forced to drop his plan
and deal with Hitler and a reawakened and resurgent National Socialist
Gemany before gomg on. All of this has since become established
reality, but, in 1924, Hider was playing the role of the true prophet
when be made these observarions —

Remember too that at the time the Botish Empire directly ruled
one-fourth of the surface of the earth and represented Old Testament
prophecy to its very height in that the sons of Isasc would come to
rule the woeld, Hitler anxiously sought albance with England and made
this plain in his book. But he knew the davgers which existed and
spelled them out -

"Can the forces of traditional British Statesmanship,
for example, break the devastating Jewish influence or
not?"

"In this country of the ‘freest democracy’, the Jew
exerts an almost unlimited dictatorship indirectly
through public opinion. And yet, even there an incessant
struggle is taking place between the advocates of British
state interests and the proponents of a Jewish world
dictatorship."

It would be Rudolf Hess m person, Hitler's scribe, who, in May of
1941, would fly solo to Scottand in the midst of war 1o try to decade
this toss-up in favor of the two brother peoples — Judah and Ephraim.
Bur we know the ourcome.
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"Wor unto the crown of pride, fo the drunkards of Epbraim, whose
Slorioss beanety i a fading flower, which are on the bead of the fat ralleys
of theme thal are orevome wifh wse."

Isatah, Chapter Twenty-Fight, Verse 1,

"Epbraire. be harh wixed Wnrself amony the people; Ephraim is a
cakee rot Bermed. "
"Strangers have devoured bis strengith, and be knoweih & not: yea gray
Bairs are bere and there upon him, yet he kmoweth mot.”
Hosea, Chapter Seven, Verses 8§ and 9.

Ephraim, once again, in the modern world being England, it isa't
much of a stretch to see the notorious drunkard, Winston Churchall,
as he, in 1938, sold his services to thar group of high-finance Jews
calling themselves "The Focus", The arrangement was they would pay
off his personal debts and make him Prime Minister if he would use
this power to make war against Germany, thus fomenting a Second
World War.

And so Hess, with his heroic flight for the sake of Westem,
Chostian avilizaton, fell directly into the waiting hands of the Satnic
world power and was held mecommunicado until the end of the War
when he was tred by these same Jews as a "war commal". Hitler, for
his part, was dashed by this turn of events and, because of it, if I may
again paraphrase, declared, "I prophesy that a great empire shall be
duuoy "

By 1945 — after "winning" the War against Germany — Britain was
bankrupt and starving. By 1947 its empire began to break up with the
loss of India.

Hitler's prophecics continue -

"But it is not only the Old World that he (the Jew)
holds thus enmeshed, the same fate menaces the New. It
is Jews who govem the stock exchange forces of the
American Union. Every year makes them more and more
the controlling masters of the producers in a nation of one
hundred and twenty millions; only a single great man,
Ford, to their fury, still maintains full independence."
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This was five years before the Wall Street crash of October, 1929,
which delivered even mote control directly into Jewish hands as their
competitors were hterally wiped out overnight The resulting
Depression paved the way for their willing ol and champion,
Franklin Roosevelt, to sweep to dictatorial power on the crest of the
panic and push through Congress his "New Deal” which, in effece,
made the United Seates a Marxast Socalist state,

Hider connnves on America —

"With astute shrewdness they knead public opinion
and make it into an instrument for their own future.”

"Set your affection ow things abore, rot o things on the earth.”
- Colossians, Chaprer Three, Verse 2.

The American public has traditionally allowed the Satnic media
masters of Hollywood and Madison Avenue to literally manufacture
and implant all of their thoughts and values, thus making of them
possibly the most crass and matenalisuc people on earth, And ther are
paying the price for this,

"Already the greatest heads of Jewry see the
approaching fulfillment of their testamentary prophecy
about the great devouring of nations."

The above was taken from chapter thirteen of the second volume
of Mein Kampf.

The stage is sct for the Second World War as Hitler goes on to
relate —

"If only a single state is preserved in its national
strength and greatness, the world empire of Jewish
satrapies, like every tyranny in this world, must succumb
to the force of the national idea."
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"For so bath the Lord commanded us, saying, I bave set e fo be a
fght af tiv Genltiles, that thou showldest be for ialvalion unts the ends of
e sarth.”

"And the word of the Lovd was pabiished throngbont aif the rygion."”

“Bat the Jews stirved up 2he devout and boworable women, and the
chict mren of the aty, and raised pertecation ugainst Pand awd Barnabas,
and excpedied them ont of thetr coasts.”

—  Acts, Chapter Thirteen, Verses 47, 49 and 50.

There, in a microcosm, you have precisely what took place on 4
global scale in the Second World War,

A world of hes cannor tolerate even one giimmer of truth. Only
when no truth remams anywhere can the lie effecuvely pass itself as
the truth. So it 13 with states, so it 18 with individuals. And that is whar
the struggle has now come down to,

Again, in the year 1924, Hitler poes on —

"Now the Jew knows only too well that in his thousand
vears of adaption he may have been able to undermine
the European peoples and train them to be raceless
bastards, but that he would scarcely be in a position to
subject an Asiatic national state like Japan to this fate.
Today he may mimic the German and the Englishman,
the American and the Frenchman, but he lacks the
bridges to the yellow Asiatic. And so he strives to break
the Japanese national state with the strength of similar
exigting formations, in order to nd himsclf of the
dangerous advemsary before the last state power is
transformed in his bands into a despotism over
defenseless beings."

In August of 1945, Japan was hit with noclear weapons which had
been conceived and brought about by an international coterie of
Jewish physicists.

Hitler concludes with this —
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"...the National Socialist Movement has the mighdest
task to fulfill."

"It must open the eyes of the people on the subject of
forcign nations and must remind them again and again of
the true enemy of our present-day world. In place of
hatred against Aryans, from whom almost everything may
separate us, but with whom we are bound common blood
or the great line of a kindred culture, it must call eternal
wrath upon the head of the foul enemy of mankind as the
real origination of our sufferings."

"It must make certain that in our country, at least, the
mortal enemy is recognized and that the fight against him
becomes a gleaming symbol of brighter days, 1o show
other nations the way to the salvation of an embattled

Aryan humanity."

" And when the day of Pensecost war fully come, they were ali with ane
accord in one piace.”

"And ruddendy there camve a sonnd from bnacen as of @ rushing wighty
wind, and # filied ail the bouse where they were sitting"

“And there uppecred nnto them coven tougues liks ai of fire, and it
say upon each of them,”"

" And they were all fifled with the Holy Ghast, and began to speak
with other tongues, as the Sparit gave them utterance."

" And rhere were dueiling at Jerusaleny Jews, devons men, awt of every
Rration xnder beaven,"

"Now when this was noised abwoad, the wiyltituds came togetivr, and
wery comjonnded, because that veery man heard themy speak in bis own
language."

"But this is that which was spoden by the propbet Joel,"

" And it sball comse Yo pass in the Jast days, saith God, T will poswr out
wry Spirit upons adlf flesh: and yosr sons and yonr dangbiters shall prophesy,

A number of things from the above passages I believe require some
clarification note —

First, "spealdng in tongues” simply means communicating with the
othet White tribes in their own languages. However this may have been
accomplished back then, Hitler wasn't the only one reaching cvery
White culture vis the modern media techniques that were at his
disposal. Sadly, too, each and every one of the other White states of
the world had their own, indigenous Jewish community and each one
of these, 1n turn, had taken care to sew up the respective nation’s media
for their own purposes. And today, of course, this Satanic browbeatng
apparatus has no oppositon to speak of,

As far as | can determine, contained also in the preceding
paragraphs is reference to the modern age, with all its technologseal
muracles,

The reference given to "devout Jews" goes back to the confusion
that was first introduced into the Bible with Second Kings, Chapter
Sixreen, Verse 6, with the initinl introducton of the word "Jew”. It
amounted to 1 direct parallel to what "Amencan” has now become. It
could denote a White man, a Negto or & racial Jew. But T believe that
by reading within the context we can easily know who and what is
being spoken of here.

Finally, "calling upon the name of the Lord” 1s only vahd if one
knows fully upon whom he i3 calling — the mind, the purpose and the
will of God just as Hitler makes so very plain in Mein Kampf,

"For the rest, may reason to be our guide, may our will
be our strength, May the sacred duty to act in this way
give us deternmination, and above all may our faith protect
us."

With chapter fourteen of the second volume of Mein Kampf, Hitder
continues with his sammavon of the world abignmenrt as though the
Second World War were already something of the past when, in fact,
it remained fully fifteen yvears on in the future,

"Germany today is no world power. Even if our
momentary military impotence were overcome, we
should no longer have any claim to this title. In an era
when the earth is gradually being divided up among
states, some of which embrace almost entire continents,
we cannot speak of a world power in connection with a
formation whose political mother country is limired to the
absurd area of five bundred thousand square kilometers,"

"...we must regard as giant states, first of all the
American Union, then Russia and China."

"Today it is not princes and princes’ mistresses who
haggle and bargain over state borders; it is the inexorable
Jew who struggles for his domination over the nations."

"For they are the spirits of devils, working mriracies, which o forth
wnte the kings of the carth and of the whole word, 1o gatier them to the
bartle of that great day of God Almighty.”

- Revelanon, Chaprer Sixteen, Verse 14.
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"...we National Socialists must hold unflinchingly to
our aim in foreign policy, namely, to secure for the
German people the land and soil to which they are
entitled on this carth."”

"If we speak of soil in Europe today, we can primarily
have in mind only Russia and her vassal border states."

"Here fate itself seems desirous of giving us a sign. By
handing Russia to Bolshevism, it robbed the Russian
nation of that intelligentsia which previously brought
about and guaranteed its existence as a srare. For the
organization of a Russian state formation was not the
result of the political abilities of the Slavs in Russia, but
only a wonderful example of the state-forming efficacy of
the German element in an inferior race. Numerous
mighty empires on earth have been creared this way,
Lower nations led by Germanic organizers and overlords
have more than once grown to be mighty state formations
and have endured as long as the racial nucleus of the
creative state race maintained itself. For centuries Russia
drew nourishment from this Germanic nucleus of its
upper leading strata. Today it can be regarded as almost
totally exterminated and extinguished. It has been
replaced by the Jew,"

"And | witi make thee o great nation, awd 1 will bless thee, and maks
by marme great; and thou shalt be a blessing:”

“And T avill bless them that bless thee, and curse them that curseth
thee: and in thee shall all famlies of the carth be blessed.”

As remarked earlier m this series of segments, this is the second of
history’s "black holes", i.¢,, that the so-called "Russian Revolution™ was
the take-over of the Russtan Empire by international Jews, The roughly
thirty million Russians who were subsequently murdered by these
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Jewish Bolsheviks were the very mind and soul of the Russian nation,
just as Hitler says.

Next, Hitler goes wto a truly remarkable piece of prophecy
concerning the future of Russia -

"Impossible as it is for the Russian by himself to shake
off the yoke of the Jew by his own resources, it is equally
impossible for the Jew to maintain the mighty empite
forever. He himself is no element of organization but a
ferment of decomposition. The giant empire in the east is
ripe for collapse. And the end of Jewish rule in Russia will
also be the end of Russia as a stat¢, We have been chosen
by fate as witnesses of a catastrophe which will be the
mighticst confirmation of the soundness of the folkish
theory."

Most of those who will read this will have been the very witnesses
Hitler spoke of when the Soviet Union did collapse. But did they
realize what it was that they were witnessing? First, however, had to
come the Second World War wherein Germany was made the sacrifice.
Then the Cold War. Who, at any of these times, woulkd have placed the
shightest credence in Hitler's words of 19247

A news story of several years ago actually reported that Russian
political candidate, Vladimir Zhirinovsky, not only was favoring giving
to Germany great tracts of territory in western Russia but of inviting
Germans to come mto Russia and run the place.

The perfect example of why the Jews felt secure 1n allowing English
language translarions of Mein Kampf to be made generally available:
The almost mystical content was far ahead for 1ts time and read
practically incomprehensibly to the contemporary person, thereby, for
all intents and purposes, "discrediting” itself, The very same may be
said of the Bible. But now we are atriving ar the fullness of time. For
me, a0 ardent and Jong-time National Socialist, it were as though some
of these lines had "grown there” by themselves while the book had
lain, gathering dust, over the decades.
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Attached to some of the readily available translations of Mein
Kampf is the disclaumer that, to paraphrase, "the best place for Hitler
to hide such evil thoughes was out n the open.”

The sheer, overwhelming effrontery of this!

The best way to hide an evil thought is to not give it voice in the
first place, much less go to great lengths to publish it in book form. A
conspiratorial and caleulanng mind will do well to keep his
machinations strictly to himself and his immediate confederates, as the
Jews learned to their extreme discomfiture with the leakage of their
"Zionsst Protocols” which bas been haunting them cver since, Neither
Hitler nor any National Socialist ever had occasion to refer to Mein
Kampf as & "forgery” because 1t contained "evil thoughts” that they

No, Hitler wanted his word out and read.

"England will losc India either if her own
administrative machinery falls a prey to racial
decomposition or if she is bested by the sword of a
powerful enemy. Indian agitators, however, will never
achieve this,"

Francis Parker Yockey, wridng in his "lmperium”, said that one
cither fights 2 true enemy or he fights himself, England lost the contest
berween its own national interests and those of the international Jews
and went to war sgainst its brother, Germany, in 1939, According to
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the Jewish-manipulated press, it "won the war" in 1945, Immediately,
its empire and, consequently, its status as a world power began to
crumble. England was indeed "bested” by its own sword, Some

And to this, the final stage, Hitler addresses some more touly
starthing language ~

""...the impotence of nations, their own death from old
age, anses from the abandonment of their blood purity.
And this is a thing that the Jew preserves better than any
other people on carth, And so he advances on his fatal
road until another force comes forth to oppose him, and
in a mighty struggle hurls the heaven-stormer back w0
Lucifer,"

As Mean Kampf moves rapidly 1o a close, Hitler takes up his own
future, Writing in chapter fifteen, he says —

"On the day when Marxism is smashed in Germany,
her fetters will in truth be broken forever."

This was accomplished on Januaty 30th, 1933, when Hitler became
Chancellor of Gemmany and the Third Reich was bom.

Twelve years later, toward the end of the Second Worid War,
despite ull appareat disaster, Hitler reiterated thar same conviction.
Ninety days later, on Apnl 30th, 1945, he was dead and Germany,
having been fire-bombed into ruins and overrun by the duped armies
of the Satanically-dominated East and West, was literally tom into
pieces by the victonous Democracies and Bolsheviks. The World
Enemy, it appeared then, surely could afford to be smug,

Exactly as with the death of Jesus, the Jews of the world media
began to circulate the false rumor thar Hitler had betraved his own
followers and fled Berlin at the final moment. In the case of Jesus, it

Picking up again the narrative in Memn Kampf, Hitler conninues in
this thought —

"And then she will call all those before her judgement
seat, who today, in possession of power, trample justice
and law underfoot, who have led our people into misery
and ruin and amid the misfortune of the fatherland have
vilued their own ego above the life of the community,"

“Aud the kings of the earth, and the great men, and the rick men, aod
the chief vaptaing. and the migity wen, and ety bondwan, and every frec
s, hidd themsedves in the dens aud i the rocks of the mowntain”

" A said to the neountains and rocks, fall on us, aud hide us frons
the fave f bime that sitteth on the throe, and from the wrath of the Lamb:"
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“Far the great day of iny wrath is come: and who shall be able to
stand?"

Exactly as the tale and the lesson of andient Isracl in the Bible 15 to
be tansposed — hiterally — to all of modern day Ismsel (the White race)
in the present world, 5o the essendally same message within the pages
of Mein Kampf may be expanded and applied directiy 1o curselves in
this nme and place,

I began my imitial excursion into the true meaning of the Bible,
entitied "One-Verse Chardies”, by giving mention to my long
oncatation as an athest.

[a my eady youth, as I sometimes would ponder whar might lay
behuzd the undenubly strange quality of the Bible, it once oceurred to
me that pethaps the authors of ir were unquestionably wise - even
shrewd — men who, in their desire and effort to ereate a powerful
document for the lasting good of the peopl, took & profound
appreciation of human nature and worked it together with a lot of
poeric license to create the result we hold today.

In other words, raking an awareness that all things repeat, especially
as regards the nse and fall of rruly classic avilizadons, and working
these principles into a fisst-person narrative from "God".

This very real literary technique is called fable or myth-making, Not
necessanly fabrication, either, but a telling of a real or at least valid zale
i such & manner s to make its outcome appear to have been
preordained rather than just a case of cause and effect. However, one
might ask, wouldn't the one amount to the other? That much aside,
the saints on their own artacked the issue in the New Testament —

"For ue bave mol followd cunningly devised fabivs, whes we made
Enown unto you the power and cominy of onr Lard Jesus Christ, but zere
cyowitness of bir magesty."

It is quite plain that Hidler, in all of his extraoedinary wisdom and
msight, could very well have chosen to do this very thing, However,
had he uken that route, his own result would have been — the Bible,
Clearly, had thar been sufficient by itself in the first place, Hitler would
not have been moved to create Mein Kampf in the form that we know
it, much less generate a copy of the origmal.

A "Third Testament'

That there 1s more than one way of speaking for God, I rthink s
made plain. To do this one must — not so simply — be fully capable of
perceiving the truth. Not so simple because, first, he must perceive that
he has been bom into a lic. Then he must possess the "inspiration” to
adduce what was what before layer upon laver of confusion and
distornon accumulated. Next he must have the power of mentality to
commit the thought into words. Finally, in an age of hes, he would
need the courage 1o come forward with all of this,

Hitler's Mein Kampf contains 2 dimension which the Bible lacks:
The common, practcal and person-to-person rouch which Jeaves
nothing "mysnfied" and which Jeaves no possible queston
unanswered, They can and they do vilify Hiter and Mein Kampf but
they'll never succeed in subverting its message into one more tool of
their own for the destruction of their racial and spirimaal opposites. The
Bible, for its part; contains an element which Hiter does not even
remotely touch upon in his Mein Kampf: Direcr and personal
mtervention info human affates by what could only be described as
exrraterrestrials or "angels", if you prefer, Paul prefers the term
"celestials", I've stayed away from it here for the simple monvanon
that, even as | sad 1n another similar wozk, too much would be too
much.
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Hitler does at several points in his book emphasize the necessity of
keeping separate religion from politics and so this thought, by itself,
would quite natutally have precluded any mention of such
"impertinent” or "supposttonary” topic matter

There is that common axis upon which both books, the Bible and
Mein Kampf, turn and that is what is referred to cryptically i the Bible
as "the stone which the builders set at naught” but which Hitler
hammets again and again dircctly as the race issue. Seen in this light,
the one book might almost amount to the mirror or negatve image of
its counterpart, And it is more than meerestag to note how the
common Jewish enemy attacks both, Where something may be left up
to the tmagination, they easily move in with sly misinterpretations (o
knock the whole meaning of the rest of the book off basc. Where
nothing 1¢ left to the imagination, they are forced o resart to the more
head-on tuctic of Lies and slander. Very telling,

Hitler and Jesus, as men, shared one great similanty: They
demonstrated what man can do when he is in touch with the truth and
exerts every gift given to him by his Creator. And sall it i never
enough.

One area in which the Bible does excel Mein Kampf in exphcit
answer-revealing is in s final book which bears the very name,
Revelaton. When Hiter says that any final victory of the Jews will spell
an end to higher humaniry —if not humanity as = whole — he is leaving
us with an "unless™ of the mightest proportions.

Hitler, of course, went on to completely overthrow the rule of lies
of Saun — and to establish the Third Resch in Germany. A tue
theocrrcy on earth. A fear NEVER having been equaled before. This
caused very real panic on the part of the Jews (for whom Satan 15 but
the allegory) who conrrolled the rest of the world and the resulr was
the crucifixion of the entire German nation. This, we can be assured,
was the very final shot man on his own would have at redeeming
mself.

Of course, it was already written — this outcome — thousands of
vears earlier. And, unless it was all just bunk at the time — meaning,
natugally, thar 1t still would be — once 1t was written, it could not be
changed.

This i3 part of that truth
which next to none seem to grasp: God is all of these things. "I Am
That I Am", he told Moses that his name was. ONE REALITY despite
limitless interpretations, Aay variance off thn and disaster is invited,
sooner or later.

Laws of physics, biology, chemistry, mathematics, geometry, etc.,
notwuhsunchng I myself found the deliberare, acrually driven,
activities of the Jews, which I studied in the most painful and minute
detail, also i my atheist vears, to be well beyond the threshold of
"comncidence” when one becomes familiar with the patern of
destruction as laid out m the Bible, Sadly, it is all that we presendy have
gbout us m ample evidence to study: The pathway of destruction.

Yet, the establishment of the living, Aesh-and-blood fulfillment of
that very prophecy does, on its face, vetify the other, now practically
invizible, half of the ssue: That of Divine Creation. For, after all, if
Mein Kampf tells us anything, it is that 4 thing of value and worth is
prerequisite to the being and actions of any parasitical body.

The Bible — and I do not know to whart full extent it was tampered
with — is of huge importance but, just like the United States
Constirutson, it dances all around the core truth: RACE. In both
documents, ample reference 15 there to establish this basis to anyone
of intelligence and honesty, but it is kept to the implicit side rather than
the explicit. As such, they both fell prey to the ever-present schemes
of the purasites and the distorters.

It i¢ this factor that the Jews are so confidently banking upon. |
only mantain that the present state of evervthing collectively — and
more than that, the TREND which prevails unopposed — goes to bear
this out.

As I said in the segment about the kind of faith that becomes
something more than faith, so too is there a concept of coincdence
that becomes more than coincidence. Even one sach as | had to give
up at one point and adnut that, yes, something higher is at work,
Happily, that came in tandem with my positive ascerrainment that God
was on our side.

I hope 1 have removed the element of supposition from this. |
present this on its face 1o be tken or left alone. I can't mmagine
anvthing more important, People - as it ever has been — will in the end
believe what they want to believe. Bur I'd welcome the opportunity,
someday, to field some of the arguments that may be expected to came
forth in reaction to this. Frankly, what I expect mostly is the same
stony silence I've scen in the past whenever anything truly
"unanswerable” has appeared.

"Ignore it and maybe 'l go away."

Most will do this. A few won't

Rest assured, that few will accounr for more than all of the rest
combined.
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What are the
Implications?

This most pertinent question came to me from one correspondent
after he had read his copy of the first edition of "The Theocsat" in the
year 2000,

The implications of all this are as plenuful as they are enormous.
What has just gone before, as far as | am concerned, is universe
shartering. However, it is all good news for us.

This is not to say that at any time during my life | ever began to
doubt the truth and the right of the cause of Hitler and National
Socislism. No. It was rather that 1 feared that it might actually have
been "The Twilight of the Gods". Bur that thought changed nothing
for me.

Whar did change everything for me was the coanecton I
discovered and have related in the previous pages. What amazmg
confirmation! What absolute assurance! [t was at that poiat that I
ceased worrying for all mtents and purposes,

"If's done." They both said it ar the end of their own lives, Jesus
and Hitler. All that remains for us now is to walk it our the rest of the
way. I've said it two ways in recent decades. First, that it is an evil wind
which blows. Second, that everything there was to be done has been
done.

An "evil wind"? Yes. In another work based on my biblical study in
the decade of the Ninetes, 1 discovered withour a doubr that "The
Thousand Years of Christ" were behind us and not ahead of us.
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Roughly from 800 AD. to 1800 A.D, Spanning the coming togethes
of White states of Christian Europe up until the time of the starer of
their significant coming apart.

Revelation rells us that after the Thousand Years were oves, Satan
would be released from his prison to again go forth to deceive the
nations. This cleady refers to the Jews who had been banned to the
East and who were now re-infecting the West with their ideas of
"hiberalism”, "democracy” and "enlightenment". All of this roward the
gradual break-up of our societies,

Tt was to be "Satan's Litele Season”. And during a tme such s this,
what other kind of wind could possibly blow apart from an evil wind?
But note thar it 1s to be but a "little” season. Little in comparison with
a thousand yeass? I choose to date the start of this period with the swart
of the French Revolution, that is, in the year 1789. Merely a forerunner
of the later Bolshevik Revolution in Russia, it was a thoroughly Jewish
affair which toppled the Chsistian order, murdeted the ratural elite,
and ushered in - literally — 2 Reign of Terror over the hapless Freach
people.

A hundred vears later came Hitler. A hundred years after that came
the collapse of the Sovier Union. As of the time of this writing, we
stand ar abour nwo bundred and rwenty-cight years gone from that
Little Season. And things ure indeed ramping up, time seems to be
compressing. A climax approaches. "Satan is filled with wrath because
he senses his tme is limited."

During the 1920s, Hitler was asked dicectly by one Hermann
Rauschning of the Danzig Senate whether he was the rerurned Chrst.
Hitler said that was not and that he knew the reasons why he was not.
He did, however, say that he was "the one before the last." Again,
Hitler's final recorded words were to his valet, Heinz Linge, only
moments away from his death 1n the bunker on Aptil 30th, 1945,
When Linge asked him, "Who shall we fight for now?” Hitler's reply
was, "For the coming man."

Then too is the lingering mystery of exactly who the "Elijah” ralked
of in the very final verses of the Old Testament was o is. All of the
theologians T've ever spoken with about the marter are unanimous o
that he hasn't yet appeared. But be will come before the dark and
dreadful day of the Lord, he will rurn the hearts of the children to their
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fathers and the bearts of the fachers to their children, lest the earth be
smitten with 2 curse. Malachi, Chapter Four, Vetses 5 and 6.

With the fall of the Soviet Union, 2 tremendous amount of hitherto
classified documentation was finally revealed. It was made undeniably
plain that in the summer of 1941 ir had been Stalin’s full intenton to
toll over all of Europe with an irresistible military force. Standard,
contemporanly sources cite such a force in cxstence then as having
been made up of more troops, tanks, planes and artillery than what was
being held by the rest of the world combined. (Few realize that Lenin
had attempted this very same thing in 1920 but was barely stopped at
the Battle of Warsaw.)

Hitler and Germany bear then to the punch by mere weeks and all
of that marenial was lost inside of 2 month,

This clearly then had been a race against tme. From Hitler having
founded the NSDAP in 1920, to his building of a government-in-the
wings ready to step into power in 1933, to his re-strengthening of
Germany — the true unification of the German people, the fathers to
the sonz and vice versa ~ to the ability ro fend off the stupid and
caminal atracks from the Wese, to ultimately Operation Barharossa,
the attack on the Sovier Union, Historians agree that had it not been
for Western participation, the Sovier Union would have gose down in
1941,

But also from out of the previously sealed archives of the former
Soviet Union came the informartion that, although "victorious” in the
Waz, Germany had mauled them so badly — even in retrear and up 1o
the last — which they never recovered and lasted only another forey
years before collapsing from wirhin. (Sralin had repeatedly offered
Germany a separate peace right through 1943.)

And so T am confident we know who Hitler was according to the
Bible.

Bolshevism translates out to a-Jew-with-a-gun-to-your-head. Today
we still have a Jew-dominared planet however. But it is of the nature
of the hand in the cookie jar. To pull the hand out, the cookics must
be released. Beyond that cven, the domination of the Jews could be
classified as a case of "legal entry", We ourselves, as a people, have
been playing ball with them, against, I would add, the stern
admonishments of the Lord himself.
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We suffer with the consequences.

Many will ask what is 1o be done. I've passed the half-century mark
as being a part of Hitler's Movement. The saga of the NSDAP ran a
mere twenty-five vears, start to finish. There are grear tmes and great
men. And then there are tmes and personzlities which, by contrase,
seem to be of a vastly more "normal” kind. These are the tmes in
which we now find ourselves. Pechaps a better term would be, "new-
normal” as we exist i such a state of creeping mutation.

Saint John on the island of Patmos, once the youngest of all Jesus'
disciples, now an exile approaching the age of one hundred, the only
membez of the inner circle o dic a natural death, was visited by his old
fricnd. At thar dme he was given the rest of all history and wrote it into
the Book of Revelation. The word then as to what was to be done by
the individual in the dark days to come was to, one, hang onto what
vou have, and, rwo, awair the return. And many will not be satisfied
with this as any answer in the present day.

But T would ask anyone to stop and consider the history of the
White movement in this nation over the course of the past half century.
1t's been tried in earnest and by people far bettes than 1 who have given
their lives. "We can't just do nothing." True. It is however necessary to
take the lessons just presented and formulate our strategies
accordingly. In recent years I've found myself quoting Narhan Hale, 1
believe it was, who said chat he regretted having but one life to give for
his country. In modern-day parlance, that would rranslate our ro: Don't
sell yourself cheap.

In the past I've said it also that there never was such a thing as a
man who changed history, There have been, however, on occasion,
very mre occasions, men who have come along to keep history on
track. As one must gather from the Bible — a great gift ro us from the
future, not the past — it bas all already bappened before. Bur for some
reason that our knowledge of physics, ete, has nor allowed us to
understand yet, there have remained certain variables.

Jesus Christ and Adolf Hitler took care of those vanables for us.

Now we must walk it out in faith.
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A Note on Hitler

A.Dou-‘ Hrrees's facher, Alois, was the son of an itiner-
ant miller, Johann Hiedler (for so the family spelled its
name 2 hundred years ago), of the village of Spital, in
Upper Austria, by a peasant woman named Maria Shickel-
griber. Alois must have becn a boy of very enterprising
temperament, for he ran away from home at the age of
thirteen with a few shillings in his pocket, and made his
living as a cobbler in Vienna, where also he managed to learn
to read and write.

When he was twenty-three he married his first wife,
Anna Glisl-Horer, 2 woman of somé means, who was
fourteen years his senior. By her he had two children,
Alois, Jr., and Angela, half-brother and halfsister of the
German Chancellor. Alois had by now educated himself,
and obtained a post in the Austro-Hungarian Customs Serv-
ice at Braunau, on the German frontier. Anna dicd in 1883,
and Alois almost immediately married again, but his second
wife died within the year. His third wife, the Chancellor's
mother, was pretty Klara Poclzl, a peasant girl from
Spital, whose mother, Johanna, was a cousin of Johann
Hiedler. So Klara was her husband’s second cousin once
removed.

The Chancellor’s parents were.a handsome pair; she,
blonde, slender, with great, tender cyes and a sensitive
face; he, a fine fAgure of a man, inclined to stoutness in
Jater life, with bushy whiskers and a heavy mustache
drooping over a powerful jaw. Both were of sound peasant
stock, God-fearing, and ambitious in their way. Alois had
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risen from being a homeless bay to a respected Customs
ofﬁqaL Klara had left Spital at an early age 1o see the world,
carning her living by domestic service, Their first two chil-
dren died in infancy. Adolf, the eldest survivor, was born
in a little house on the main street of Braunau-on-the-Inn, on
April aoth, 1889, when his father was fifty-two and his
mother twenty-nine years of age. Two other children were
born after Adolf, Paula, who now lives in Vienna, and
Edouard, who died in infancy.

In 186 Alois Hitler retired from the Customs Service,
and the family went to live at the village of Leonding,
near the cathedral town of Linz, in order 1o be near a good
school for Adolf. Next year Paula was born, and her mother
developed symptoms of an internal disease which proved to
be cancer.

Adolf, with his mischievous dark-blue eyes and perky
face, was described in one of his school reports as “lazy
and self-willed.” The only subjects which interested him
were history, drawing, and geography. Outside school hours
he listened with absorbed attention to Professor Pétsch, an
active member of the German National Party, who used to
tell the pupils how the birthright of the Austrians was being
bartered for a mess of Slav pottage: the Emperor’s heir had
even married a Czech nobaody.

Alois Hitler wanted his son to follow him in his career
as a Customs official, but Adolf flouted the notion: he hated
office wark and wanted to be an artist. Alois was very angry
at this absurd suggestion, and for the last three years of his
life the relations between father and son were strained.
Alois died on a January morning, in 1903, of a heart attack,
while reading the paper at the village inn.

So Adolf and Paula, aged 14 and 7, were left with their
mother, who already knew that she was dying. She moved
to Linz, and lived there on her small pension with the two
children.
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Adolf's lungs were delicate, and the doctor recom-
mended that he should cease attending school and remain
as much as possible in the open air. He sketched, talked
politics, looked after his mother. In 1907 he went to Vicana,
and applied for admission to the painting school of the
State Academy; but the authorities gave him little encourage-
mént; they suggested that his talent was architectural, and
that he should apply for admission to the School of Archi-
tecturc, Here the Dircctor showed interest in his work, and
would have taken him as a pupil had he been able to pass
the necessary examination. But how could Adolf pass any
examination when he had roamed free 2 his own master for
the last three years?

At eighteen Adolf Hitler was a failure. His mother died
in 1908, and with her death her pension geased. The cot-
tage was sold, and Adolf gave all the proceeds to Paula
Then he returned to Vienna and started to conquer the
world from there, alone, penniless, untrained, with a strong
aversion from any kind of work that did not interest him,
an artist to his sensitive finger-tips. “The difficulties of life,”
he writes in Mein Kampf, “hardened my spiric and taught
me how to live. I thank those days for the fact that T grew
hard, and can be hard" He laid bricks, shoveled snow,
learned the trade of a plasterer, broke his nails on the
mason'’s hod. Often he went without food to find the
money to hear Wagner or Mozart from the gallery of the
Opera.

I have seen, as everyone interested can sec, the sketches
which Hitler made a few years later, on the Western Front,
during his intervals of leisure as 2 dispatch rider. It is easy
to be wise after the event, but I feel that the Academy
which rejected his work in 1907 must have been wrong,
and failed, as academies often do, to recognize talent. To
me his sketches have an instinct for line and préportion,
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and a sense of style which has now found its expression in
the buildings and motor roads of the Third Reich, as well as
in his speeches.

In Vienna, in those days before the Great War, the idea
occurred to him that he might earn more money by de-
signing show<ards than by manual labor. This occupa-
ton took him to all sorts of little shops in the poor parts

of the city, and it was here that he learned to hate the
Jews.

He detested his life in this racial Babylon, this mesting-
place for all the peoples of a ramshackle Empire. He noted
the commercial cunping, the cosmopolitanism, the huxury
and vice of the Imperial capital, 2Ad hated it with the
intensity of a country boy, romantic by temperament, who
had grown up sheltered by a mother's lave,

When he went 1o Salzburg to present himself for mili-
tary training, he was rejected as unfit: he was half-
starved, and had not yet outgrown the trouble in his
lungs. In 1972, at the age of 23, and still a failure, he
went to Munich to see whether the tradesmen of Bavaria
would take more kindly than those of Vienna to his show-
cards,

Politics, music, and visits to art galleries were his only
amusements. Sometimes he took a glass of beer in those
carly days, while listening to a political discussion, but
food and drink had no lure for him. Nor had sex. As
far as is known (and his opponents have been diligent in
their attempts to discover evidence that might be used
against him, but with no success) he has never had any
sex relations at all. Always his cyes were fixed on high
horizons.

When the Great War came he volunteered immediately
for service in the German Army, and was enrolled as 2
volunteer in a Bavarian regiment. His official record of
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service repays careful examination, for it shows what fine
fcx:vice he gave his country: a service given by many others,
it is true, who are unknown to fame, but never given save by
men cast in 2 heroic mold,

He saw thirty-six actions on the Western Front. From
August 16th, 1914, to October 20th, 1918, when he was
painfully blinded by gas, he had only two home leaves of
a fortnight cach, and a seven weeks' spell in hospital with
shrapnel splinters in his leg. He was awarded the Iron
Cross of the 2nd Class in December, 1914, and the Iron
Cross of the st Class in August, 1918, The latrer dis-
tinction (very rarely given to noncommissioned officers)
he gained for capturing seven or eight enemy soldiers
single-handed, and marching them back to his battalion
headquarters at the point of his revolver. The date is
noteworthy, for German morale was not high in August,
1518

Here is his full record of service, which I have translated
from the Munich archives:
